
The 16th International rapid chess tournament 
Paul Keres Memorial 

January 6. –8. 2006 Tallinn, Pärnu Rd. 41, Estonia 
 
 
Regulations 
The tournament consists of two stages 
 
PRELIMINARY TOURNAMENT is a rapid one. 15 + 15 min. and 10 additional 
seconds per move, in seven rounds according to the Swiss system. 
The competition will be divided according to the raiting into groups A and B. If 
results in the Preliminary Tournament are equal, the sum of points after every round is 
considered. If the sum is equal, the results of 1st, 2nd a.s.o rounds are excluded. 
 MEN `S MAIN TOURNAMENT 15 min + 15 min and 10 additional seconds per 
move) is played by 6 best players from group A, 3 players invited directly to Main 
Tournament and the best Estonian player. 
WOMEN `S MAIN TOURNAMENT is played by 4 best players of group A of 
Preliminary Tournament , 3 players invited directly to the Main Tournament and best 
Estonian player. 
MAIN TOURNAMENT ´S are held according to the round robin system. The main 
prize of object will be given to the winner of the additional 10 minute competition. 
Participants 
Up to 136 participants with the raiting of 2000 and more will be permitted to 
participate, in case of vacancies also with lower raiting. 
Participation is free for IM – s and GM- s. 
GM – s accommodation and meals will be payed by organizers.  
Prizes 
The winner will be awarded with prize of

2nd place     25 000 EEK 
3rd place     20 000 EEK 
4th place     15 000 EEK 
The best six man of Preliminary Tournament will be awarded with a prize of 2 500 
EEK .  
The best female player a prize of 

10 000 EEK  
2nd plae    7 000 EEK 
3rd place    5 000 EEK 
4th place    3 000 EEK. 
The best female player of Preliminary Tournament will be awarded with a prize of 2 
000 EEK, II – IV place with a prize of 1000 EEK 
The best veteran (born 1946 and earlier) from Estonia will be awarded a prize of 2500 
EEK. 
The best junior (born 1988 and later) gets a prize of   2500 EEK 
Group B  1st place   2 000 EEK  
2nd place     1 500 EEK 
3rd place     1 000 EEK 
 
In case of equal points the monetary prizes of preliminary and main tournament  
will be divided.
