Cocaine costs about £40-£80 for a
gram. Crack costs about £20 for a
rock but sometimes this can be cut
into smaller parts.

Cocaine is sniffed up the nose. Crack
is smoked. Both drugs can be injected
with a needle and syringe. If a person
injects cocaine or crack, they are more
likely to ‘overdose’ (take too much).
