2. Talk with someone who has been a citizen of another country or who has lived or worked in another country.  Have the person describe what it was like to live in that country as compared to living in the United States.  (Leader note: we invited several parents who lived overseas or served in the military in another country to share their stories, pictures and other memorabilia from other countries – the scouts loved seeing what they had to show).

3. The American Flag is one of the symbols that are used to represent the nation.  Learn about your flag.  Read about ceremonies in Chapter 1 of the Junior Girl Scout Handbook and participate in a flag ceremony in your Girl Scout troop.  (Leader note: I found an excellent web site with information on the American Flag (www.icss.com/usflag) and we always open our meetings with a flag ceremony, so the scouts have had a lot of practice.
4. Design and carry out a small project to show you are a good citizen of your community. You may do your project on your own or with the help of others.  Spend at least two hours carrying out the project.  (Leader note: We invited the local Lion’s Club Eyeglasses chairperson to explain the prescription eyeglass donation program.  We made boxes for the schools that our scouts attend.  We wrote a letter that asked the principals to set the boxes out in the office to collect used glasses to be repaired for needy people around the world.  Also many of our scouts were allowed to announce the project on the intercom at the morning announcements).
