In a world where modern technology provides some
amazing services, theone certainty isthat raising the bar
only createsgreater expectation.

In 2005, Australia, asthe host nation of the\World Youth
Teams Championships, provided one of the most
comprehensiveinternet servicesever seeninany bridge
event. In January, theAustralian Youth Championships
plugged along without the high-tech equipment and
personnel availabletothe WY T, soit was clear that the
information avail able wasless comprehensiveand, sadly,
much slower to be posted. Not surprisingly, therewere
complaints. After al the bar had been raised at one event
but ‘ situation normal’ took over a the next.

That isnot to suggest that the convenor and director of the
Australian Youth Championship werelax or didn’t care.
Inpreviousyears peoplewere happy to get theinformation.
In 2006 they wanted a better service. UsingtheANU’s
Fenner Hall in January isaproblem asthey areofteninthe
process of upgrading their equipment, so getting any
reasonable’ net serviceisnot easy.

Many of you would have noticed that the results and
information availablefromthe Seniors Playoffswereat a
standard of thosefromthe WY T. Perhapsthisislessof a
surprisewhen you redlisethat the Convenor of the Seniors

Payoffswasthesameasfor theWorld Youth Teams(David
Stern). When you discover what can be done, you want
todoit again asamatter of pride.

Thedrivingforcebehindalot of thisispublic expectation.
At my own club, if the scores aren’t on the ' net in the
evening of aday session, therearelotsof grumblesto be
fielded the next week. It seemslikeonly afew short years
agothat weall hadto wait aweek to find out what wedid
onthat last session! However unreasonablethe members
may beonthis, if thetechnology and expertiseareavailable,
| guessthat they haveapoint in setting high expectations.

Ivy DAHLER — 1923-2006

Some people comeinto your lifeand leavean indelible
impression. They makeyour lifebrighter and thetimeyou
spend with them special. Such apersonwas|vy Dahler.

Ivy Charlotte Marjorie Dahler was bornin December,
1923. Shegrew up in London, left school at 14, taught
herself to type and offered her servicesto agovernment
agency during World War 2. In 1944 she married Roy
Tomlinson, anAustrdian pilot, and cametoAudtraliaona
cargo shipin 1945 asoneof thefirst war brides. Indeed,
thewar ended whilethe shipwasstill at sea.

They settled in Chinchillaonthefamily property and had
two daughters, Patriciaand Beverley. Lifefor Ivy here
wasafar cry fromwhat she had been usedtoin England,
but she quickly adapted to the new circumstances. Sadly
Tom never fully recovered from hiswar injuriesand died
in1951. Later Ivy remarried, to Kevin Dahler, and had
two moredaughters, Deniseand Robyn. When her second
husband died shortly after Robyn wasborn, Ivy had to
bring up thefour girlsby herself and returned to her work
asasecretary. Shewasaloving mother, grandmother and
great-grandmother.

Ivy becameinterested in bridge during the 1960s, but gave
it littletime then as shewanted to spend asmuchtimeas
possiblewith her young family. Ivy wasstrongon priorities.
In 1966 she was persuaded to contest the Queensland
Women'sPairswith Nancy Penfold and thewinwasthe
start of along and impressive competitiverecord.

We cameto know I vy through bridge championships. The
first wasin 1972 when Ivy represented Australiaat the
World Women’s Teams Championship in Miami. She
competed in the Women's Olympiad again in 1976 in
Monte Carlo, aswell asthe Venice Cup (World Women's
Teams) in 1978. vy also played for Australiafour timesin
the Far East Women's Teams, winning thetitlethreetimes.
In addition, she won severa national championships,
including theAustralian Women's Teams, the Interstate
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Women'sPairsand the Interstate Mixed Pairs. In 1986
she captained the Queensland Team to success in the
| nterstate WWomen's Teams Championship.

Particularly impressiveabout thisexceptional recordisthe
fact that Ivy began bridgerdatively lateinlife. Almost al
playersof international classareintroduced to bridgeas
children or during their teens. Thefact that Ivy played at
worldleve after having started only in her fortiesisatribute
to her mental prowess.

Ivy’sperformanceat statelevel wasequdly illustrious. Her
titlesinclude the Queensland Open Teams, Open Pairs,
Mixed Pairs (twice) and Women'sPairs (seven times) as
well asmany congressevents. At avery early stagein her
bridge career vy involved hersalf inteaching bridge and
a so helping inthe administration of the gameto become
oneof Australia sforemost Tournament Bridge Directors.

Ivy wascast inadifferent mould. Whether it wascoaching
or directing, she sought no recompensefor her services.
Sheawaysfdt that bridge had given her somuch pleasure
that shewas happy to put something back into the game.

For thepast 15years, vy wasanintegrd part of our bridge
holiday program, organizing and directing tournaments
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twicedalily, bothinAustraliaand oversess. Shea so came
regularly to the morning classeswhere shewas happy to
make up atableand assi st with the teaching.

Ivy wasever ready to answer questionsandto help players
sort out the problems they had encountered. She was
friendly to everyoneand dearly loved by dl the participants.
When thanks were given to the organizers at the final
session of each holiday, the applause was loud and
sustained and longer for vy thanfor anyoneelse.

Ivy wasavery humble, kind person and hated afussbeing
made of her. Shewould downplay her achievementsand
become embarrassed when her victorieswere recounted.
She never touched adrop of alcohol in her lifeand was
unshakable on mattersof principle.

Ivy often stayed with usin Sydney. Shewas|oved, not
only by usand our children, but by al themembersof our
family. Someyearsago shewasvery pleased tolearn that
she had becomean honorary member of theKlinger family.

Ivy had agreat sense of humour. Sheloved agood laugh,
but hated jokes that were off-colour. On our bridge
holidays, when theday’ ssessionswere over, thethree of
uswould regularly unwind withagame of Chinese Poker,
which often had usinfitsof laughter.

Not well knownisthat vy wasasensationa tabletennis
player in her young daysand retained thistalent into her
lateyears. On oneof our bridge holidaysthe Resort Sports
Pro challenged Ivy to atable tennis game. The bridge
playersstood on the sidelinesand cheered aslvy, thenin
her 70s, won the match comfortably in straight sets.

Thereisalovely story about vy from her very young days
when shewasoneof the Girl Guidesselling programsfor
oneshilling a theRoya Albert Hall inLondon. A gentleman
inuniformwith many medal s approached vy and asked
for aprogram.

“Oneshilling, please, Sir,” shesaid.
“But | havenomoney onme,” hesaid.
“I'msorry, Sir,” shereplied.

Hewaked off and alittlelater another gentleman asowith
much regalia approached and bought a program for a
shilling. Ashelefthesaidto vy,

“Young lady, HisMgjesty King Georgewishestolet you
know that hethinksyou werequiteright not togivehima
program.”



Ivy had been a Tournament Director at the huge Gold
Coast Congress a week before she died. She was
remarkably strong and her mental acuity wasincredible
right upto her final days. Shecould recall completebridge
deals that had been played quite some time ago and
discussed how abetter result might have been achieved.

Ivy passed away on 6th March. She was a marvellous
friend to many, many people. We are so grateful that our
pathscrossed and our livesintertwined. Hersisarare breed
and shewill besorely missed. Wewish her family longlife.

2nd Commonwealth Nations
Championship

ENTRANTS:

The countriesthat entered were Barbados, England,
Guernsey, India, Jersey, Malaysia, Scotland and Wales.
Home countrieswere Australiaand New Zealand. On
top of that we had Special Entrantsin Hackett, Noble
and Penline as well as the six States of ACT, New
South Wales, Queensland, Tasmania, Victoria and
Western Australia. The late withdrawal s of Canada, Sri
Lanka, Pakistan, Singapore and South Australiawere

very disappointing.

PLAY SCHEDULE:

The teams round robin was held behind screens at a
pace of 7.5 minutes per board. On the first day, six
matches of 8 boards were played, while seven such
matches on the second day and again six on thethird
day. The semi-finalswerefour stanzas of sixteen boards,
as were the finals. The Swiss pairs consisted of 12
matches of 10 boards each over Friday night, Saturday
and Sunday at 2,6 and 4 matches respectively.

Richard Grenside and Laurie Ke&lso controlled thetime
schedule extraordinarily well.

REsuLTs:

Theround robin finished with Derofe (Penline) on top
followed by Noble and England and ACT inthird and
fourth place. The regulations brought India into the
semi-finalsastwo Commonwealth nationshad to bein
the finals. India defeated England 165 —150 and
Derofe won their semi-final 242 — 96 against Noble.
Therefore India had the Gold medal while England
the Silver and Australia, the third Commonwealth
Nationwon the Bronze.

In the final, India beat Derofe 141-123, thereby
securing the Commonwealth Champion title aswell.
England defeated Noble 69 —68.

Paul Hackett and John Armstrong won the Swiss Pairs,
with Ashley Bach and Michael Cornell second and Rena
Kaplanand PaulaSchroor third. DianaWilsonand Virginia
Ruglesswon theNovice SwissPairstitlecomingin 52nd
inafield of 84 —great effort.

DivipenDps oF FINaNCIAL OUTCOME:

The VBA declined to accept the sharing of the surplus,
and so $5,000 was givento thento cover all costs. They
reduced their charge to $3,000 for the Friday night,
Saturday and Sunday.

The 20 specia new screens, 28 bidding trays and 200
bidding boxeswere made and purchased with theorigina
ideaof presenting these asgiftsto the VBA for support.
Theevent wassignificantly insurplusat theend.

Against Buchen’s 3NT, East led
the #Q. Thiswasallowed to hold thetrick.

East continued with the Ace and another club, allowing
declarer theopportunity tofiddlearoundinthered suitsto
establishtricks. A heart at trick 4 conceded atrick toWest's
Queen. Declarer won the spadereturn and led adiamond
to the Queen and Ace. Another spade saw declarer make
thewinning decision of rising with hisother honour. The
sight of East’s Queen waswelcomeindeed.

At other tables, East often choseasmaller club. Whether
declarer took thetrick with the Jack or the King it was
awaysonfor West to takethe lead before East to return
aclub and defeat the contract.
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Stage 2 saw Klinger —Nagy and Haughie—Lilley swap
positions but otherwise hold on to make up the balance

of theteam.

ABF SussiDIES AVAILABLE FOR TEACHING

TheABF will allocate to each State/ Territory up to $3000p.a.
asaco-subsidy for teaching tours. The teaching may be of
playersand/or directors. The ABF subsidy will be an amount
equal to that paid by the State/Territory body nett of fees
collected. For example, if the total cost is projected to be
$2500 and it is expected that $500 in fees collected then
the State body would need to contribute $1000 and the ABF
would match that amount. As this programme is only
designed to subsidise teaching events, it is expected that a
reasonable fee will be charged to participants.

All applications are to be made by the state body to the
treasurer of the ABF (treasurer@abf.com.au) with arough
budget supplied. Any applications received directly from
clubs or individuals will not be processed as clubs or
individuals need to apply via their State association. If
applicable, the amount of the subsidy will be determined
and paid in advance of the event

For the sake of this subsidy the ABTA and ABDA, will be
considered a State and eligibl e to the same co-contribution.
Any applicationsreceived directly from clubsor individuals
will not be processed as clubs or individuals need to apply
viatheir State association. If applicable, the amount of the
subsidy will be determined and paid in advance of the event.

A Public Liability policy has been issued in the name of
the ABF, Associated State Bodies & Registered &
Affiliated Clubs. The purpose of the policy isto provide
Insurance cover in the event that personal injury or
property damage occurs as a result of the ABF, etc
negligent actions.

Inthe event of aclub being disaffiliated by its State body,
the ABF sPublic Liability insurancewill continueto cover
that club for a period of 30 days, commencing from the
date at which the club was advised of the disaffiliation
i.e. the date on the letter sent to the club. After this period
the ABF' s policy will no longer bein force.

The policy doesnot cover membersfor injuries sustained
at their clubs. The policy provides cover for claims made
against the Clubs for injury to anyone (including
members) that may occur as a result of a negligent act
or as aresult of afailure to act which causes the injury.

A downloadable copy of the Certificate of Currency for
the Public Liability policy for the year 2006 isavailable
from the ABF website.

PRoOCEDURES PART 3

Law 10 specifically statesthat the Director isthe only
person to both apply law and assess penalties. There
are many instances where players contravene thislaw
believing that both law and penalty are so automatic
that it is pointless wasting the time of the Director. For
instance: A player makesalatedert, with the next player
having called, asif on automatic pilot, almost every
player turnsto that opponent and offershim hisbid back.
Thisisaclear breach of procedureasthereisadecision
to be made. The director hasto be convinced that the
player would have taken adifferent course of action
and isnot just having two bites of the cherry. Whilstin
many cases the player would be given the option to
changetheir call, itisNOT automatic.

A second common occurrenceiswhen aplayer hasa
penalty card, with al playersignoring the requirement
to call the Director, making their own ruling on when
such card should be played. Playersare entitled to be
given all optionsand you can safely bet that, without
the Director’s presence, either awrong or incomplete
ruling will be given. Law 10B givesthe Director the
option of either allowing or cancelling any penalty made
by the playerswithout hisinstruction.

Aninteresting pointismadein Law 13—Incorrect number
of cards. Law 13A3 statesthat if aboard wasincorrectly
dealt, thedirector shall requirearedea. So, how doyou
treat anincorrect computer dedlt or prededt hand, whereby
thereisa14-12? Thislaw refers back to Law 6 which
requiresthat 13 cards be placed into each pocket of the
board. Hasthedirector the authority to penalizeaplayer
when heor shefailsto count their cardswhen thedealing
machinefaledtoded correctly? Thereisastrong argument
for either casg; if theirregularity ispicked up beforeany
player haslooked, then if one can restorethehandtoits
correct configuration thereisno problem, however if a

Firstly, | may need to lead trumpsthrough declarer and,
secondly, neither declarer nor dummy arelikely toturn
up with that odd extratrump which so often meansthe
difference between garrotting them and falling on our
own swords.
