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YOUNGER STEP UP!

The first press-conference of the semi-finals was scheduled at 8pm. Though the game between Kosteniuk
and Cramling ended around 6pm, and the opponent of Hou Yifan could resign soon after that, the girls
patiently waited for the appointment. The Chinese, dressed up in all white, after standing up from the
board finally looked like a 14-year-old who studied the subject good and just got an excellent mark from
the teacher. She chatted a lot, mixing Chinese and English, and constantly smiled — not with official
but with her natural, childish smile. Kosteniuk also looked happy, though tired. One could see calm

confidence and understanding of her own strength in the way she set down and on her face.

Peter Rajcsanyi avoided long preliminary speeches
this time. He congratulated both players, wished
them success in the second games and offered the
journalists to ask the questions.

— A question to both participants: Don’t you think
that the championship develops by a weird scenario:
for long time all the encounters were very tense, with
tie-breaks, blitz... But as less participants were left,
the way to the top became more lineal. How would
you comment this?

Kosteniuk: First of all  must say that the semi-finals
are not finished yet and tomorrow the things can
change. It is too early to assess: the tense did not fade
away, on my opinion; it is the same, not depending
on the stage of the tournament. It only looks easy; in
fact every encounter demands a lot of effort.

Hou Yifan: I fully agree with
Aleksandra. We both won today
but it doesn’t guarantee a success.
There isanew game tomorrow and
unlikely it would be less intensive.

— Aleksandra, during the game
you seemed to have the absolute
confidence in your strength. How
do you manage this and can one
name it the main factor that brings
you victories?

— I think that the main factor
is still the moves which I make on
the board. A lot depends also on
the position which I get after the
opening. If we would take a look
at the very beginning we would
see that the first match is always
the most nervous one. Despite the
fact that the opponent is normally
weaker, you never know how it
will end. The third match on

the tournament also was very difficult and nervous
for me as I did not play in the second round and in
some sense started the tournament once again. Four
spare days during the ongoing event never happened
to me before and it was extremely important not
to jump out of the playing routine. When I passed
Kosintseva, I got calmer. But then I managed to put
myself together in the right moment with Ushenina,
and today. In general I can say that in all the decisive
games I got easy positions from the very opening.

— Did you know that today Cramling played the
French defense nearly for the first time in her life? Was
it surprising for you?

— Of course before the game I was preparing only
for Sicilian. And I was very surprised by her choice.
The first thought was to go aside quickly as it is
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understandable that she knew how I usually react on
this line. But then the curiosity in me won, I decided
to check what exactly she meant by this choice. As we
saw, she opted for 3...Nc6, and I was glad as Pia could
not know that recently I played a lot of blitz games
exactly with this set-up and thus knew the position
quite well. As a result of her lack of experience in this
kind of positions I managed to get the initiative very
quickly. In fact, Black got the bad French using an
atypical move order: the light-squared bishop did not
play, the problems with castling appeared... Cramling
just did not know what to do.

— Judging by several confident opening victories, you
prepared for this championship really good. We see your
husband and your father here but....we do not see your
second. Does anybody help you during the tournament
if it is not a secret?

— 1 do not think that it is worth taking a coach to
a knock-out tournaments as nobody guarantees you
the full stay. Towards the preparation in general, |
worked a lot before the tournament and as I see this
baggage of ideas is enough for me yet. And I think
I have a decent chess level to solve the problems
without outside help.

— 1 did not think about that. I just saw that I am
winning and that’s it.
— A question to Hou Yifan:in which moment did you

feel that the position is crucial
— 1 think in the moment when I played 28.%b6.

— How did you realize this moment? You saw some
changes on opponent’s face or just calculated the
variations and understood that you position became
winning?

— What is your plan for tomorrow, do you want to
finish it without tie-breaks?

Kosteniuk: I do not like to say such things in
advance. Ifit happens it will be good, I’d have another
free day.

Hou Yifan: There is another game tomorrow, and
that is when I will think...

THE YOUNG PRINCESS

The third press-conference of the semi-finals was the shortest despite the fact that a big novel can be
written about the epic match between Hou Yifan and Koneru. The 14-years old Chinese is not a long
speech specialist. Yet it was only her ability to make great moves what was noticed. No emotions were left
on the face of Hou. As she left the playing hall she found herself in the focus of everybody’s attention with
congratulations and photographs. And the young star did not know where to hide herself.

The chiefofthe Chinese delegation was eager to speak on behalf of Hou, while the player was whispering
short answers in her ear. This peculiarity became the topic of the speech from Peter Rajcsanyi: “All the
people sitting here want to know so many things
about you. If you can play a dozen blitz games in
order of preparation to the tie-breaks, it would be
not that bad to include another couple of press-
conferences in your chess preparation!”

The Chinese quietly laughed and nodded as
saying: “Yes, I will learn it one day!” But in fact
there were not so many questions — the journalists
also were tired after those four games.

— Hou, what do you feel right now? You are just
14 and you already reached the dream of many other
players.

— To start with, I am very happy. Before the start
of the championship I wanted to play my best but
could not think that I would reach the final. There
were so many other strong players and I did not feel
that I am stronger than them. I would like to thank all
my coaches who helped me on this way. And... this is
not the end of the championship yet, there is a final
match ahead and I will make all the efforts to make
this last step to the top.

— Do you believe in miracles? Could you imagine
yourselfin the final two weeks ago?
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— I do not think that I did some kind of miracle
— I was just winning match by match and advanced
to the final. It is very good that no miracles were
needed.

— However, unpleasant miracles still happen. For
example, yesterday’s loss from Koneru. After the game
you did not look any happy, but after you walked for
around an hour with your compatriots in front of the
building, moving here and back, you seemed to be
yourself again and started to smile...And today you won
quite confidently.

— If fact 1 was not really upset after the loss. It is
unpleasant when you miss the chance to be in the
final without additional games because of a blunder,
but... it happened. What did my compatriots tell me?
Nothing, we just chatted and did not even remember
about chess.

— Don’t you think that the fact that there were no
really big defeats in your career and you did not feel the
burden of responsibility helped you to defeat Koneru?

— There were quite serious defeats in my career.
But you are right that I did not feel pressure, I just
played chess and tried to show what I can.

— And the last question. Chinese players were known
for using a lot of special odorous creams and other
specific stuff before the games. You do not do anything
like this, but you just drink. If it is not a secret, what do
you drink and how does it help you?

— Nothing special, there is just water in my pot,
and I pour it there right before the game. Sometimes
I put the pieces of dry fruits there or some syrup...
During the game I am always thirsty but I do not
like either hot or cold water, so this is exactly what
I need.
