With the funds raised through this campaign,
McCormick Tribune Foundation, through Chicago Tribune Charities, awards grants
to nonprofit organizations throughout our metropolitan area that help low-income
people to alleviate hunger and homelessness, promote literacy, develop job skills and
strengthen family relationships. Chicago Tribune Charities accepts donations and
provides grants to help our community year-round.

In 2007, McCormick Tribune Foundation awarded Chicago Tribune Holiday Giving
grants totaling $4,602,000 to more than 160 nonprofit organizations located in Chicago
and the surrounding suburbs. The McCormick Tribune Foundation and the Chicago
Tribune share all promotional and fundraising costs, so every dollar received from
donors and events goes directly to programs to help people. In addition to every dollar
received from the Chicagoland community, the Foundation provides a 50 percent
match on donations.

LITERACY

Literacy grants support established literacy programs for
adults, children and families. Eligible adult programs
include Adult Basic Education (ABE), English as a Sec-
ond Language (ESL), and General Equivalency Diploma
(GED) preparation. Eligible programs for children in-
clude in- and after-school programs operated by nonprofit
organizations for school age children who are at risk of
illiteracy or reading below grade level. Book purchases
are supported only in the context of established literacy
programs. Family literacy programs promote the role of
parents as first teachers to their children. Advocacy and
training programs build the capacity of literacy programs
or create systemic change in the literacy field.
