PATTERN

During its development Trnava has preserved the chiacter of compact town with relatively unambiguousy
located functions. The centre of the seat is a mifitinctional city which creates the historical coresurrounded

by walls on the eastern and western sides. They audirectly interlocked by marked residential areas vith
mainly mass residential construction. The residendl areas also occur in the north-eastern and soutivestern
parts of town. The specific living conditions are fiered by the local district Modranka with the character of
country settlement. Trnava is the seat of the Trmaa region, Trnava district and from 1 December 2001the
seat of the Trnava municipality.

From a town development point of view, the largest changes to the area happened in the seventies, when
Hrnciarovce (28 November 1971), Modranka (1 January 1972) and Biely Kostol (1 January 1974) were
associated to Trnava while the town reached an area of 8 986 ha and with a built-up area of 1 462 ha.
Trnava consisted of eight urban districts (1. Staré Mesto, 2. Kopanka, 3. Hlbok4a, 4. Tulipan, 5. Nové Mesto,
6. Modranka, 7. Hrnéiarovce , 8. Biely Kostol). On 1 January 1993 Biely Kostol was split from Trnava and on
1 January 1994 Hrnéiarovce nad Parnou also split. Since 1 July 2002 the town has consisted of 6 urban
districts (Trnava Centre, Trnava West, Trnava North, Trnava East, Trnava South, Modranka).

Housing construction issues are dealt with byapproved Territorial Plan of the City of Trnava,
updated as per January 1, 2005; therein areaspapified for the mass and individual housing
construction in the current status, as well asha prognosticated period after 2020. Since
November 2003, under the methodical instructiorihg/Ministry of Agriculture of SR, borders of
the built-up area in the city of Trnava are expahtg 124 hectare for the housing construction
needs counting 724 family houses and 3,365 apattnierapartment houses (the area is in private
ownership). To a considerable extent, the fact mead previously is a limitation factor for the
construction of apartments.

Nowadays, in the city of Trnava, the constactiof two residential houses is carried out,
consisting of 98 and 88 rental apartments. Simatiasly, to cope with housing problems, the city
is preparing, on its own grounds, a location ofh@@tare to build 1,500 apartments in the form of
low-rise housing development.

Housing construction in the city is also carried by private companies. For the time being, in
accordance with building permits, the constructidrseveral apartment houses is being realized
consisting of 408 apartments.

On the basis of information collected with neb#o the situation on the housing market, we can
state that there is a permanent interest, partlguia apartments in older apartment houses asd, a
far as new apartment houses are concerned, thheshie focused to smaller apartments with 1 and
2 rooms. Comparing to 2003, when the car manufactBSA Peugeot-Citroén was located in
Trnava, the demand for apartments has slightlypdp
