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The Royal Thai Armed Forces in United Nations/African Union Hybrid
Operation in Darfur: UNAMID

Following conflicts between African Muslims and Arab Muslims in Darfur,
Sudan, civil war in the country have begun since February, 2004. The fighting
leads to mass murders and humanitarian crisis which affec{s peace and
security in the region. The United Nations as the international orgamzatlon of
world community responsible fqr world peace and security has closely
monitored situations in Darfur dnd approved Resolution 1769 to protect
civilians, provide humanitarian assistance, implement peace process, support
political development process including human rights and administrative laws
in addition to reporting the situations along Chad and Central Africa border.

Thailand as a United Nations active member on peacekeeping has once again
been asked to consider sending forces despite provisions in Resolution 1769
which stated that forces of the UNAMID has to be predominantly African
Characters from African Region. The United Nations has requested Thailand,
the only country outside Africa, to provide infantry battalion which is the
main force in UNAMID, Since UNAMID has to meet the basis of consent of
the Sudanese government, the decision-making process of forces assemble is
a tripartite talk involving Sudanese government, African Union and UN as
stated in the provisions of the resolution,

While the Sudanese government declines major force such as infantry
battalion from country outside the region especially western country and-*
admit only support unit, Thailand is the only country the Sudanese
government accepted. By showing willingness to welcome forces *from
Thailand, the Sudanese Armed Forces hag invited the Royal Thai Armed
Forces to join the UNAMID. The Thai Task force 980 will carry out

humanitarian missions with the UNAMID for a period of one year._ - )
