While the Sudanese declines major force such as infantry 
battalion from country outside the region especially western country and;- 
admit only support unit, Thailand is the only country the Sudanese 
gdvernment accepted. By showing willingness to welcome forces%om 
Thailand, the Sudanese Armed Forces has invited the Royal Thai Armed
