What is your 

personal 

future vision 

for the sport? 

Also in the 

future, ski 

jumping will be 

a kind of sport 

that attracts big 

audiences and 

TV spectators. 

Our discipline is something 

special. Most of the people 

in the winter world have a 

possibility to try cross-

country, alpine or snow-

boarding, but very few try 

out ski jumping. They can 

only dream about flying with 

skis.   

 

What are the main future 

challenges for this sport? 

First, we need to develop 

our competition system in 

order to introduce fair, safe 

and interesting sport 

events. Then we want to 

get girls and ladies more 

involved in our sport and on 

all levels, including World 

Cup and Olympic Winter 

Games.

The FIS ISS Steering Committee members, Hubert 

Hörterer (chair), Eero Hyvärinen and Hans Spring 

together with Atle Skårdal, FIS Chief Race Director for 

the ladies' Alpine Skiing and the chairs of the FIS 

Technical Committees listened to the presentations of 

the project teams from the Oslo Sports Trauma 

Research Center and the University of Salzburg.  

The FIS Injury Surveillance System data analysis & 

publications now features the results from the three 

seasons from 2006-2009, which were augmented by 

new data acquired during the recent 2009/2010 

season. Starting this season, the ISS was enhanced 

by incorporation of an Injury Surveillance & Video 

Analysis project. The video analysis was designed to 

collect additional detailed information on why and how 

the ACL tears occur and the findings were also 

discussed in the meetings.
