Child (Adult)
 
FINISHED MEASUREMENTS
Child: 10”/25.5cm circumference;
10”/25.5cm length
Adult: 14-17”/35.5-43cm circumference
(stretched); 15”/38cm length
 
YARN
Caron International's Simply Soft®
Chunky
(100 % Acrylic, 5oz/142g, 142yds/130m)
Child: #0002 Lavender, 3oz/85g (MC);
#0006 Black CC, 1oz/29g
Adult: #0003 Forest Floor (MC),
6oz/170g; #0001 Sand (A), 2oz/57g;
#0008 Black (B), 1oz/29g
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One pair U.S. size 10 (6 mm) needles, 14"/35.5cm long or size to
obtain gauge

Crochet hook size J-10 (6mm)
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Optional: Pompom maker (1 ½”/4cm)
Yarn needle
 
GAUGE
In Stockinette stitch, 14 sts  and 19 rows = 4”/10 cm
 
STITCHES USED
K2, p2 rib
Stockinette stitch (St st)
 
NOTES
The leg warmers are made a little larger to fit over leggings. To make
them a little tighter, use a smaller size needle. Cast on and bind off all
stitches loosely.
 
CHILD
With MC, CO 38 sts loosely.
Rib in k2, p2 rib for 4 rows.
Next row (WS): Purl.
Eyelet row (RS): K2, *k1, yo, k2tog; rep from * across.
Next row: Purl.
Work in St st for 10 rows, inc 1 st in last row—39 sts.
Follow chart B for 9 rows.
Continue in St st, dec 5 sts evenly spaced across first row—34 sts.
Continue even for 12 rows.
Work in k2, p2 rib for 9 rows.
BO loosely in rib.
 
ADULT
With MC, CO 50 sts loosely leaving a 12” tail.
Rib in k2, p2 rib for 5 rows.
Eyelet row (RS): *K2, yo, k2tog; rep from * across, end k2.
Continue in St st for 3 rows.
Follow chart A for 17 rows.
Continue in St st until piece measures 13” from beg, dec 4 sts evenly
across last row—46 sts.
Continue even for 1”.
Work in k2, p2 rib for 4 rows.
BO loosely in rib.
 
FINISHING (Child and Adult)
Sew back seam.  Using yarn needle, weave in ends.
Chain: With CC for Child and A for Adult, chain of 50 (70) sts.
Pompons: Make 2 each in black.
Starting at center front, thread chain through eyelets meeting in the
front. Attach a pompon to each end.
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
