Schooner Inland Seas to Visit Escanaba on July 19-26, 2010 

The schooner Inland Seas, also known as “The Great Lakes Schoolship” will visit the Escanaba Municipal Marina on July 19-

26th.  The Inland Seas Education Association is a non-profit organization whose mission is to help people of all ages          
experience the science and spirit of the Great Lakes through shipboard and on-shore programs.  Inland Seas was launched 
in 1994 and is based in Suttons Bay.    The vessel is 78’ in overall length and the beam is 17’ wide. The hull of the ship is 
made from 3/16” thick welded steel.  Masts are constructed of aluminum tube and the booms are solid douglas fir.  The 
interior of the ship is bald cypress with mahogany trim.  The maximum number of students allowed per visit is 32.  For
