Urban population and percentage urban refer to
the census population of areas defined as urban in
each of the countries of the world.

Gov-
ernments of small or relatively rural countries may
declare one or more settlements urban, regardless
of size or function. In many countries, the defini-
tion is based on a threshold number of inhabitants;
when the population of a region exceeds a certain
threshold, that region is considered urban. This
threshold ranges from a few hundred, as in Peru
and Uganda, to more than 10,000, as in Italy and
Senegal.These definitional differences can skew in-
ternational comparisons. For more information on
country definitions of urban, see the text version of
United Nations (U.N.) Population Division, World
Urbanization Prospects: The 1996 Revision (U.N.,
New York, forthcoming).

Rural is defined as not urban. Urban and rural
population growth rates include the effects of ur-
ban–rural migration. Population in urban agglom-
erations greater than 750,000 is the percent of the
population in each country in cities of population
of 750,000 or more.

Population refers to the population of the urban
agglomeration (i.e., the population contained
within the contours of a contiguous territory in-
habited at urban levels without regard to adminis-
trative boundaries). It incorporates population in a
city or town plus the suburban fringe lying outside
of, but adjacent to, city boundaries. It should be
noted that these population numbers are estimates
and projections and not actual census data. There-
fore, they incorporate assumptions (which may be
false) and are sometimes based on old data. Be-
cause the U.N. does not report data for cities with
populations less than 750,000 in 1990, WRI used
1993 data from Habitat for smaller cities.

Average annual growth rate is defined as the aver-
age annual growth rate of the urban agglomeration
during a five-year period. These rates include esti-
mates of the effects of urban–rural migration,
changes in administrative boundaries, and natural
increase.

Urban residential density is defined as the
number of persons per hectare in residential areas.
City densities should be regarded as rough esti-
mates because the reported area of residential land
may not refer to the same jurisdiction as population
figures. In addition, densities vary greatly within a

city depending on the neighborhood and do not in-
clude “commuter” populations.

Gross city product per capita is an indicator con-
structed to reflect urban productivity—the value of
the goods and services produced within the urban
area—consisting of essentially the gross domestic
product of the city.It is seldom available from direct
data sources. Habitat requested that cities attempt
to calculate their productivity using various formu-
las that include national accounts figures, house-
hold income, and employment data. The gross city
product was divided by the population to get a per
capita figure and was then adjusted to 1993 U.S.
dollars.

Informal employment is defined as the percent-
age of the employed population whose activity is
part of the “informal sector.” The informal sector
can encompass many different types of revenue-
generating activities, but generally consists of
labor-intensive, small-scale, or family-based enter-
prises. The informal sector includes all unregis-
tered commercial enterprises and all noncommer-
cial enterprises that have no formal structure in
terms of organization and operation.In developing
countries, the informal sector often comprises a
major part of labor market activities and has played
an increasing role in the expansion of production.
However, workers in the informal economy often
have no legally defined rights, no access to govern-
ment welfare in the event of illness or old age, and
may work under unsafe conditions.

Female-headed households are defined as the
percentage of households headed by women. This
indicator may vary due to a range of definitions of
“head of household.” In some cities, data include
only single parents,whereas in others,they do not.

Poor households and female-headed households
that are poor are defined as the percentage of house-
holds situated below a locally defined poverty line.
Countries were asked to submit an absolute pov-
erty line at the city level, taken as the income neces-
sary to afford a minimum nutritionally adequate
diet plus essential nonfood requirements for a
household of a given size.If the poverty line was not
defined at the city level, a national poverty line was
used. Poverty lines differ among countries and cit-
ies, so comparisons should be made with caution.

Some indicators such
as the murder rate have been significantly underre-
ported in cities that are known to have a high crime
rate. Furthermore, because data are only provided

for 1993, it is impossible to determine whether an
indicator is improving or declining.

Crowding is defined as the floor area per person,
the median usable living space per person in meters
squared. Percentage of urban households connected
to services is defined as the percentage of house-
holds with connections to water, sewerage, and
electricity networks.

Per capita water use is defined as average con-
sumption of water in liters per person per day,for all
uses.Consumption of water per person depends on
the availability and price of water, the climate, and
the uses to which water is customarily put by indi-
viduals (e.g., drinking, bathing, washing, and gar-
dening).

Wastewater treated is defined as the percentage
of all wastewater undergoing any form of treat-
ment, including primary (physical and mechanical
processes that remove 20 to 30 percent of the bio-
logical oxygen demand [BOD]), secondary (addi-
tional use of biological treatments that remove 80 to
90 percent of BOD), and tertiary (advanced added
chemical treatments that remove 95 percent or
more of BOD). The form of treatment varies dra-
matically among cities and countries.

Per capita solid waste generation is defined as
solid waste generated per person, in kilograms per
day. This indicator should be regarded as a rough
estimate because it is difficult to account for waste
that is informally disposed of, incinerated, or com-
posted.

Households with garbage collection are defined as
the percentage of households enjoying regular
waste collection. Regular waste collection can in-
clude household collection, regular “dumpmaster”
group collection, but not local dumps to which the
household must carry garbage.

Cars are measured as a ratio of the number of
automobiles per 1,000 population. Automobiles in
this case are taken to include all vehicles used for
personal transport. Percentage of work trips by pub-
lic transport is defined as the percentage of trips to
work made by bus, tram, or train. Bus or minibus
includes road vehicles other than cars taking pas-
sengers on a fare-paying basis. It does not include
other means of transport commonly used in devel-
oping countries such as ferry, taxi, animal, or rick-
shaw.

Murders are defined as the number of murders
reported annually per 100,000 population. Re-
ported figures on crime may be misleading or un-
derreported.
