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SOCIAL MEDIA/BLOGGING POLICY

A credentialed media member may blog or provide updates via social media during any NCAA championship
event, provided that such posts do not produce in any form a “real-time” description of the event (i.e., any simula-
tion or display of any kind that replicates or constitutes play-by-play of a material portion of an event, other than
periodic updates of scores, statistics or other brief descriptions of the event) as determined by the NCAA in its
sole discretion. If the NCAA deems that the credentialed media member is producing a real-time description of
the contest, the NCAA reserves all actions against the credentialed media member, including but not limited to
the revocation of the credential.
