No sport has as great a Paralympic history
as Archery. Originally developed as a
means of rehabilitation and recreation

for people with a physical disability,

it featured at the first Stoke Mandeville
Games in 1948 — the precursor to the
Paralympic Games — and has been on
every Paralympic programme since the
first Games at Rome 1960.

The aim of Archery is simple: to shoot
arrows as close to the centre of the target
as possible.

competition consists of a qualification and

a final round.
