A year ago, the European Olympic Commit-

tees (EOC) General Assembly gave Azerbai-
jan the great honour of hosting the inaugural

European Games. Under the leadership of

As a first
step, we sincerely hope that the information
in this first Newsletter will provide you with a
reassuring level of confidence in our prepa-
rations, which have now reached a new level
of detail.

Sport is supported by the Government of
Azerbaijan as an important aspiration and
key objective of the State, and much effort
Is underway across Baku and Azerbaijan to
prepare these Games for Europe. We look
forward to seeing you in Rome later this
month to demonstrate the progress our
teams have made since last year's historic
assembly that announced the birth of the
first European Games.

The Baku 2015 European Games will be held
from 12th to 28th June 2015. 18 European
Federations have confirmed that their sports
will form part of the European Games pro-
gramme. The BEGOC Sport Department has
met with each of the 18 European Federa-
tions and most have already visited Baku to
confirm the number of athletes per sport,
disciplines and events that will be included
in the European Games and the gualifica-
tion process for these. Many innovations in
the sport programme have been included in
these Games to make them a truly unique
European model that the EOC can take for-
ward for future editions.

The EOC is still in discussions with the Eu-
ropean Athletics Association in relation to
the exact format that Athletics may play in
these inaugural European Games and fur-
ther details will be provided to the NOCs in
due course.

BECOG will provide NOCs with detailed
information on the Sports Entries and Qual-
ification processes by sport in time for the
EOC Secretaries General Seminar in May
2014. In the meantime, a summary by Sport
can be found hereafter for an initial review
and further information will be provided by
the EOC General Assembly in Rome. We
trust that this information will provide the
NOCs with sufficient detail to discuss esti-
mated team sizes with your respective Na-
tional Federations and allow for some early
olanning relating to your operations in Baku.

ral European Games was constrained by a
number of factors. In particular, and since the
Games were only awarded in 2012, BEGOC had
to take into account the existing sport calen-
dar of 2015 which was already relatively mature
at the proposed time of the Games. Secondly,
Baku as a city provides an opportunity in the
organising of the Games and BEGOC has just
conducted an extensive venue appraisal review
to see where a consolidation of sports into
some of Baku's outstanding permanent and

existing venues could occur. This consolidation
has led to the conclusion that the European
Games needs to follow the usual two week for-
mat of a traditional multi-sport Games. Lastly,
BEGOC has considered a balance in medal
sessions across the two weeks, broadcast op-
portunities and the interests of local Azerbaija-
ni people.

The Baku 2015 European Games Athlete’s
Village is already structurally complete with
15 accommodation multi-story blocks and an
NOC services centre that will be a school in
legacy. The village is within walking distance
of both the brand new European Games sta-
dium that will host the Opening and Closing
Ceremonies and the National Gymnastics
Arena that will host the Gymnastic events.

BEGOC has conducted an initial space in-
ventory across the whole village estate and
was able to confirm to the EOC Coordination
Commission that the average size of a three
pedroom apartment is 190m2 and that the
average size of a bedroom stands at 22m2.
These generous proportions are conducive
to giving athletes and officials a comfortable
stay whilst they are in the Baku.

Further work has gone into an initial village
masterplan to define operational areas,
catering tents, the NOC Services area, the
transport mall and the welcome centre. A
more detailed plan of the village together
with opening and closing dates will be pre-
sented to the NOCs in early 2014,

BEGOC has worked closely with the Ministry
of Health on a polyclinic within the village

to offer a suitable level of medical service to
athletes and officials attending the European
Games. The Ministry of Health has confirmed
that in legacy mode the space that has been
chosen within the Athlete’s Village will re-
mMain a community primary care unit.
