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Welcome to Nourlangie,
or Burrungqui, as it is
known to the Gun—djeinmi
speakers for this place.

At Nourlangie you can see how
local Aboriginal people lived in
this area through changing times.
Environmental and social changes
are reflected in the rock art and in
the ground, where archaeologists
have uncovered over 20,000 years of
Aboriginal occupation.

Burrunggui (Boor-oon-goy) is
the name for the higher parts of
Nourlangie. The lower areas are known
as Anbangbang (Arn-barng-barng).

A 1.5 km circuit walk takes you through a wet season home for generations
of Aboriginal people. Evidence of long occupation and changing times is to be
found in the art sites and a large rock shelter. The lookouts reveal connections

between people and landscape.

If you are in the area during the dry season, visit Anbangbang Billabong
and enjoy the views looking back at Nourlangie.

The 12 km Barrk Sandstone Walk over Nourlangie presents a challenging
walk. Precautions must be taken and the walk must not be attempted by the

solo walker. See the Barrk Park Note.
