FLORIDA STATE CEMENTS ITSELF AS ONE OF TOP THREE IN ACC

Florida State, which ranks as the third winningest team in the ACC in the last 10 years, finished the 2014-15
season with 17-16 overall record and an 8-10 record in ACC play. The Seminoles were 7-6 in ACC play in
their final 13 ACC games of the season and won seven ACC games over the final seven weeks of the season
after beginning conference play with a 1-4 mark. Including their win over Clemson on January 19, the
Seminoles won three of four and six of nine to pull even at 7-7 (.500 winning percentage) in conference play
with a victory over Boston College (February 18, 2015, 69-60) in Tallahassee. Florida State then closed its
regular season with a 61-52 victory over NIT participant Pittsburgh in Tallahassee (March 7) on the final day of
the regular season. A victory over Clemson in the second round of the ACC Tournament advanced the
Seminoles to the quarterfinals of the tournament for the school-record ninth consecutive year (each year since
2007). Florida State is the only team in the ACC to advance as far as the quarterfinals of the ACC Tournament
in each of the last nine seasons.

HAMILTON NEEDS ONE TO BECOME FLORIDA STATE’S ALL-TIME WINNINGEST COACH
Seminole head coach Leonard Hamilton needs one win to become the all-time winningest coach in Florida
State history. Hamilton closed the 2015-16 season tied with J.K. Kennedy (1949-66) with 236 wins at Florida
State. When he becomes the all-time winningest coach at Florida State, he will be the winningest coach at both
Florida State and Miami. Hamilton led the Hurricanes to 144 wins in his tenure there from 1991-2000.

RATHAN-MAYES WITH ALL-FRESHMAN TEAM; ALL-ACC HONORABLE MENTION HONORS
Florida State’s Xavier Rathan-Mayes, who set a Florida State freshman record with his 14.9 points per game
scoring average, was named to the All-ACC Freshman Team by the Atlantic Coast Sports Media Association
and in a vote by the ACC’s 15 coaches. Rathan-Mayes also earned All-ACC Honorable Mention honors.
Rathan-Mayes enjoyed one of the top freshman seasons in school history and set school rookie records for
points in a season (476), field goals made (165), field goals attempted (397), 3-point field goals made (48) and
3-point shots attempted (171). Rathan-Mayes was named to the All-ACC Freshman Team along with Jahlil
Okafor (Duke), Tyus Jones (Duke), Justise Winslow (Duke) and Justin Jackson (North Carolina). He received
the fourth highest point total of the 64 votes cast by the members of ACMSA. Rathan-Mayes also became the
fifth player in school history to earn ACC Rookie of the Week multiple times and the first since Solomon Alabi
won the award twice during the 2008-09 season. Rathan-Mayes was twice named the ACC Rookie of the
Week during the season and was one of only three players in the league to earn the honor multiple times.

RATHAN-MAYES FIRST FRESHMAN IN ACC HISTORY WITH THREE 30-POINT GAMES

With 30 points against Clemson in the second round of the 2015 ACC Tournament, Florida State’s Xavier
Rathan-Mayes became the first freshmen in ACC history to score 30 points or more in three different games.
He is one of only four freshmen in ACC history to score 30 points or more at least twice.

RATHAN-MAYES FINISHES FRESHMAN SEASON RANKED NINTH IN ACC IN SCORING

Freshman Xavier Rathan-Mayes ranked ninth in the ACC in scoring with a 14.9 points per game scoring average. He
scored in double figures in 24 of his 32 games and is the second ranked freshman scorer in the ACC behind only ACC
Player of the Year Jahlil Okafor of Duke who scored 657 points for a 17.3 points per game scoring average.

SEMINOLES WIN STATE OF FLORIDA CHAMPIONSHIP

Florida State finished the 2014-15 season as the champions of the state of Florida with a 6-1 record against the teams it
played from the Sunshine State. The Seminoles defeated UCF (December 6, 96-73), UNF (December 17, 93-77), USF
(December 20, 75-62), Stetson (December 22, 63-59), Florida (December 30, 65-63) and split with Miami (55-54 win on
February 1 and an 81-77 loss on February 25). The Seminoles earned a 6-1 record and were the only team in the state to
defeat each of the Division | teams they played in the state.

SEMINOLES FINISH ABOVE .500 FOR THE 10™ CONSECUTIVE SEASON

Florida State finished the 2014-15 season with a 17-16 record — the 10™ consecutive season under head coach Leonard
Hamilton that the Seminoles finished with a .500 or better record. The Seminoles have finished at .500 or better in 11 of
Hamilton’s 13 seasons and in each year since the 2005-06 season. The Seminoles began their streak of finishing above
.500 and have been the third winningest program in the ACC since the start of the 2005-06 season. Florida State and
Duke are the only two ACC teams to finish above .500 in each of the last 10 seasons. Florida State had not finished .500
or above in 10 consecutive seasons since 1971-72 season (under head coach Hugh Durham) through the 1980-81 season
(under head coach Joe Williams). Only Hamilton (2005-06 through 2014-15) and Durham (1967-68 through 1977-78)
have won at least 50 percent of their games in a single season in at least 10 consecutive seasons at Florida State.

SEMINOLES RANKED FOURTH IN FIELD GOAL PERCENTAGE SHOOTING IN ACC

With five Seminole regulars shooting .500 or better from the field in 2014-15 (Boris Bojanovsky, .576; Kiel Turpin,
.559; Montay Brandon, .541; Michael Ojo, .529; Jarquez Smith, .503), the Seminoles ranked fourth in the ACC with a
457 field goal shooting percentage as a team. It marked the second consecutive season (and fourth time in the last six
seasons) the Seminoles had shot better than 45 percent from the field. The Seminoles shot .508 percent from the field in
their 17 wins with Brandon leading the way as he shot .616 from the field.

FLORIDA STATE RANKS AMONG ACC LEADERS IN BLOCKED SHOTS

Led by junior Boris Bojanovsky and his 1.3 blocked shots per game, the Seminoles finished the season ranked fifth in the
ACC in blocked shots with 157. The Seminoles ranked 38" nationally with a blocked shots average of 4.6 per game.
Florida State’s 157 blocked shots marked the seventh consecutive season it has blocked at least 150 shots in a season.
Bojanovsky finished the 2014-15 season ranked seventh in the ACC in blocked shots with a 1.3 blocked shots per game
average.

FLORIDA STATE FROM LONG RANGE
Florida State shot 50 percent or better from the 3-point line four times during the 2014-15 season including .667 (eight of
12) against Boston College on February 18.

SEMINOLES TIE SCHOOL RECORD AGAINST USF

Florida State blocked a school-record tying 15 shots in its 75-62 win over USF at the BB&T Center in Sunrise, Fla., on
December 20, 2014. The Seminoles tied the school record of 15 blocked shots which also came against Florida Atlantic
on December 3, 1994 and most recently against Virginia Tech on January 10, 2012. Led by a career-high six blocked
shots by sophomore Jarquez Smith, the Seminoles blocked more than 20 percent of the Bulls’ 66 shots during the game.

He is one
of the most experienced players in the ACC
who has played in 102 career games and
started 91 career games. He has played in
91 of the 102 Florida State games and enters
his senior season tied for 12" in school
history with 91 career starts. He is looking
to become just the eighth player in school
history to start 100 or more career games.

1 Phil Cofer earned his first career
double-double at Pittsburgh (21 points and
11 rebounds) in his third career ACC road
game (Jan. 14, 2015). Cofer’s 21 points
ranks as his overall career and ACC-high
while his 11 rebounds against the Panthers
ranks as his ACC career high and his second
highest single game rebounding total.

1  Xavier Rathan-Mayes set the
Seminoles’ school record for freshmen in
scoring with 476 total points.

2 Freshman Phil Cofer ranked second on
the Seminoles in rebounding (4.5 rpg)
during the 2014-15 season while his 149
rebounds ranks as the fifth highest total by a
Seminole freshman.

2 In earning All-ACC  Honorable
Mention and AII-ACC Freshman Team
honors, Xavier Rathan-Mayes ranked second
among freshmen in scoring (behind only
Jahlil Okafor of Duke) and second in assists
(behind only Tyus Jones of Duke).

3 Under head coach Leonard Hamilton
since the start of the 2005-06 season, Florida
State is the third winningest overall program
in the ACC with 213 wins and is one of only
three teams that has won at least 60 percent
of its games.

3 Devon Bookert ranked third on the
Seminoles with two games of 20 points or
more and was the Seminoles’ leading scorer
in four different games — 23 against Duke
(Feb. 9, 2015), 22 against USF (Dec. 20,
2014), 16 at Mississippi State (Jan. 2, 2015)
and 18 vs. Boston College (Feb. 18, 2015).

3 Kiel Turpin finished third on the
Seminoles in blocked shots with 23,
including multiple blocked shots in seven
different games in his final season as a
Seminole. He blocked his season high of
three shots in the Seminoles’ victory over
Clemson (March 11) in the second round of
the ACC Tournament.

...He was 8 of 10 from the field;

...He was 6 of 8 from the 3-point line;

...He and his teammates brought Florida State from a 60-44 deficit (-16) to within two in the last 10 seconds;

...He scored 26 consecutive points (by himself) from the 4:38 mark (his 3-point shot made the score 62-47) and a four-
point play at the 1:30 mark made the score 73-70;

...He assisted on a Robbie Berwick 3-point shot at the 0:20 second mark to make the score 76-73;

...He then scored Florida State’s final four points of the game on three of four made free throws (he intentionally missed
the final shot with the score 79-77); ...He was called for his fourth foul of the game at the 2:51 mark and was substituted
in and out four times in the final 2:51. With four fouls and being substituted for on defense and offense he scored 16
points;

...He added two rebounds.

RATHAN-MAYES FRESHMAN RECORDS

Freshman Xavier Rathan-Mayes has already set two freshman records at Florida State: most points in a game by a
freshman (35 against North Carolina on Jan. 24 and 35 against Miami on February 25) and most assists in a game by a
freshman (11 against Virginia Tech Feb. 7).

COFER EARNS NO. 1 PLAY OF THE DAY ON ESPN

Freshman Phil Cofer earned the No. 1 Play of the Day on ESPN with his monstrous, seen and heard around the college
basketball world, dunk over ACC Player of the Year and No. 1 overall NBA Draft Choice Jahlil Okafor of Duke on
February 9, 2015 as the Seminoles played host the No. 5 ranked Blue Devils in Tallahassee... Said ESPN’s Shane
Battier: “This might be a SportsCenter Top 10 — Phil Cofer sending it in with authority over the big fella. This was a
fantastic baseline attack by Cofer. One way to attack a shot blocker is to go right through his chest and that’s what he
(Cofer) did right there. Very impressive, athletic play by Phil Cofer.”

COFER AMONG ACC FRESHMEN LEADERS

Freshman forward Phil Cofer finished his first season as a Seminole ranked among the ACC freshmen leaders in scoring
(14™) and rebounding (eighth) and was one of only 12 freshmen in the ACC to rank in the top 15 in both scoring and
rebounding. He also finished 11" in the ACC among freshman in blocked shots and 15" in field goal shooting
percentage.

COFER AMONG ALL-TIME SEMINOLE FRESHMEN

Phil Cofer’s 149 rebounds during his first season at Florida State ranks as the fifth highest total by a Seminole freshman.
In addition his 67 free throws and 106 free throw attempts during the 2014-15 season ranks as the sixth highest totals by
a Florida State freshmen in school history.

BOOKERT LOOKS TO MOVE INTO TOP-25 FOR SINGLE SEASON

Junior Devon Bookert led the Seminoles with a single-season career-high 53 3-point shots made during the 2014-15
season. He is ranked ninth in the ACC in 3-point field goal made (53) and 10" in the ACC in 3-point field goals made
per game (1.9). His 53 made 3-point shots are a personal single-season career high as is his 1.9 3-point field goals made
per game average as he continues to rank as one of the top long range shooters in school history.

BOOKER RANKS FOURTH IN SCHOOL HISTORY FROM DISTANCE

Junior Devon Booker, who made a single-season career-high 53 3-point field goals in 2014-15, completed his junior
season ranked fourth in in school history with a career 3-point field goal shooting mark of .433. He is looking to become
one of only six players in school history to shoot 40 percent or better from the 3-point line for his career.

BOOKERT NAMED MVP AT ORANGE BOWL CLASSIC IN SUNRISE

Junior Devon Bookert was named the Most Valuable Player of the Seminoles’ 75-62 win over USF in the Orange Bowl
Classic in Sunrise, Fla., on December 20. Bookert scored his career-high of 22 points, tied his career-high with four 3-
point field goals made, was a perfect six of six from the free throw line, pulled down four rebounds and was credited
with three assists in 38 minutes of playing time. He scored 15 points in the first half to stake the Seminoles to a 34-28
halftime lead — a lead they did not relinquish in the second half. Bookert made a dagger of a 3-point shot with 4:36
remaining in the game to give the Seminoles a commanding 65-51 lead.

BRANDON ENJOYS A CAREER SEASON

Junior Montay Brandon averaged a career-high 11.8 points (second on the team), a career-high 5.5 rebounds (first), a
career-high 1.9 assists (third) and a career-high 1.1 steals (first) while shooting a career-high .541 from the field and a
career-high .672 from the free throw line. He was the only Seminole who started all 33 games during the 2014-15 season
marking the second consecutive he had started every game. Brandon established career-highs for minutes played
(1,142), minutes played per game (34.6), field goals made (133), field goals attempted (246), free throws made (117),
free throws attempted (174), free throw percentage (.672), defensive rebounds (134), total rebounds (183), rebounds per
game (5.5), assists (63), steals (36), points scored (388) and points scored per game (11.8 ppg). He was the Seminoles’
leader who led the team in eight different statistical categories and who was the glue who held the Seminoles together
throughout the season.

BOJANOVSKY’S BLOCKED SHOTS
Junior Boris Bojanovsky closed the 2014-15 season tied for sixth in school history with 136 career blocked shots. He
ranked seventh in the ACC with a 1.3 blocked shots per game average as a junior.

Junior Boris Bojanovsky ranked seventh in the ACC with his 1.3 blocked shots per game and ranked fourth
in the ACC in blocked shots in conference games with 30 blocks in 18 ACC games for a 1.7 blocked shots
per game average during the 2014-15 season. He blocked his junior season high of four shots at Syracuse
(Jan. 11) and in the Seminoles” double-overtime victory over Wake Forest (Jan. 28). Bojanovsky blocked
three shots at Pitt (Jan. 14), in a victory at Georgia Tech (Feb. 14) and against NCAA Tournament
participant Louisville (Feb. 28) with multiple blocked shots coming 13 times as a junior, including 10 times
against ACC opponents.

TURPIN CLOSES CAREER RANKED AMONG SEMINOLES’ TOP 25 IN TWO CATEGORIES

Kiel Turpin closed his career ranked in the top 25 for two career statistical categories at Florida State — he
finished tied for 19" in career field goal shooting percentage (.534) and tied for 23 in career blocked shots
(66). He played 67 games as a Seminole during his four-year career in Tallahassee and was only the
second six-year player in the history of the Florida State basketball program.

BERWICK AMONG SEMINOLES’ LEADING 3-POINT SHOOTERS

Freshman Robbie Berwick finished his first collegiate season as Florida State’s third leading 3-point
shooter with 19 made shots from the bonusphere. He was one of only three Seminoles with double digit 3-
point shots made during the 2014-15 season. Berwick was also third on the team with 63 3-point shots
attempted and a .302 shooting mark from long range.

0OJO A MAINSTAY IN SEMINOLES’ LINE-UP

Junior Michael Ojo played in all 33 games while starting a career-high 21 games including a career-high 16
starting assignments in the Seminoles’ 18 ACC games during the 2014-15 season. He established his
career-high for games started (21) and tied his career-high for steals (five). In starting his career-high of 21
games, he was one of only five Seminoles who started at least 21 games during the season and started every
game for the Seminoles from Nov. 17 against North Florida through the Seminoles’ game against
Louisville on Feb. 28. Ojo has played in 53 of 54 career ACC games entering his senior season including
45 straight — a consecutive games streak that began on February 9, 2014 against Wake Forest.

SMITH ENJOYS BEST SEASON AS A SEMINOLE

Sophomore Jarquez Smith averaged a career-high 6.2 points (fifth on the team), a career-high 2.9 rebounds
(sixth), and 1.1 blocks (second) while shooting a career-high .503 from the field (fifth) and a career-high
.750 from the free throw line (second). He played in all 33 games and started his career-high of nine as a
sophomore. Smith’s first career start came in the 2014-15 season opener against Manhattan and he was a
starter in each of the Seminoles’ first nine games of the season. Smith started the first ACC game of his
career at Notre Dame on December 13, 2014. He established career-highs for games started (nine), minutes
played (586), field goal shooting percentage (.503, 3-point field goals made (eight), 3-point field goal
shooting percentage (.358), free throws made (45), free throw shooting percentage (.750), points scored
(203), points scored per game (6.2), rebounds per game (2.9), assists (13), blocked shots (35) and steals
(eight) as he enjoyed the best year of his first two seasons at Florida State.

GREENSBORO, N.C. — Malcolm Brogdon scored all 10 of
his points in the final nine minutes of Virginia’'s 58-44 victory
over Florida State in an Atlantic Coast Conference Tourna-
ment quarterfinal game. Mike Tobey and Evan Nolte had 11
points apiece, with Nolte making three 3-pointers, for the top-
seeded and defending tournament champion Cavaliers. The
Cavaliers never trailed, led by 17 and shot 47.5 percent in
earning a return trip to the semifinals. Xavier Rathan-Mayes
had 13 points to lead the ninth-seeded Seminoles who hit
just one field goal during the final seven minutes and were
denied their third semifinal appearance since 2009. Florida
State twice made it a five-point game in the second half, the
last coming on Rathan-Mayes’ layup with just over seven
minutes remaining. Tobey countered with a dunk two pos-
sessions later, and at the other end Florida State’s Montay
Brandon was called for an offensive foul. Brogdon hit both
free throws to put the Cavaliers up 48-39 with 5:29 remain-
ing. He then added two more free throws before his jumper
with about 2 1/2 minutes remaining put Virginia back up by
double figures at 52-42.
