Methodological notes 

General government budget 

Since October 1995, the budget 
revenue and expenditure has been compiled 
according to the International Monetary Fund 
standard classifications. 

The Mongolian General government 
budget revenue and expenditure consists of 
the central and local budget revenue and 
expenditure. 

The Ministry of Finance collect and 
aggregate the General government budget 
revenue and expenditure data from it’s 
department and offices that are under the 
jurisdiction of the ministry and forward the 
data to the National Statistical Office (NSO). 

State budget revenue and 
expenditure includes revenue and 
expenditure of Government Special funds for 
Pension, Social Security, Roads, and 
Privatization. 

Money, loan, stock market 

Currency in circulation includes the 
population and commercial banks cash and 
currency outside the banks. 

Money M1 includes public and private 
sector's bank account currency, population 
demand deposits and currency outside the 
banks. 

Money M2 is a sum of money M1 and 
Quasi money. Quasi money consists of the 
time saving deposits of individuals and 
enterprises as wellas foreign currency 
deposits.

An active stock in a particular month 
is considered as the stock of companies with 
predominated trading. 

Prices

Gross domestic product 

The primary data sources for Gross 
Domestic Product (GDP) is the estimates of 
annual value added of different economic 
activities. These estimates are based on data 
collected from establishments, organizations, 
by official statistics. 

From 1995 GDP estimation has 
revised by the ISIC. 

Gross Domestic Product is a sum of 
value added produced by all domestic and 
foreign units resident in the economy or sum 
of final products during one year period. 

Value added is a total output less 
intermediate consumption. 

Business Register 

Business Register Database has now 
been under construction for number of years 
and is based on the results of the Census of 
Establishments, which was held in 1998. The 
Business database is currently updated on 
regular basis from National General Taxation 
Department data files as well as other

The value of total industrial sale is 
value of sales, completed work and services 
of business entities during the particular 
period. 

The growth of the industrial production 
was estimated on the basis of constant price 
of 2000  for the main commodities. 

Data on production of the main 
industrial commodities shows a physical 
quantity of the particular produced goods. 

Labour 

The employment is the number of 
employees of the particular economic sector 
at the end of the month. According to the 
International standard methodology 
unemployed persons are those segments of 
the population in the working age who are

The infant mortality rate (infants under 
age one year  per 1000 live births) is 
estimated as a ratio of the number of deaths 
of infants under 1 year  to the number of alive 
births during a particular period of time. 

Crime 

The Crime indicators have been 
innovated and enriched in connection with 
change of Criminal Law. 

- Indicators like crime against human 
life, health, crime to cause others to commit 
suicide, violent crime such as attempted and 
negligent murder are being compiled in the 
bulletin; 

- Rape crime was included to the 
crime against children, family and social 
morality; 

- Crime against ownership right 
includes theft of property, robbery, snatch 
away others property, deceiving to obtain 
others property, illegally misuse others 
property and wasting; 

- Arson was included to crime against 
environmental protection. 

- Indecent assault was added to crime 
against social safety. 

The number of committed offences per 
10000 population aged 18 and over is a 
quotient of the number of crimes and number 
of people aged 18 and over at the beginning 
of the year.

General Government budget 

For the preliminary result of 2006, total 
revenue and grants of General Government 
budget amounted to 1353.2 bln.togrogs and 
total expenditure and net lending 1228.7 
bln.togrogs. The General Government 
budget overall balance was a surplus 124.5 
bln.togrogs. 

Current revenue of General 
Government amounted to 1346.8 bln.togrogs 
and current expenditure 978.5 bln.togrogs. 
The budget current balance was a surplus 
368.4 bln.togrogs. 

Compared to 2005, tax revenue 
increased by 62.6 percent or 433.4 
bln.togrogs, taxes on foreign trade increased 
by 25.3 percent or 14.4 bln.togrogs, value 
added tax increased by 31.0 percent or 56.1 
bln.togrogs and  excise tax increased by 26.8 
percent or 21.2 bln.togrogs, respectively. 

The shares of current expenditure and 
capital expenditure in the total expenditure 
and net lending amounted  to 79.6 percent 
and 14.4  percent, which increased by 1.1 
points and 2.7 points compared to 2005, 
respectively. But the share of net lending in 
the total expenditure and net lending 
amounted to 5.9 percent, which decreased 
by 3.8 points compared to 2005.

External trade 

For the preliminary estimates of 2006, 
total external trade turnover equaled 3018.0 
mln. US dollars, of which exports 1528.8 mln. 
US dollars and imports 1489.2 mln. US 
dollars. Total external trade balance turned 
a surplus of 39.6 mln. US dollars. This 
surplus provided  by increasing  of  copper 
market price and  volume of creezy 
cashmere,  T- shirts and singlets, knitted or 
crocheheted. As compared with 2005, total 
external trade turnover increased by 34.2 
percent,  exports by 43.6  percent and  imports 
by 25.7 percent  respectively. 

As compared with the 2005, mineral 
products exports increased by 432.5 mln.US 
dollars,  textiles and textile articles by 52.2 
mln. US dollars and raw and processed 
hides, skins, fur and articles thereof exports 
by 11.3 mln. US dollars, which are reflected 
the increase of total exports. Whereas, natural 
or cultured pearls, precious metal, jewellery 
exports decreased by 61.4 mln.

Mineral products import comprises 
93.2 percent of the total export  and it has 
been influenced by the growth on some 
export products, such as copper concentrate 
export increased by 308.9 mln US dollar, Zinc 
concentrate export by 80.9 mln US dollar, 
Fluor spar concentrate export by 9.9 mln US 
dollar. 

In 2005, natural or cultured pearls, 
precious metal, jewellery export comprises 
31.1 percent of the total. But it has been 
decreased by 13.5 point  compared with 2006 
and it comprises 17.7 percent of the total. 
It has influenced by the decrease of the 
volume of gold, unwrought or in 
semi-manufactured forms  by   35.4 percent 
or 8.4 ton. 

In 2006, sheep and goat skin export 
is strictly decreased but sheep or lamb skin 
leather  export icreased by 35.8 percent, goat 
and kid skin leather  increased by 2.9 times. 
Also combed goat down export increased by 
50.5 percent and greezy cashmere  export 
by 4.7 times. 

The volume of copper concentrate 
exports increased by 2.1 percent and  their 
value in US dollars increased by 94.7 
percent, compared with 2005.

Gross Domestic Product 

For the 2006, Gross Domestic Product 
was 3172.4 bln.togrogs at current prices.

The GDP at 2000 constant prices has 
reached to 1459.0 bln.togrogs, which is 
increased by 8.4 percent or 112.9 bln.togrogs 
compared to 2005. 

The GDP growth of 2006 was 8.4 
percent, which are ensured by growth of 
agriculture sector (2.0 point), by industry 
sector (2.0 point) and by service sector (4.4 
point) respectively. 

Industry 

In 2006, the total industrial output was 
889.0 bln.togrogs at the constant prices 2000, 
that was more by 73.9 bln.togrogs or 9.1 
percent compared with the 2005.

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Business Register 

Business Register Database has now 
been under construction for number of years 
and is based on the results of the Census of 
Establishments, which was held in 1998. The 
Business database is currently updated on 
regular basis from National General Taxation 
Department data files as well as other 
registering organizations. 

This Chapter is prepared based on 
Business register data of the Establishment 
and self-employed enterprise census 2006. 

By the end of December, 2006 
Business Register Database has registered 
48.9 thous.legal units, of which 30.8 
thous.units or 63.0 percent were operating on 
the active basis. Among all active enterprises 
80.6 percent of legal units employ 1-9 
employees and 8.8 percent of them 10-19 
employees. These legal units hold 89.4 
percent of the total figure. 

Compared with 2005, number of 
enterprises engaged with transportation 
communication and mining sector has been 
increased by 1.7, number of enterprises 
engaged with construction sector has been 
increased by 1.8 percent. Compared with 
2005, the number of establishment hired 1-9 
workers has been increased by 1.4 percent, 
establishment hired 10-19 workers has been 
increased by 1.3 percent. 

Domestic trade 

For the preliminary estimates  of 2006, 
the total sales of wholesale and retail trade 
entities was 823.1 bln. togrogs and it  was 
increased by 126.3 bln. togrogs or 
18.1percent   compared with 2005.

Investment and Construction 

At the end of the year 2006, in total 
197.6 bln.togrogs construction installation 
work was carried out, of which domestic 
construction entities contributed to value 84.4 
percent or 166.7 bln.togrogs and foreign 
construction units  of  15.6  percent or 30.9 
bln.togrogs. 

In 2006, 113 residential building and 
104 other purpose building are put into 
operation by domestic construction entities. 
This work increased by 6.6 percent  or 12.3

For the preliminary results of 2006, the 
total investment reached to 858.2 billion 
togrog and increased by 61.0 billion togrog 
or 7.7 percent, compared with 2005 year.

Agriculture 

Livestock.  According to the results 
of the 2006 livestock census 34.8 mln. 
livestock was counted, of which 0.3 
òln.camel, 2.1 mln.horse, 2.2 mln.cattle, 14.8 
mln.sheeps and 15.5  mln.goat. 

In 2006 first time was counted record 
number of total livestock and goat since 1924, 
when the NSO has started conducting of 
livestock census by unified methodology. 

The total number of livestock 
increased by  14.5 percent or 4.4  mln.heads 
compared with the 2005, of which horse by 
85.7 thous.,  cattle by 204.2 thous.,sheep by 
1.9 mln, goat by 2.2 mln., but camel decreased 
by 0.7  thous. 

Share of goat in total number of 
livestock is 44.4 percent, of sheep 42.6 
percent, of cattle 6.2 percent, horse 6.1 
percent and of camel is 0.4 percent 
respectively. Compared with the previous 
year share of sheep and goat was increased 
while for camel, horse and cattle it was 
decreased. 

In 2006, the number of livestock 
increased by 3.1-30.3 percent or 14.4-469.2 
thous.heads in àll aimags except Dornogovi 
aimag. 

First five aimags by number of total

Population 

As of the preliminary results of 2006, 
total population of Mongolia was a 2 million 
594.1 thousand by natural increase. This is 
an increase by 1.2 percent since 2005. 

By data sources of National Center for 
Health Development Ministry of Health, at the 
end of the 2006, births per 1000 population 
was 18.3, mortality per 1000 population was 
6.0 and natural increase per 1000 population 
was 12.3. In 2006 compared with the 2005, 
fertility 0.7 point, natural increase 0.7 point 
increased per 1000 population respectively. 
But mortality was same period of previous 
year. 

Births per 1000 population was higher 
than the national average in  Bayan-Ulgii, 
Uvs, Govisumber, Khovd, Govi-Altai, 
Ovorkhangai aimags and  Ulaanbaatar city 
by 0.3-5.3 points. This was equal with the 
national average Dornod and lower than the 
national average other aimags by 0.2-10.0 
points. 

Unemployment 

By annual employment data based on 
administrative records, the non-working 
population was to 260.0 thousand persons 
at the end of 2005. Of which excluding non- 
working population who are not seeking for 
job due to respected reason such as looking 
after children, caring for the old/sick family 
members, engaged in household duties and 
from specific husband’s/wife’s work 
approximate by 160.0 thousand persons 
were non-working persons as of other 
reasons. Of them 32.9 thousand persons 
registered with Departments of Labour and 
Social Welfare of the aimags/capital city as 
actively searching work, at the end of 2006. 
Number of registered unemployed was equal 
to number at the end of 2005.

Of whom 12.8 percent or 5.5 thousand 
persons entered in government and state- 
owned enterprises and remaining 87.2 
percent or 37.6 thousand persons in joint 
companies, cooperatives or other types of 
establishments. 

Education 

The decreased number of pupils and 
students in all educational instituutions, has 
influenced by the particular factors and 
activit ies, for instance, elimination of 
duplicated number of students, due to 
migration, uasge of new software to calculate 
the number of pupils enrolled in primary and 
secondary school and duplicated number of 
pupils in (primary and secondary schools) 
and the number of pupils and students in the 
informal educational sector. At the beginning 
of academic school year 2006-2007, number 
of students and pupils in educational 
institutions in all types reached (excluded 
students studying abroad and pupils studying 
in schools with evening classes) 804.4 
thousand and decreased by 1.6 thousand 
pupils and students compared with previous 
year. 

Sex ratio in all types of educational 
institutions was 52.5, in kindergartens 50.5 
in general educational schools 51.0, in 
technical and vocational schools 46.0 and in 
universities and colleges 60.5. 

Proportion of teachers and pupils in 
general educational schools 24.6, this 
indicator decreased in 2005-2006 academic 
year and reached 22.8 and decressed by 1.8 
point. Proportion of teachers and students in 
higher educational institutions,  universities 
and colleges reached 20.9 and increased by 
1.2 point compared to 2006-2007 school year. 

Number of graduates reached 131.1 
thousand students and pupils, increased by 
2.3 percent or by 3.0 thousand. From all
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graduates 100.4 percent or 76.6 thousand 
pupils graduated general educational 
schools, 18.0 percent or 23.6 thousand 
students  graduated universit ies and 
colleges.

The  number of general educational 
schools reached 742 and increased by 18 
schools. The number of general educational 
schools increased in 10 aimags /Arkhangai, 
Bayan-Ulgii, Bayankhongor, Bulgan, 
Govi-Altai, Zavkhan, Uvurkhangai, 
Darkhan-Uul, Orkhon, Khovd/, Ulaanbaatar 
city and decreased in 3 aimags /Dornod, 
Dundgovi, Uvs/. 

The number of kindergartens reached 
742 and increased by 13 kindergartens. 
There were increase in number of 
kindergartens in Arkhangai, Bayan-Ulgii, 
Bayankhongor,Dornogovi, Zavkhan, 
Uvurkhangai, Selenge, Tuv, Orkhon, 
Darkhan-Uul aimags by 1-8 units. 

Social insurance and social welfare 

At  the end of 2006, number of insurers 
was 552.8 thousand, 69.4 perñent insurers 
from total were employees of establishment 
and 30.6 persent insurers were government 
institutions’ employees. Through the social 
insurance fund, 157.7 bln.togrogs allocated 
for pension. 68.9 percent of total allocated 
pension was pension for elderly, 13.7 percent 
was pension for disabled persons, 11.0 
percent was pension for persons who lost 
foster and 6.4 percent was pension for 
military. 

At the end of 2006, allocated social 
welfare pension reached 161.3 thousand 
persons and allowance was 22.5 bln. 
togrogs. There has shown an increase in the 
number of persons who received social 
welfare services by 2.6 thousand persons or 
by 1.6 percent, in the increase pension and 
allowance by 4.2 bln. togrogs or by 23.0 
percent compared with the 2005. 

Law on General Social Welfare, Law 
on Social Security for the Elderly and the Law 
on Social Security for People with Disabilities 
were updated and followed beginning with 
1st July, 2006. Due to the Law updated   twin 
child  allowance and orphan child allowances 
are canceled.

standards and poverty indicators.  Moreover 
the type of household consumption and 
expenditure was collected in accordance with 
international classification as “COICOP”. A 
total of 8356 households were surveyed for 
the first 9 months of 2006 in Ulaanbaatar city 
and 21 aimags.As the result of 2002-2003, 
HIES and living standards measurement 
survey, head count index (poverty line) was 
36.1 percent. But as of first 9 months 2006, 
by the result of HIES 32.6 percent of the total 
population live below the poverty line. In other 
words, 33 individuals per 100 population are 
lack of purchasing power for foodstuff 
consumption and non-foodstuff consumption.

percent and crime against administrative rule

percent. 

Decreases were recorded in crime 
against child, family and social mortality 2.6 
percent, crime against ownership right 0.6 
percent (of which , theft of property 0.4 
percent, fraud 1.3 percent, forgery  8.1 
percent, robber 22.1 percent) negligent 
murder 6.2 percent,  crime against political 
and other rights and freedom of individuals 
7.4 percent, occupational related crime 8.9 
percent, crime against economic entity 15.5 
percent, crime against military service 17.1 
percent, crime against judicial procedure 39.8 
percent, crime against national safety 43.0 
percent and crime against human freedom, 
rights and reputation 43.3 percent.
