
 
FLORIDA STATE PLAYS IN NINTH CONSECUTIVE POSTSEASON TOURNAMENT 

SEMINOLES ADVANCE TO FINAL FOUR OF NIT 
THOMAS EARNS ALL-ACC HONORABLE MENTION HONORS  

 
FLORIDA STATE PLAYS IN NINTH CONSECUTIVE POST-SEASON TOURNAMENT 
Florida State finished with a 22-14 overall record, played in its school record ninth consecutive postseason 
tournament, advanced to the Final Four of the NIT, finished in third place in the Puerto Rico Tip-Off, advanced 
to the quarterfinals of the ACC Tournament for the eighth consecutive season, finished in a tie for seventh place 
in the ACC standings with a 9-9 record, defeated two nationally ranked teams and had a player earn All-ACC 
Honors for the school record ninth consecutive season as it played one of the nation’s toughest schedules and 
finished the season as one of the top teams in the nation in head coach Leonard Hamilton’s 12th season in 
Tallahassee.   
 
SEMINOLES CONTINUE TO RANK AMONG ACC’S TOP TEAMS 
Florida State won 22 games and continued its ranking as one of the top three winningest programs in the ACC 
since the start of the 2005-06 season.  The Seminoles have won 196 games in the last nine season (21.7 wins 
per season) and rank behind only Duke and North Carolina in total and ACC wins since finishing with a record 
of 20-10 during the 2005-06 season.  The Seminoles have won at least 20 games in seven of the last nine years 
including five of the last six seasons dating to the 2008-09 season when Florida State won 25 games, played in 
the ACC Tournament Championship game for the first time in school history and played in the first of a school 
record four consecutive NCAA Tournaments. 
 
SINCE THE 2005-06 SEASON, FLORIDA STATE IS… 
…The third winningest program in the ACC (196 overall wins) behind only Duke (256 overall wins) and North 
Carolina (250 overall wins);  
…The third winningest team in the ACC in ACC games only (61) and has won more than 60 percent of their 
conference games since the start of the 2005-06 conference season. Florida State is joined by only Duke (.770 
winning percentage) and North Carolina (.710 winning percentage) as ACC teams who have won at least 60 
percent of its ACC games in the last nine seasons;  
…One of only three teams in the ACC that averages at least 21 wins or more per season and is one of only five 
teams in the ACC that averages 20 wins or more per season.  Duke averages 28.4 wins per season, North 
Carolina averages 27.7 wins per season and Florida State averages 21.7 wins per season while Maryland and 
Clemson average 20.6 wins per season in the most recent span of nine years in ACC play;  
…One of only three teams that has won at least 20 games in a season at least seven times.  Duke has won at 
least 20 games in each of the last nine seasons and North Carolina has won at least 20 games in eight seasons 
while Florida State has reached 20 wins seven times since the start of the 2005-06 season;  
…One of only five teams that has won the ACC Championship.  Florida State won its first ACC title in 2012.  
Only four other teams -- Duke (2006, 2009, 2010, 2011) North Carolina (2007, 2008), Miami (2013) and 
Virginia (2014) have won at least one ACC Championship in the last nine seasons;  
 
FLORIDA STATE MAKES NINTH CONSECUTIVE POSTSEASON APPEARANCE 
The Seminoles’ participation in the 2014 NIT marked the school-record ninth consecutive postseason 
appearance for the Seminoles – all under Head Coach Leonard Hamilton.  The Seminoles have appeared in the 
NIT in six seasons under Hamilton (2004, 2006, 2007, 2008, 2013 and 2014) and made a school-record four 
consecutive NCAA Tournament appearances from 2009-2012.  With its appearance in the 2014 NIT, Florida 
State has made 23 postseason appearances with nine coming under the direction of Hamilton – the most of any 
coach in Florida State basketball history.   
 
FLORIDA STATE WON 22 GAMES IN 2013-14 
Florida State finished the 2013-14 season with 22 victories.  The Seminoles have won at least 22 wins in a 
season six times under head coach Leonard Hamilton.  Prior to Hamilton’s arrival in Tallahassee for the 2002-
03 season, Florida State had won at least 22 games only eight times in the history of the program.  Hamilton 
currently holds the school record for seasons by a coach with at least 22 wins with six.   
 
SEMINOLES’ THOMAS NAMED ALL-ACC HONORABLE MENTION 
Sophomore Aaron Thomas, who averaged a career-high 14.6 points per game as a sophomore, earned All-ACC 
Honorable Mention honors as voted on by the Atlantic Coast Sports Media Association.  It marks the ninth 
consecutive season and 11th time in the 12 seasons under head coach Leonard Hamilton that the Seminoles have 
had at least one player earn All-ACC Honors.  Thomas finished the season ranked 11th in the ACC in scoring 
with 522 points.   
 
WHITE NAMED TO ALL-ACC DEFENSIVE TEAM BY ACC COACHES 
Senior Okaro White, who averaged 1.1 blocked shots and 0.8 steals as a senior, was named to the All-ACC 
Defensive Team by the 15 ACC coaches.  White earned 18 blocked shots in 18 ACC games as he became only 
the 13th player in school history with 100 or more career blocked shots against Maryland on March 13 in the 
ACC Tournament.  White was the anchor of Florida State’s defensive effort which has been ranked among the 
best in the ACC and nation throughout the season.  The Seminoles finished the season ranked second in the 
ACC in blocked shots, third in the ACC in field goal percentage defense and sixth in steals and scoring defense. 
 
MILLER NAMED SIXTH MAN OF THE YEAR BY COLLEGEHOOPSDAILY.COM 
Senior Ian Miller, who scored a career-high 453 points as a senior, was named the ACC’s Sixth Man of The 
Year by CollegeHoopsDaily.com.

FLORIDA STATE’S WIN TOTAL IN THE LAST NINE YEARS 
Florida State is the third winningest program in the ACC in the last nine years (since the start of the 2005-06 season) in 
total games played with 196 wins.  The Seminoles average 21.7 wins per season with records of 20-10 (2005-06), 22-13 
(2006-07), 19-15 (2007-08), 25-10 (2008-09), 22-10 (2009-10), 23-11 (2010-11), 25-10 (2011-12), 18-16 (2012-13) and 
22-14 (2013-14).

FLORIDA STATE IN ACC PLAY IN THE LAST SIX SEASONS 
In the last six seasons (through the 2014 regular season), Florida State is 61-39 (.610 winning percentage) and has 
finished in third place in the league standings three times in regular season ACC play.  The Seminoles average 10.1 ACC 
regular season wins per season and have finished in the top four of the ACC standings four times in the last six seasons.  
Florida State is third in the ACC in conference wins with 62 and third in winning percentage at .614.

WHITE SURPASSED 1,000 CAREER POINTS 
Senior Okaro White scored nine points against Florida on November 29, 2013 to surpass the 1,000 career point mark.  
He became the 43rd player in school history to reach the 1,000 career point plateau and finished his career ranked tied for 
16th in scoring in Florida State history with 1,402 career points.  White finished his four year career as one of only 17 
players in school history to score at least 1,400 career points.   
 
OKARO WHITE IN FLORIDA STATE’S RECORD BOOK… 
…He finished his career with 1,402 career points -- tied for the 16th highest scoring total in school history;  
…He finished his career with .799 career free throw shooting percentage- the 9th highest free throw shooting percentage 
in school history;  
…He finished his career with 401 career free throws made -- the 10th highest total in school history;   
…He finished his career with 107 career blocked shots -- the 10th highest blocked shots total in school history.  
 
MILLER NAMED SIXTH MAN OF THE YEAR IN VOTE BY THE LEAGUES HEAD COACHES 
Senior Ian Miller, who was Florida State’s second leading scorer coming off the bench in 24 of 31 games, was named the 
ACC’s Sixth Man of the Year in a vote by the league’s 15 head coaches.  Miller came off the Seminoles’ bench in his 
first 23 games of the season before being inserted into the starting line-up and finished the season ranked 16th in the ACC 
in scoring (13.7) and third in the ACC in free throw percentage (.873).   
 
MILLER NAMED TO ALL-TOURNAMENT TEAM AT PUERTO RICO TIP-OFF 
Florida State’s Ian Miller, who averaged 15.7 points, 4.3 rebounds, 3.0 assists and 2.7 steals in leading the Seminoles to a 
2-1 record and a third place finish at the Puerto Rico Tip-Off, was named to the PRTO All-Tournament team.  It was the 
first All-Tournament team honor of his career.  Miller led Florida State to victories over No. 10 VCU and Northeastern 
and to a near victory over No. 13 Michigan.  In the Seminoles’ three games in Puerto Rico, Miller scored 22 points in the 
victory over VCU, totaled 19 points on four made 3-point shots against Michigan and earned a career-high six steals in 
Florida State’s victory over Northeastern.  Miller was a perfect 11 of 11 from the free throw line in the three game 
tournament.   
 
MILLER FINISHES AMONG MOST ACCURATE 3-POINT SHOOTERS IN SCHOOL HISTORY 
Ian Miller completed his four-year career ranked ninth in school history with 146 career 3-point field goals made, ninth 
in school history with 409 career 3-point field goals attempted and ranked 21st in school history with a career 3-point 
field goal shooting mark of .357.  He earned four varsity letters and is one of only nine players in school history to make 
145 or more career 3-point shots and one of only nine Seminole players to attempt 400 or more 3-point shots.  He 
averaged 1.4 made 3-point field goals during his 108-game career.   
 
MILLER FINISHES CAREER RANKED SIXTH IN FREE THROW SHOOTING PERCENTAGE 
Ian Miller finished his career with a .806 free throw shooting mark and as one of only six players in school history to 
earn a career free throw shooting percentage of 80 percent or better.  His .873 free throw shooting percentage as a senior 
(96 of 110) ranks as the third highest free throw shooting percentage for a single season in school history.

FLORIDA STATE WITH TWO WINS OVER RANKED TEAMS 
Florida State earned two wins over nationally ranked teams with victories over No. 10 VCU (85-67, November 21, 2013) 
and No. 20 UMass (60-55, December 21, 2013) during the 2013-14 season.   
 
FLORIDA STATE AGAINST RANKED TEAMS UNDER HAMILTON 
Florida State has 29 wins over nationally ranked teams during the first 12 years of the Leonard Hamilton era in 
Tallahassee. Included in those wins are six wins over nationally ranked Duke teams including two when the Blue Devils 
were ranked No. 1 in the country at the time (March 1, 2006, 79-74 and Jan. 12, 2011, 66-61).   Florida State has 
defeated four top five and six top 10 ranked Duke teams under Hamilton with three of the Seminoles’ four all-time 
victories over the nation’s No. 1 ranked team coming against Duke. 
 
FLORIDA STATE AGAINST NCAA AND NIT TEAMS 
Florida State played 19 games against teams who played in either the NCAA Tournament (12) or the NIT (7) and earned 
wins over VCU (NCAA), UMass (NCAA), Pitt (NCAA), Clemson (NIT), Florida Gulf Coast (NIT), Georgetown (NIT) 
and Louisiana Tech (NIT) during the 2013-14 season.   
 
FLORIDA STATE PLAYS IN QUARTERFINALS OF ACC TOURNAMENT 
Florida State played in the quarterfinal round of the 2014 ACC Tournament – the eighth consecutive year the Seminoles 
have advanced at least as far as the quarterfinals of the event.  The Seminoles are the only team in the ACC who has 
advanced as far as the quarterfinals at each tournament since 2006.  (Duke did not play in the 2007 quarterfinals after a 
first round lost to NC State and North Carolina lost in the first round of the 2010 ACC Tournament to Georgia Tech).   
 
THOMAS NAMED ACC PLAYER OF THE WEEK 
Sophomore guard Aaron Thomas, who averaged 22.0 points, 5.5 rebounds and 1.5 assists while shooting .600 from the 
field and the 3-point line and .917 from the free throw line in leading the Seminoles to wins over Charlotte and UMass, 
was named the ACC Player of the Week as announced by the league office on December 23, 2013.  Thomas scored his 
career high of 26 points and pulled down seven rebounds in Florida State's 106-62 win over Charlotte and totaled 18 
points and four rebounds in the Seminoles' neutral court win over UMass in the Orange Bowl Classic. Thomas scored 44 
points in 54 minutes played during the two wins including his career-high of 26 points in only 22 minutes played against 
Charlotte. He was named the Most Valuable Player of the Seminoles' victory over UMass in the Orange Bowl Classic.  
 
FLORIDA STATE'S MVPS  
Senior Ian Miller was named to the All-Tournament team at the Puerto Rico Tip-Off and sophomore Aaron Thomas was 
named the Most Valuable Player of the Seminoles' win over UMass at the Orange Bowl Classic.  
 
FLORIDA STATE’S DEFENSIVE RANKINGS UNDER LEONARD HAMILTON 
Florida State, the third winningest team in the ACC in the last nine seasons and the 2012 ACC Champions, have built a 
tradition of suffocating defense under head coach Leonard Hamilton.  In four consecutive seasons in which the 
Seminoles played in the NCAA Tournament (2009-12), the Seminoles did not rank lower than ninth nationally in field 
goal percentage defense, not lower than 11th nationally in blocked shots and not lower than 67th in steals.

FLORIDA STATE FINISHES FIRST IN ACC IN FIELD GOAL SHOOTING PERCENTAGE 
Florida State led the ACC in field goal percentage shooting with a .466 mark – its best shooting mark since the 2006-07 
season when it shot .481 from the field.  It marked the first time in school history that the Seminoles led the ACC in the 
field goal shooting percentage category.

2 Ian Miller wrote his name into 
Seminole lore with two game-winning 
buzzer beating baskets during his career – 
one at Virginia (March 1, 2012) during his 
sophomore season and one at home against 
Notre Dame (January 21, 2014) during his 
senior season.   
 
2 Marquez White became the second 
player in school history to play in a college 
football national championship game and in 
the ACC Basketball Tournament in the same 
year.  The great Charlie Ward quarterbacked 
Florida State past Nebraska in the 1993 
National Championship game and scored 10 
points and pulled down four rebounds 
against North Carolina in the ACC 
Basketball Tournament on March 11, 1994. 
 
4 Florida State finished fourth in the 
ACC in the free throw shooting percentage 
category and had three players finish in the 
top 10 of the individual free throw shooting 
category – Ian Miller (third, .873), Aaron 
Thomas (eighth, .808) and Okaro White 
(10th, .798).   
 
4 Boris Bojanovsky ranked fourth in 
blocked shots in the ACC with a 1.9 bpg 
average during the 2013-14 season.  It 
marked the sixth consecutive season at least 
one Seminole had finished in the top 10 of 
the blocked shots category in the ACC.   
 
6 Florida State, which finished sixth in 
the ACC in scoring offense had three players 
finish in the top 20 of the individual scoring 
race in the ACC – Aaron Thomas (11th; 14.5 
ppg) Ian Miller (16th, 13.7 ppg) and Okaro 
White (17th, 13.6 ppg).

FLORIDA STATE’S SHOOTING AND THE ACC STATISTICS 
Florida State finished the 2013-14 season ranked FIRST in the ACC in field goal shooting percentage (.466), SECOND 
in the ACC in 3-point shooting (.380) and FOURTH in the ACC in free throw shooting percentage (.722).  The 
Seminoles and Duke were the ONLY teams ranked in the top five of the ACC statistics in the three shooting categories.   
 
FLORIDA STATE LIMITS CLEMSON TO 41 POINTS 
Florida State allowed a school record low in an ACC game 41 points to Clemson in its 56-41 win over the Tigers on Jan. 
9, 2014.  It was the fewest points the Seminoles’ defense had allowed since a 60-38 win over Hartford on Dec. 5, 2010.   
 
FLORIDA STATE ESTABLISHES SCHOOL RECORD FOR 3-POINT SHOTS MADE IN AN ACC GAME 
Led by Ian Miller’s career-best six 3-point field goals made, the Seminoles made a school record for ACC games 16 3-
point shots in its 85-61 win over Maryland on January 12, 2104.  The Seminoles were 10 of 15 (.667 percent) from long 
range in the first half and six of nine in the second half (.667 percent).  Miller made a career-high six 3-point shots – he 
was one of six different players who made at least one 3-point shot during the game.  The Seminoles’ 16 3-point shots 
made against Maryland ranks as the third highest single game total in school history and were the most made in a game 
by an ACC team during the 2013-14 season.

Led by four made 3-point shots by Ian Miller and multiple 3-point shots made by three other Seminoles, Florida State 
made .688 of their 3-point shots in its victory over Georgetown in the second round of the NIT on March 24.  The 
Seminoles shot .615 (8 of 13) in the first half and were a perfect 1.000 (three of three) from the bonusphere in the second 
half.

SEMINOLES TOP CENTURY MARK FOR FIRST TIME SINCE 2005 AGAINST CHARLOTTE 
Florida State defeated Charlotte, 106-62, on December 17, 2013 in Tallahassee to mark the first time the Seminoles had 
scored 100 or more points in a regular season game since a 108-73 win over Campbell on December 22, 2005.  The 
49ers, who won the 2013 Puerto Rico Tip-Off with victories over Kansas State, Northeastern and No. 13/15 Michigan in 
the championship game of the tournament, entered the game allowing an average of 69.8 points in their first nine games 
of the season.  The Seminoles exceeded that average by nearly 40 points.   
 
FLORIDA STATE RECORDS FIVE DOUBLE FIGURE ACC WINS IN 2013-14 
Florida State defeated Virginia Tech, 70-50 (+20 points) on February 5, 2014 in Tallahassee to mark its fourth double 
digit ACC victory of the season.  The Seminoles defeated Maryland (+24), Virginia Tech (+20), Clemson (+15) and 
Miami (+10) by 10 or more points during the 2013-14 season to mark their most double digit ACC wins in a single 
season since they totaled five during the 2010-11 ACC season and finished in third place in the ACC with an 11-5 
record.  The Seminoles advanced to the Sweet 16 of the NCAA Tournament that season.

WHITE SETS SCHOOL RECORD 
Senior Okaro White played in his school record 139th game against Minnesota in the semifinals of the NIT.  He set the 
school record of 137 career games played against Georgetown when he broke the Florida State record of 136 games held 
by former teammate Luke Loucks (2009-12).  Coincidently, White and Loucks were teammates at Florida State (for two 
seasons, 2010-11 and 2011-12), helped the Seminoles win an ACC Championship and were teammates at Clearwater 
High School in Clearwater, Fla. in 2008 and 2009. 
 
FLORIDA STATE WITH 10 BUZZER BEATERS IN THREE YEARS 
Florida State continued its recent tradition of hitting buzzer beating, game-winning shots with three during the 2013-14 
season.  Boris Bojanovsky hit the third of the season in the ACC Tournament with a dunk with 0.4 seconds remaining in 
the game to send the Seminoles to the quarterfinals with a 67-65 victory over Maryland.  Senior guard Ian Miller hit a 
floater in the lane with four seconds remaining on January 21, 2014 to give the Seminoles a 76-74 win over Notre Dame.  
Earlier during the 2013-14 season, Devon Bookert added to the Seminoles’ legendary play in late game situations as he 
made a floater with 0.5 seconds remaining on the clock to give the Seminoles a 62-60 victory over Northeastern.  Three-
time All-ACC selection Michael Snaer – one of the all-time greatest late game shooters – made six buzzer-beaters during 
his career (two during the 2011-12 season and four as a senior during the 2012-13 season) while Ian Miller made one 
against Virginia and then Bookert became the latest member of the Seminoles to continue to spin late-game magic.

SEMINOLES MOVE OVER THE 200 MARK FOR STEALS  
Florida State finished the 2013-14 season ranked sixth in the ACC with 213 steals and a 5.9 steals per game average.  
The Seminoles’ 213 steals for the season marks the 12th consecutive season under head coach Leonard Hamilton they 
have accumulated 200 or more steals in a season.  The Seminoles’ 10 steals against Florida Gulf Coast in the first round 
of the NIT marked the seventh time during the 2013-14 season they earned at least 10 steals in a game – they were 7-0 in 
those games.  Florida State earned a season-high 13 steals in its victory over Northeastern on November 24, 2013 in the 
third round of the Puerto Rico Tip-Off and totaled 10 steals in its win over Clemson on January 9, 2014. 
 
FLORIDA STATE SECOND IN THE ACC IN BLOCKED SHOTS 
Florida State finished the 2013-14 season ranked second in the ACC in blocked shots with 191 and a 5.3 blocked shots 
per game average.  Florida State blocked five shots in its victory over Louisiana Tech in the quarterfinals of the NIT.  
The Seminoles’ five blocked shots against the Bulldogs (led by two each by Robert Gilchrist and Boris Bojanovsky) 
marked the 21st time this season they blocked at least five shots in a single game.  Florida State blocked a season high 12 
shots (seven by Boris Bojanovsky) in its victory over UMass (December 21, 2013) and sent back 10 in its victory over 
UT Martin (November 17, 2013).   
 
SEMINOLES HONORED NATIVE AMERICAN HERITAGE AGAINST UMASS 
Florida State wore special turquoise Nike N7 uniforms in victories over UT-Martin on December 17, 2013 and UMass 
on December 21, 2013 to raise awareness for bringing sport to Native American and Aboriginal youth. Nike N7 
partnered with four universities--Florida State, Nevada, New Mexico and Oregon State--to bring Native American 
Heritage to life on the basketball court.  Teams from the participating schools all made a distinct departure from their 
traditional school colors to don new, turquoise Nike N7 uniforms to stand for the importance of bringing sport and 
physical activity to Native American and Aboriginal youth.

Senior Okaro White was presented with four awards and Ian Miller and sophomore Michael Ojo earned three awards 
each as the Florida State men's basketball team was honored during its annual banquet.  White, Miller and Ojo were the 
big winners as head coach Leonard Hamilton and his staff handed out 14 awards and honored the Seminoles' senior class 
of White, Miller and Robert Gilchrist.

TALLAHASSEE, Fla. - Florida State defeated Charlotte,  
106-62,  at the Donald L. Tucker Center. It was the fi rst time 
that FSU had eclipsed the 100-point plateau in a single game 
since the program hung 108 on Campbell in 2005.  Charlotte, 
a squad that won the Puerto Rico Tip-Off last month with a 
triumph over then-No. 13 Michigan, had no answer for the 
Seminoles’ top-to-bottom total team effort -- especially Aaron 
Thomas’ performance.  Florida State’s sophomore swing 
man registered a career-best 26 points on 10-of-14 shooting 
from the fi eld and 3-of-5 shooting from 3-point range. Thomas 
also was effective on the defensive end, grabbing four of his 
seven total rebounds and notching a steal and a block. He 
also had two assists.  For a Florida State team that shot 54 
percent from the fi eld and nearly 41 percent from long range, 
Thomas wasn’t the only one to reach double fi gures on the 
stat sheet.  Senior guard Ian Miller was 6-of-11 from the fi eld 
for 18 points while Robert Gilchrist and Boris Bojanovsky 
had 11 points each. Okaro White slid into the role of small 
forward and contributed a double-double with 14 points and 
11 rebounds. Montay Brandon also had 14 points.  Florida 
State’s bench scored 52 points while the entire 49ers team 
scored 62. Shawn Lester scored 16 of those points for Char-
lotte and Pierria Henry added 13 before being ejected in the 
second half.  The Seminoles held Charlotte to 35 percent 
shooting and out rebounded the visitors 45-33. The 49ers 
also had 19 turnovers that led to 30 FSU points. Florida State 
had just nine giveaways and had 22 assists compared to 
just nine by Charlotte.

Boris 
Bojanovsky, a 7-foot-3 sophomore, had a career-high seven 
blocks in 16 minutes. Michael Ojo, a 7-1 sophomore, added 
two blocks, seven points and eight rebounds in 19 minutes.  
Florida State beat a ranked team for the second time this 
season. Aaron Thomas scored 18 points for Florida State 
and was voted the game’s most valuable player. His two free 
throws with two seconds left sealed the victory.  Bojanovsky 
had three blocks down the stretch.  Chaz Williams’ driving 
layup put the Minutemen up 55-54 with 1:51 to go, but they 
failed to score on their fi nal four possessions while commit-
ting two turnovers, including one when Lalanne was called 
for hanging on the rim on a dunk.  Two free throws by Ian 
Miller with 1:06 left gave the Seminoles the lead for good.  
The Minutemen shot a season-low 33 percent, and their 
starters were 0 for 12 from 3-point range. Their point total 
was a season low, 29 below their average.  Derrick Gordon 
had 12 points for UMass, and Williams scored 10.  Neither 
team led by more than fi ve points, and the lead changed 
hands 13 times.  Montay Brandon had eight points and nine 
rebounds for Florida State.

TALLAHASSEE, Fla. -  Sophomore swingman Aaron Thomas 
scored 14 of his game-high 19 points in the second half 
on an array of drives and dunks, leading the Seminoles to 
a 67-59 victory over Charleston Southern.  With its fourth 
consecutive victory, Florida State closed its non-conference 
schedule on a high note heading into the Jan. 4 Atlantic 
Coast Conference opener against Virginia.  The Seminoles 
countered the Buccaneers’ 10 3-pointers with a dominating 
44-10 scoring advantage in the paint.  Sophomore point 
guard Devin Bookert delivered a career-high nine assists to 
go along with a game-high seven rebounds.  Playing for the 
fi rst time in nine days, the Seminoles needed all of the easy 
baskets they could muster as they were just 4 of 18 from 
behind the 3-point arc. By contrast, the Buccaneers scored 
30 of their 59 points from beyond the arc.  Ultimately, the 
Seminoles’ inside strength and second half defense - CSU 
shot just 33 percent from the fl oor after the break and 36 
percent for the game - proved to be too much. Florida State 
turned 17 Bucs’ turnovers into 23 points.  The Seminoles 
built a 30-22 halftime lead by pounding the ball inside against 
the under-sized Buccaneers to the tune of a 20-4 points in 
the paint advantage.

White, Miller and 
Thomas took turns for the next three before it was Miller’s 
turn again.  That was six consecutive three-point baskets 
for the Seminoles.

Miami missed six shots in a row during the decisive stretch and went 3

NEW YORK, N.Y. - Maurice Walker made six free throws 
in overtime, and Minnesota held off Florida State 67-64 to 
reach the NIT title game at Madison Square Garden.  Austin 
Hollins and DeAndre Mathieu scored 17 points apiece for 
the Golden Gophers who overcame Devon Bookert’s tying 
3-pointer at the end of regulation. Florida State was led by 
a pair of seniors who played their fi nal college game.  Okaro 
White had 16 points and 12 rebounds for the top-seeded 
Seminoles. Reserve guard Ian Miller also scored 16 and 
missed a 3 at the overtime buzzer that would have tied it.  
Bookert scored 13 points for Florida State, including its last 
seven in regulation and fi rst two in the extra session. The 
Gophers held on despite going 0-for-5 from the fi eld in OT.  
Florida State trailed by 15 with 6 1/2 minutes left in the open-
ing half before chipping away at the defi cit. Thomas tied it 
at 45 on a free throw with 8:16 remaining in regulation, but 
Austin Hollins countered with a 3-pointer to put Minnesota 
back in front.  White hit two free throws, made a basket 
inside and then gave the Seminoles their fi rst lead at 51-50 
on two foul shots with 4:10 to play in the second half.  But 
the Gophers scored the next two baskets and were up 60-57 
with 7.4 seconds left when Malik Smith went to the foul line 
with a chance to just about seal it.
