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PREFACE

The National Statistical Office has been producing the Statistical Yearbook
of Mongolia since 1960. The Statistical Yearbook shows main social and economic
indicators of Mongolia. In correspondence with the development of the socio-
economic situation of Mongolia the extent and frame of indicators for  the yearbook
are expanding.

Since the transition period to the market economy a step-by-step measure
has been taking to comply statistical indicators with the internationally accepted
standards. Among them is implementation of SNA and improvement of GDP
methodology.

In order to expand the rank of users and ensure user-friendliness the
explanation on the methodology and definitions of main indicators have been
preceding each section. Moreover, new indicators have been added and some
indicators are provided in detail such as contributions to GDP by private sector
and aimags, revenue and expenditure of central budget, household number by
aimags, urban and rural areas, child adoption by age group, average wage of
employees of establishments by industrial sector and type of organizations, number
of private vehicles by types and length of improved roads by types as well as the
chapter of Natural Environment was newly added.

In addition to the yearbook, publications such as monthly bulletins,
brochures and introductions on socio-economic situation of Mongolia, reports on
major sample surveys and censuses have been provided for users.  Also users can
obtain data on main indicators of socio-economic situation from our website using
Internet connections.

Mongolia is divided administratively into 21 aimags (provinces) and the
capital city  Ulaanbaatar. Aimags are divided into soums which are further divided
into baghs. The capital city,  Ulaanbaatar is divided into 9 districts which are,  in
turn divided into horoos.

The territory of Mongolia is located in the central  part of Asia between
41î 35" – 52î 06" of  altitude  and  87î 47" – 119î 57"  of  longitude,  neighboring
with Russia along 3485 km in the north and with China along 4676.9 km in the
south. Mongolia comprises 1564.1 thous.km2 of land. It is 2392 km from west to
eastern frontier and 1259 km from north to southern frontier.

Average altitude is 1 580 m above sea level. The highest point is the Huiten
peak (4 653m) in the west and the lowest is the Khokh Nuur lake depression in the
east - a more 532 m above sea-level.. The capital city is 1350 m above sea level.
Mongolia is the seventeenth the largest country in the world by size of territory.

There are many rivers and lakes. Huvsgul lake is 262.4 m deep hence
ranking after Baigal lake in the territory of Russian Federation.

The climate of Mongolia is continental and there are 4 seasons. Strong
storms blow  during the short spring (April to May). January is the coldest month
when temperature drops to the lowest point and July is the hottest month of the
year.

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2. ELECTION

This section presents data related primarily to presidential and
parliamentarian elections. The principal source of data comes from State Election
Committee.in 1992 Mongolia endorsed a constitution based on democratic
principles. Following the enforcement of the new constitution  the system and
principle of election took change.

Mongolia is a parliamentary country. An Election of Parliament (State
Great Hural) takes place once in every four years and 76 Parliament members are
elected. Local election takes place once in every four years. By the local elections,
the voters elect Citizens Hurals’ members of aimags, capital, districts and soums.
President of Mongolia is directly elected by public once in every four years.

 At the end of 2002, resident population of Mongolia stood at 2475.4
thousand. Currently, 49.6 percent of the population are male and 50.4
percent are female. In 2002, the  percentage of population aged under 15
years was 32.6, aged 15-64 years was 63.9 and aged 65 years and over
was 3.5.

This section presents population growth of Mongolia, age and sex
distribution of the population, and vital statistics (births, deaths, marriages and
divorces).

The main sources of the population statistics is the Population and housing
census  conducted by the National Statistical Office of Mongolia in every 10 years.
The resident population, the vital and migration statistics are considered as a
yearly population statistics.

Population estimates - The population is  estimated every year based on the results
of the last Population and housing census, on number of resident population, and
on vital and migration statistics. In the estimation of yearly population,
decentralized statistics are compiled from the following organizations in addition
to the centralized statistical data. These include Office of Immigration Naturalization
and Foreign Citizens (number of foreign officials and officers who live in Mongolia),
Ministry of Defense (number of soldiers and military), The Central Department of
Judgement Implementation (number of prisoners), Ministry of Foreign Affairs
(number of Mongolian diplomats and citizens  living in foreign countries more
than 183 days) and Ministry of Health (number of  infant mortality).

Resident population – Number of population, living in current place of residence
for more than 6 months / 183 days/.

Household - A single person or two or more persons who make common provision
for food and other essentials, such as pooling of income. Household members may
be related or unrelated.

Urban population - The urban share comprises of population of aimag centers,
capital city and village population

Rural population – Rural share is estimated from the population of soum centers
and (provincial) bags.

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4.LABOUR FORCE

In 2002, number of employed persons were 870.8 thousand. This
represents an increase of 4.6% compared with 2001. Labour force
participation rate was 62.7 percent. According to Employment office
unemployment rate was 3.4 percent.

This section presents indicators like working age population, labour force
and unemployment. The chief source of these data is  annual labour force data
(survey conducted by the National Statistical Office) compiled by the National
Statistical Office and some related sample surveys.

Data on Labour force is compiled by  governors of the administrative unit
based on households records as of January 15 each year. Monthly data on
unemployment is collected by the Employment Offices at the capital city and aimags
and compiled by the National Statistical Office.

Economically active population comprises all employed and unemployed registered
in the Employment Offices as International Labour Organization methodology
requires. Two useful measures of the economically active population are usually
active population measured in relation to a long reference period such as a year,
and the currently active population, or, eguivalently, the labour force measured in
relation to a short reference period such as one day or one week. The economically
active population does not include: - unemployed persons, not registered at the
Employment Office, serving at armed forces, prisoners, pupils and students aged 16
and over. In this section the economically active population is defined as “usually
active”.

Employed persons comprise (a) all civilians, who, did any work for pay or profit,
unpaid workers in a family enterprise, and (b) all civilians who were not working
or temporarily absent from jobs or businesses for noneconomic reason (illness,
weather conditions, vacations, etc.).  In  this section  the number  of  employed
persons is defined as “usually active”.

subcases such as final consumption – household final consumption, government
final consumption, consumption of non-profit institutions serving households, gross
fixed capital formation – investment, work in progress of construction, capital
repair work, livestock that are cultivated for the products, durable goods purchased
by households, furniture purchased by the government, mineral exploration which
funded by government, inventories, valuables, net export – export less import on
goods and services.

Recent Developments in Methodology. A revision made in the GDP compilation
methodology concerning the treatment of extraordinary losses of animals that
occurred in 2000-2002 due to DZUD, which is recognized as a multiple disaster,
the cumulative result of a summer drought and an extremely harsh and cold winter
that follows soon thereafter.

The National Statistical Office and the Ministry of Finance and Economy
adopted a Joint Resolution dated November 15, 2002 and approved the new
methodology for treatment of exceptional losses in livestock sector due to major
DZUD.

According to the new methodology, prepared in collaboration with the
International Monetary Fund, distinctions are made between types of animals and
between types of losses: first, animals are classified into two categories: I) “work-
in-progress” and II) “fixed assets”; second, depending on the historical data of the
last 40 years, losses are classified into three categories: 1) normal losses,
2) accidental losses, and 3) or catastrophic losses.

Losses within one standard deviation from the arithmetic mean are
considered as “recurrent or normal losses”, those between one and two standard
deviations are considered as “unexpected incidental losses”, and those in excess
of standard deviation two are considered as “exceptional or catastrophic losses”.
Based of the above estimates a set of five thresholds is established to separate
exceptional losses from normal and accidental losses by types of animals, such as
camel, horses, cattle, sheep, and goat.

Upon the classifications of animals and of losses and in accordance with
the “SNA 93”, “EAA/EAF 97” and “SEAFA” recommendations, the new
methodology introduces certain exclusions of such exceptional losses in the national
accounts. For animals classified as “fixed assets,” catastrophic losses, which are
losses in excess of two standard deviations above the historical mean (a fixed
threshold), are recorded in a different way to “normal” losses. In contrast to the
normal losses (which are deducted from output), the value of such exceptional
losses (up to the time of the loss) is not deducted in the calculation of output (as if
the loss had not occurred).

5. GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT

The Gross Domestic Product (GDP) in 2002 at 1995 prices increased by
3.9 per cent over previous year. Per capita GDP (at current prices) has
reached 500.7 thousand togrogs.

The primary data sources for Gross Domestic Product and Gross National
Income are the estimates of annual value added of different economic activities.
These estimates are based on data collected from establishments, organizations by
official statistics.
From 1995 GDP estimation has revised by the ISIC.

Gross Domestic Product is a sum of value added produced by all domestic and
foreign units resident in the economy or sum of final products during one year
period.
Output consists of those total goods or services that are produced within an
establishment that become available for use outside that establishment, plus any
goods and services produced for own final use.
 Value added is a total output less intermediate consumption.
Intermediate consumption is a value of goods and services inputted the production
process. It consists of inventories (excluding depreciation of fixed assets), value of
goods and services provided by Sub-contracts and business expenses.

Gross National Income shows total gross value added produced by all economic
residents of the country.

GNI is equal to GDP less factor income produced by foreign institutional
units plus factor income produced by the national units resident abroad.
The “linking index” approach was used for rebasing of Gross Domestic Product
and Gross National Income at 1995 prices. This “linking index” approach could
be seen in the publication “System of National Accounts 1993” developed jointly
by five international organizations and approved in 1993.

The percentage share of GDP by kind of activities is shown in current
prices, however the annual change is estimated in real terms.

GDP by expenditure approach describes where and how has distributed the income
that are produced by all units in the particular year.

GDP by expenditure approach derives by adding up final consumption
expenditure, gross fixed capital formation, net export. Each of it comprises of

On the other hand, with respect to the losses in animals
classified as “fixed assets”, the new methodology imposes a ceiling of deduction
from the calculation of GDP.

This revision in the methodology resulted in a consequential change of
the GDP estimates for the years of major dzud, such as 2000-2002, due to the great
ratio of the livestock sector in the composition of the GDP.

6. CONSUMER PRICE INDEX (CPI)

In 2002, overall index increased by 1.6%, which shows an increase of
clothing and footwear index by 5.7%,  housing heating, fuel and electricity
by 4,8%, household goods by 2.3%, transport and communication by
3.9%, medicament and medical services by 9,2%, cultural goods and
recreation by 4.3% and other goods and services by 4.3%. While the
foodstuff index decreased by 1.7%.

CPI is a measure of the average change in prices over time when quantity
and quality of goods and services purchased by consumers are relatively fixed. CPI
reflects the collective experience of inflation for all households in a particular
expenditure range and may not correspond to the experience of an individual
household.

Since September 1991 the National Statistical Office began to estimate
CPI using IMF methodology. Until 1995 this index was calculated based on a
basket of 123 items of goods and services.  Prices for 16 January 1991 were taken
as a base period. In 1996-2000  the National Statistical Office increased the items
in consumer basket up to 205 and prices of  December 1995 was taken as the base
period. The basic index used for the compilation of the CPI was Laspeyres standard
index.

Since 1997 the Monthly Consumer Price Survey has been conducted in
aimag centers whereby prices of 116 items of goods and services are collected and
reported to the National Statistical Office to estimate the CPI for each aimag.

Since 2001 items in consumer basket increased up to 239 (in aimags up to
139) new expenditure weights derived from 2000 Household Income and
Expenditure Survey and prices of  December 2000 was taken as the base period.
The basic index used for the compilation of the CPI is  modified  Laspeyres index.

A monthly Consumer Price Survey is conducted by officers in charge of
CPI from  NSO and Statistical Department of Ulaanbaatar Governor Office and
district statistical branches. Price data is collected mainly by personal visits to
about 90 shops, supermarkets and service centers.The price of the main 20 food
commodities is collected every week and averaged for the calculation of the  CPI .

Banking system. Before 1991 Mongolia had only one public bank. In 1991
Mongolia introduced two-tiered banking structure as Central bank and Commercial
banks. Activities of  commercial banks in Mongolia are regulated under the Banking
Law of Mongolia. The Bank of Mongolia collects balance sheet data for all
commercial banks and publishes monthly bulletin which includes statistics on money
supply, monetary survey, deposit and loan interest rate and market rates by dates.
The Bank of Mongolia publishes the Annual Report that describes the monetary
policy and its results.

Currency in circulation-Currency includes coin and paper money. The Bank of
Mongolia issues all currency.

Money M1-Narrow money M1 includes currency in circulation and demand deposits.

Money M2-This monetary aggregate consists of currency in circulation plus demand,
time and savings deposits.

Reserve Money-This monetary aggregate includes currency issued plus reserves
maintained by the banks with the Bank of Mongolia.

Stock market-The Mongolian Stock Exchange was established in1991. Monthly
data on stock market are sent to the National Statistical Office of Mongolia. The
National Statistical Office publishes monthly data on stock market in the monthly
bulletin and yearbook.

TOP-75 index – is price index of trading stocks that are traded through the
Mongolian Stocks Exchange.
Market capitalization – It is defined as multiplication of the number of shares
issued by registered companies at the Mongolia Stock Exchange and close price of
certain day.

Center deposit – Center deposit (CDP) saves customers monetary assets and stocks
in intangible form.

Account – The number which is issued for customers’ stock and monetary assets
with CDP.

8. GENERAL AND LOCAL BUDGET

In 2002, the total revenue and grants of General government were 466.5
bln.togrog, of which 76.4% was the tax revenue, 22.1% non-tax revenue
and 1.5% capital revenue and grants respectively. The total expenditure
and net lending of General government has reached 536.5 bln.togrog, of
which 76.0% current expenditure and 24.0% the capital expenditure and
net lending.
The budget overall balance deficit was 70.0 bln.togrogs 5.7 % was the
GDP.

 Mongolian General government budget consists of the central budget
and local budget. The central budget is an integral part of the General government
budget of Mongolia, which is centralized expenditure under the Government. The
local budget is an integral part of the General government budget of Mongolia,
which is centralized expenditure under the governors of aimags and capital city.
The local budget is classified as a budget of aimag, the capital city, and a budget of
soum or district.

Budget revenue consists of the current revenue, capital revenue and grants.
The current revenue consists of the tax revenue and non-tax revenue. Tax revenue
includes income taxes, social contributions, tax on property, taxes on goods and
services, income from foreign trade and other tax.

Non-tax revenue includes dividends from enterprises with state shares,
interest and fines, revenue from rent, own revenue of budget and other non-tax
revenue.
Total expenditure is classified the current expenditure, capital expenditure and net
lending minus repayment. Current expenditure includes goods and services, interest
payment and subsidies and transfers.

Overall budget deficit is current and capital revenue and grants, less total
expenditure and lending minus repayment. Current balance is calculated as the
difference between current revenue and current expenditure.

The financial year of Mongolia is from 1 st, January to 31st, December.
The Ministry of Finance and Economy compiles and consolidates general

and central budget revenue and expenditure.

9. INVESTMENT AND CONSTRUCTION

In by preliminary 2002, there was an investment of 316.8 bln togrog, of
which 95.4 mln. togrog was spent on construction and major
improvements. The total investment comprises of 33.7 % internal and
66.3  % external.

          Investment.  Investment includes new savings of establishments, enterprises,
capital investment on expansion and improvement of technical equipment,
expenditure of reconnoiters, one or more years term government stock securities,
shares of establishments and enterprises and a long-term debt to be collected. It is
shown by financial sources i.e. budget of provinces, banking loan, directs foreign
investment, foreign loan and aid. Ministry of Finance is responsible for collecting
and aggregating of data for capital investment financed by state and province
budgets, and investments financed by foreign loans and aid. Summarized data are
sent by commercial banks and the Ministry of Finance and economic to the National
Statistical Office.
 Data of banking loan are collected and aggregated by commercial banks.  But
data  on investment of establishment and individuals are collected by statistical
division of aimags and capital city.

Data on investment are collected once  a year.
Structure of investment is classified as construction, machinery and

equipment, expenditure on purchases of shares at capital market and other
expenditures (design and reconnoiter).

Construction. Statistical data for works done by construction
establishments are collected through statistical divisions of aimags and capital
city using 5 kinds of forms. This information contains construction work done (by
type and purpose of construction), cost, profit, number of employees, wages and
price of main building materials.

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Crop. Bagh and Khoroo collect data on sown area and harvest from
establishments, enterprises, and households, engaged in agricultural production
and send to Statistical Divisions of aimags and the capital city through soums and
districts. From there, the compiled data are sent to the National Statistical Office
for processing.

Main grains of crop production are cereals, potatoes, vegetables, and
fodder. The sown area and the total harvest, yield  rate are estimated at the state
and aimag levels.

The output of agriculture is the total value of agricultural products, which
are the result of rearing of  livestock and domestic animals and cultivation of
plants during the year.

10. AGRICULTURE

The value added of the agriculture sector is 20.1% of GDP of Mongolia
in 2002. The livestock production comprises 78.9.% of the total
agriculture production. The number of livestock by five types (horse,
camel, cattle, sheep, and goat) reached 23.9  mln. heads in 2002. The
agricultural land of Mongolia is 130.2  thous.hectares, of which 285.7
thous. hectare is for crop production. 125.9 thous. tons of wheat, 51.9
thous. tons of potatoes, 39.7 thous. tons of vegetables were harvested in
2002.

Livestock. The livestock census and related surveys are not only a primary
source of data for livestock sector but  also are a basic data for economic accounts
of agriculture.

The main livelihood source and the wealth is  livestock in Mongolia. Thus,
agriculture statistics has been more developed than those of other economic
activities. In 1918 the livestock census  was conducted, covering only 4 aimags  of
the Khalkha  Mongol. There  was  no summarized information for livestock census
before 1918 at the country level, although the census was conducted from time to
time. The livestock census was conducted in aimags and khoshuud in different
periods, with no overall plan and arrangement.

Since 1924, when Statistical Office was set up livestock censuses under
general methodology, indicators, and plan. The census was conducted mostly in
summer and autumn months of August and September. Since 1961 it has been
conducted in December. The advantage of this period is that it conforms to livestock
production year and  data  of  indicators  for  livestock  income  and  expenditure
has been finalized.

The result of the livestock census shows not only the growth and decline of
livestock and domestic animals, but also gives opporturnity to study some indicators
of flock reproduction.

In livestock sector, the main producer is a herder household. Households
that run livestock production for their livelihood source are considered as a herder
household.

The census of staff, machinery, technique and fences in operation in
agriculture sector is held every 3 years.

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11. INDUSTRY

The industrial sector produced 696.6 bln.togrog (current price) worth
of product in 2002. The value added of this sector is 21.4 % of total
GDP.In 2002 industrial output increased by 3.8 % at constant prices of
1995, compared with 2001, among which the manufacturing output was
grown by 24.3 percent.

Economic indicators of industry include data for establishments
employment, expenditures, value and quantity of production, sales of industrial
production, various indicators of financial statement. The principal sources of
these data are annual, quarterly and monthly census reports and surveys of the
sector. Indices of industrial production growth calculated each month are presented
in monthly statistical bulletins. Beginning from 1990, the industrial production
data is estimated at the constant price of 1995.

Censuses and surveys - The first census of establishments was conducted
in 1991, the second census in 1994, and the third was in 1998. The sample survey of
business activities tendency and the survey on utilization of the capacity  are
conducted in 1997 and 2000 respectively.

Classification of Establishments – Since 1997 classification of industrial
economic activities is applied at the NSO in conformity with the United Nations
International Standard Classification of Economic Activities of the National
Economy (revised III edition). The establishments are classified on the basis of
their main activity, whose proportion of output is more than any other it’s product.
More than 180 commodities are included in the industrial products. All of these
included for calculation of indices of industrial production.

The National Statistical Office collects data for electric power and thermal
power generations from each power stations, on the monthly basis and estimates
accounts for electricity capacity once in a year.

In this section of electricity gross power generation and import of electricity,
stations’ internal use, other losses in transmission and distribution are covered
and reported by physical units which are classified by economic activities.

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12. TRANSPORTATION

In 2002, volumes of freight and number of passenger traffic were 13529.9
thous. tons and 105.7 mln persons respectively. Turnovers of freight and
passenger traffic reached 6604.4 mln tons-km when passenger turnover
was 2108.3 mln.. Total revenue was estimated as 152.9 bln togrog, of
which 11.6% comes from road, 56.6% from railway and 31.7% from air
transportation.
In 2002, compared to the previous year, volume of freight and number of
passengers were increased by 14.6 %  and 7.3 %  respectively.
According to State vehicle inspection in total 103.8 thous. vehicles were
registered  in 2002, of which cars were 63.2 thous., trucks-24.6 thous.,
buses-10.8 thous., specialized vehicles-1.7 thous., and  cisterns-3.4
thousand.
Mongolian transportation sector consists of 4 subsectors, namely road

transportation, railway transportation, air transportation, and water
transportation. This section presents statistics on freight and passenger turnover,
carried passenger and freight volume, international service for passenger and
freight, number of employment and revenue.

The National Statistical Office receives data from statistical divisions of
the aimags and capital city. These divisions collect data from entities and enterprises.
Mongolian Airlines Railway Transport Office collects data from their primary units,
and forwards the summarized data to the NSO.

Traffic Police Office of General Police Department of Mongolia summarizes
data on State Vehicle Inspection, which is conducted once a year. Since 1998, NSO
has been presenting the number of vehicles by aimags and capital city in the
Statistical Yearbook of Mongolia.

Freight turnover - This indicator equals to carried freight multiplied by
carried distance.

Passenger turnover – equals to carried passengers multiplied by carried
distance.

In terms of ton.km – all types of the transport services are transferred to
one unit using special coefficients.

Auto roads are classified as:
- Hard cover roads (cement and asphalt roads)
- Gravel roads (repaired and improved soil roads are covered with stones

and gravel, thereby increasing road solidity)
- Improved soil roads (ordinary soil road is repaired, made dense and which

edges are leveled off)
- Ordinary soil roads (steppe roads)

Hard cover, improved soil and gravel roads are considered as improved roads.
 Length of improved roads is compiled according to the classification

provided by the Auto Road Office and the relevant changes have been made in the
previous years data.

In 2002, communication revenue was 38.7  bln  togrog of which revenue
from the population was 14.0 bln. togrogs. As compared to 2001, total
revenue of communication increased by 4.0 bln. togrogs. Whereas,  the
revenue from the population increased by 2.2 bln togrogs and the number
of telephone by 5.8% or 6.9 thous. pieces the number of wired-radio
outlet decreased by 6.9% or  8.4  thous. pieces.

The latest technologies have been introduced in the communication sector,
the mobile users reached to 256.8 thous and the number of internet cafes
reached to 8.0  thous in 2002.

This section presents the main statistics on total revenue, of which from
population, number of telephones and wired radio outlets, number of persons
employed and labour productivity.

Telecommunication Company and Postal Company of Mongolia collect
data from primary reporting units (from main branches, which are located in capital
city) and sent to the statistical division of Ulaanbaatar city. Post offices of 21
aimags collect data from each soum and send to the statistical divisions of aimags.
From there, the summarized data are sent to the National Statistical Office. The
related central office of communication sector collects and processes the data
using forms of communication activities   indicators that are approved by the NSO.

Estimate of total and net output is based on data of annual reports of
communication units. This form covers complete information on total communication
expenditure and income by types as well as value added, profit, deposits, capital
formation and investment.

Imports –  import of foreign goods with proof of their country of origin,
is identified an import. To the special import pertain the following goods:

The price of import goods is defined as CIF condition, and this price is a
customs price. For transfer of overall value of import in to American dollars, rate
of exchange of the day, is used in which was made last customs account. And for
transfer of value of import goods of origin country in to American dollars, use
officially declared rate of exchange of this country. Import is defined by the origin
and contract country.

In accordance with the internationally accepted recommendations and
IMF methodology the volume & value of nonmonetary gold is included in statistical
data of external trade since 2002. The volume & value of nonmonetary gold for
1999-2002 was provided by Mongolbank. Since the NSO included them in relevant
years estimation the results have been modified.

14. FOREIGN TRADE

For the actual estimates of 2002, the volume of external trade equaled
to 1214.8 mln US dollars out of which export stood as 524.0 mln.
dollars and import as 690.8 mln dollars. In the same year  trade deficit
was 166.8 mln. dollars, which increased by 50.6 mln. dollars compared
with 2001.

Processing of the foreign trade data is based on information of the Customs
Office Administration of Mongolia. The Commodities were classified according to
the “Harmonized System of Coding Goods” developed by the World Trade
Organization. Statistical information covers all goods, except that, which are in
transits. For the customs statistics, primary source information is the customs
declaration. Exports and imports are reflected in the official statistics after
completion of customs clearance.
In the official statistical bulletin information on export and import are shown by
the following groups:

-     trade with payment by currency
- barter
- re-export
- repayments of loans
- goods made from foreign customers materials
- goods delivered by foreign loan capital
- goods of foreign aid
- goods delivered by capital investment

the border, or revocable export of foreign goods after their final import in the
country, for the border, is identified as export. Our country is referring to countries
with special trade system. Special export, cover the following goods:

In 2002  the housing stock reached 6663.0 thous.sq.m, and increased by
1.6  percent compared with the previous year,that is 103.2
thous.sq.m.housings were put into operation in the fiscal year  (by living
areas).  89.9 % of newly constructed buildings were private houses and
apartments.

 The data on housing put into operation is initially compiled by the
governors  of bags, khoroo  and sent to the related soums  and  districts. Soums and
districts send the data to the National Statistical divisions .

The housing stock estimated by living areas based on the above mentioned
data . The estimation excludes national dwelling (ger).

16. TOURISM

In 2002, by duplicated numbers about 756.5 thousand passengers entered
through immigration posts and 235.2 thousand of  them were foreigners.
In comparison with 2001, number of entered passengers has rised by 11.1
percent, out of which number of foreigners has increased by 22.4 percent.
21.6 percent of foreign passengers were tourists and the number of foreign
tourists has increased by 58.8 percent in the last year. In 2002, 65.8
percent of foreign tourist were East Asia and Pacific Ocean regions
citizenships, 26.7 percent of them were European citizenships.

In Mongolia the tourism is a relatively new sector of our economy and it is
developing and expanding. Data on inbound and outbound travelers’ number are
determined and based on information received from the Border Protection General
Board. Some indicators of tourism statistics are included the above-mentioned
information. Travelers are classified into groups such as official, private, tourist,
transit, study, permanent residence and others by the purpose of travel.

According to the recommendation, titled “To Build the Registration of
Tourism” as adopted by the United Nations Statistical Commission on May of
1993, tourism is stay all type of travel activities with duration less than one year
with some purposes such as vocation, picnic, official and other purposes. A tourist
is a traveler, who will stay at least one day at either a hotel, a dormitory or private
houses/apartment in a visiting country. This chapter covers information on number
of entered and departed travelers over the boarder of Mongolia.

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17. HOUSEHOLD INCOME AND EXPENDITURE

Since 1966, the National Statistical Office has regularly conducted
household income and expenditure survey (HIES). A sample of 2808
households of approximately 0.5 percent of the total households was
selected to represent the total households of Mongolia and data on
household member’s age, sex, employment, household income,
expenditure, consumption and housing condition are collected and
analyzed on quarterly bases.

A sampling unit of the survey is a household. “Household” is one or group
of people who commonly live together, take their meals from a common kitchen and
pool their income. A household may consist of either one-person and a multi-
person household or a non- relative person.

Foodstuff consumption is estimated including purchased, free of charge
goods from own production and others, and also foodstuff consumed out of
household consumption. Foodstuff consumption out of household includes
consumption in the hospitals, dormitories, children’s caring houses, restaurants,
leisure homes and children’s camps.

Also some foodstuff consumption is estimated by transferring products to
one main category. For example, all meat products (sausage, steamed and chopped
meat products, etc.) are transferred to one ‘meat’ category using specific coefficient,
which allows whole estimation of meat consumption.

According to transition into the market economy system, the NSO met with
requirements to improve a sample size, its representation, to do estimation in a
country, regional and aimag levels. Consequently, HIES methodology and indicators
were changed in 1992, 1994, 1998 and 2000 reflecting recommendations of
international agencies experts. In 2002, the survey was conducted under the project
work of UNDP and the World Bank with the updated methodology.

This section  presents the number  of scientic  organizations, employers, and total
expenditures  by  sectors.

Culture and arts:  MOSTEC  collects data of culture and arts from the
local culture centres of aimags and capital city,  NSO  receives annual reports from
the Ministry of Science, Technology, Education and Culture.
The number of books per 10000 is estimated as a ratio between the library book
stock and the number of resident population.
Data of professional art's organizations and museums covers all  aimags and capital
city's number of professional art's organizations and museums.

     18. EDUCATION, SCIENCE, CULTURE AND ARTS

In 2002, the enrollment rate of  children in kindergartens from 3 to 7
years olds was 35.6 percent. There are 688 primary and secondary schools
in Mongolia. The enrollment rate of  children 8 years and 7 years olds in
1-st grade were 88.2 percent and 36.5 percent. Respectively 96.6 percent
of children aged 8-15 years, were enrolled in educational institutions.
In total 119.5 thousand students were attending higher and vocational
training institutions such as universities, colleges and vocational training
courses in 2002.

Education:  Data for school enrollment, graduates, new entrants and
teaching staff is shown by educational level, aimags and capital city. Such indicators
as secondary and high school gross enrollment rate, proportion of teachers and
enrolled students are being added and number of students in iniversities, colleges,
primary and secondary school educational and vocational institutes is being
compiled according to the international standard Classification of Education.
The ISCED has been updated and revised in 1997 and adopted since then. According
to this classification the education is classified between 0-6 Levels.

Data sources. Ministry of Science, Technology, Education and Culture
(MOSTEC) collects secondary education data from Social policy division of aimag,
capital city governors' office administrative offices which is previously sent by
secondary education institutes. Vocational and tertiary education data is sent
directly to the MOSTED from educational institutes. The NSO receives annual
report of the educational sector from the  MOSTEC.

With the emerging private educational institutions the education data of
private sector has been covered since 1992.
Vocational and tertiary educational institutions are classified as  follows :
1. Universities: The National University of Mongolia, Technical University, Medical
University, University of Agriculture, State Pedagogical University, University of
Culture and Arts, Dependence University of Mongolia, Otgontenger University,
Humanity University, Orhon University, Ikh Zasag University.
2. Institutes and colleges: Other institutions that provide Bachelor's Master's  degree
and other diploma degrees.
3. Vocational Training institutes: institutes that  provide (nondiploma) professional
degree..

In 2002  Mongolia had 6823 physicians, 18.6  thous hospital beds, in
2001 number of physicians and number of hospital beds increased by 2.8
percent and 2.9 percent respectively. 28 physicians and 76 hospital beds
per 10000 population. There are  360 people per phisician.

           The Ministry of Health collects the health statistics and provides to the
National  Statistical Office.

Soum, district, aimag and capital city’s health organizations report on
hospital activities once a year.

This report shows the number of health organizations, hospital beds,
doctors, medical assistants by professional types, staff working in the health sector,
the migration of doctors and medical assistants, the number of creches and number
of children involved in creches, patients in hospitals and the number of persons
who deaths in hospitals. These figures are compiled by aimag, capital city, urban
and rural areas.
        The Ministry of Finance and Ecomomy reports information on health
expenditures.

Every month the indicators like number of persons with infectious disease
by aimag and capital city, by types of infectious disease, maternal mortality, infant
and child mortality  are compiled and  reported in the monthly statistical bulletins
and introductions.

Social insurance. In 1994, the State  Great Hural (The Parliament) adopted
social insurance  Laws. These Laws form the legislative base of the social insurance
system.

The social insurance fund is formed on the basis of premiums that are paid
by citizens, economic establishments and organizations. The fund will give financial
assistance to people when they retire, become disabled or lose labor capacity, or
get sick and unemployed. Also, the fund grants an allowance, pension and payment
to the family members whose headwinners died.

Employees, who are working under a labour contract with entities and
organizations, government officers and herders are automatically covered by
insurance, and the rest of people are involved in the insurance on the voluntary
basis. Aimag and capital city’s social insurance divisions send their reports on
social insurance to the General Social Insurance Office on a quarterly basis.

21. NATURAL ENVIRONMENT

By 2002, special protected places cover 13.2% of the total territory of
Mongolia. In total there are 50 special protected places covering 20.6
million hectares of land in the territory of 127 soums of 19 aimags and
some areas in the territory of the capital city.  In special protected places
are 17.3% of forest resource land, 55% of water resource land and 40% of
the land inhabited by rare and extinguishing animals.

Socio-ecological complex issues serves a basis for sustainable development
all around the world. The issues include protection of atmosphere, land, land
resources, forest, fauna, vegetation and proper and sensible use of natural resources.
In addition, rehabilitation of natural land and resources, combatting desertification
and droughts, mitigation of adverse effects of agricultural development and use of
chemicals and radiactive substances, alleviation and disposal of waste and sound
waste management make up the complex issues of socio-ecology.

Recent years have seen a visible change in the ecosystem of Mongolia
with increasing desertification, soil erosion, depletion of water resources and
biodiversitry which in their turn have been related to significant change in the
climate worldwide. During the last 62 years the average annual temperature in
Mongolia has warmed by 1.56 degree and by 1.4-1.5 celsius degree in spring and
autumn and by 0.3 celsius degree in summer.

Most of environment indicators like fauna resources and their change,
environmental erosion and depletion, rehabilitation and waste are produced
irregularly for they are being comprised of results of adhoc based census and
surveys. Thus, the improvement should be made through susbtantial surveys and
researchers.

In order to implement the objective of Statistical Law effective since 1997
Resolution 06 by the Chairman of the National Statistical Office  and  Resolution
04/10 jointly by the Chairman of the National Statistical Office and the Minister of
Nature and Environment were issued in 1998 and 2000 respectively. The resolutions
state on manual  and questronnaire form with with official environmental statistics
would be collected and produced. Using the manual and questionnaire form Land
Administration Authority(LAA), Environment Protection Agency(EPA) and Mineral
Resources Agency(MRA) collect the data from aimags and soums and send to the
Ministry of Nature and Environment. The Ministry sends the annual report and
data to the NSO by March 15 every year.

In 2000, the National Statistical Office and the Ministry of Nature and
Environment implemented RETA-5860 project :Institutional Strengthening and
Collection of Environment Statistics” with the financial support of ADB. Under the
project  a  compendium of environment statistics in  Mongolia was produced and
disseminated. The compendium has many of the indicators which are included in
this section.

The indicators of this section is taken from the “World Development
Indicators 2002”, World Bank Publication.

The indicators in this section provide an overview of the conditions in
which more than 6 billion people of the world live. Although, not perfectly correlated
with income and consumption per capita, they tend to tell a common story on
average, the residents of poor countries have fewer amenities, lack basic skills, and
suffer higher rates of illness, and consequently, live shorter lives.

Population, land area, income and output are basic measures of the size
of an economy. Therefore, population, land area, income – as measured by gross
national income (GNI) – and output – as measured by gross domestic product
(GDP) – are used throught the world as development indicators to normalize other
indicators. Surface area of a country includes inland bodies of water and inland
waterways. In other words surface area exclude offshore territorial waters, but
includes coastal areas bordering with ocean and seas.

Land area is particulartly important for understanding the agricultural
capacity of an economy and th effect of human activity on the environment.

The table also shows GNI and GNI per capita estimates that are converted
into international dollars using purchasing power parities (PPPs).

The net enrollment ratio, infant and child mortality rates are included in
teh set of monitoring indicators identified in strategies in the 21st century. The
growth of private consumption per capita is included here as an indicator of the
effect of economic development. The rate of poverty reduction and distribution of
income or consumption, is measured by Gini index.

The long-term trends shown in this section provide a view of the relative
rates of change of key social and economic indicators over the past 32 years. Like
all averages, they reflect the general tendency, but may disguise considerable year-
to-year variation, especially in economic indicators.
