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In 2010 the Gross Domestic Product
(GDP) comprised 102.1% compared to 85.9% of
2009 (Table 1.1). The volume of GDP at current
prices made up 3501637.8 million drams in the
2010, including the volume of agriculture in
GDP - 601061.8 million drams or 17.2%
(compared to 16.7% of 2009). In 2010 the growth
rate of GDP made up 102.1% and the falling rate
of agriculture made up 84.2%. In 2009 the
contrary situation was registered: the growth rate
of agriculture made up 105.9% and the falling rate

of GDP made up 85.9%.

In the I quarter of 2011 consumer price
index made up 111.1% compared to 108.4% for the
same period of the previous year (Table 2.1). The
recorded inflation was the result of an inflation of
food products (including alcoholic beverages and
tobacco), services and non food products 115.2%,
107.6 and 103.5% correspondingly.

In the I quarter of 2011 the average monthly
nominal wages comprised 108248 drams (Table 1.4).
This is approximately 3.3 times higher than the
minimum salary, which was defined as 32500 drams
since January 1, 2011 in the Republic. In the observed
period a trend of progressive growth of consumer
prices (11.1%) was recorded in comparison with the
growth of monthly nominal wages (5.4%).

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In the I quarter of 2011 the average number of economically active population of the Republic
comprised 1177.5 thousand, of which 93.4% or 1099.8 thousand were engaged in the economy, including

The issues related to labour force were also studied within the framework of Integrated Living
Conditions Survey of households (ILCS) conducted by the NSS in 2008, that, in addition to officially registered
unemployment, allow to evaluate the unemployment rate in compliance with the International Labor
Organization (ILO) methodology. According to the results of above-mentioned survey (7872 households were

surveyed) 16.4% of economically active population was unemployed'. According to preliminary results of
ILCS of households for 2010 the unemployment level calculated by the same methodology comprised
19.4%.

! Since 2008 the calculation of unemployed persons was implemented by the standard definition of ILO, according to which uunemployed considered a
person, who in the last 4 weeks preceding the survey (including observation week) simultaneously responded the following criteria:  a) had not any job or profit
activity, b) actively sought job; c) were available to be engaged in job within next two weeks.

2001-2007 the methodology used partly differs from the methodology of 2008-2009, according to which, in addition to the above-mentioned criteria,
unemployed are also those, who in the last 4 weeks preceding the survey didn’t seek a job by any reasons, but were ready start to work immediately. According to
1LO methodology, the latter are considered the potential unemployed part in economically inactive population.
