10 «It is sometimes said that the constitution is unwritten, or at least partly unwritten. This
is misleading. Constitutional Law in the United Kingdom (or England) in the strict sense of
rules enforced by the courts is written. Obviously, statutes and decisions of the courts on points
of constitutional and administrative law are all written. Many constitutional conventions are also
written, perhaps in published statements by politicians or by constitutional experts or in authori-
tative books on the constitution. However, unlike statutes and court rulings, they are rarely for-
mulated in an authoritative text, so there is ample room for disagreement about their scope and
application. What is characteristic of the constitutional arrangements in the United Kingdom
is that they are uncodified. They are not reduced to a single text or series of documents which
can be identified as the constitution» (English Public Law / Ed. by D. Feldman. L., 2004. P. 7).

It is often suggested informally that the United Kingdom does not have a written
constitution. This is not strictly true; rather, what it does not have is a single document setting out
the legal framework and functions of the organs of government and the rules by which it should
operate. Such documents are a declaration of a country’s supreme law and have overriding legal
force to empower a constitutional court to declare acts of the legislature illegal if they conflict
with the rights embodied in such a formal constitution. In this, the UK currently differs from
many other countries, such as the United States, Ireland, Germany, France and South Africa»
