
 
 IDN Code Points Policy for the .TM Top Level Domain 

 
Purpose: 
This document defines the characters that are allowed in the .TM Top Level 
Domain.  Other code points are not allowed unless specified here. 
 
Selection criteria for valid code points: 
This code-point document is a “living-document” and as such changes are 
possible simply by submission to the nic.TM Domain Registry at 
admin@nic.TM 
 
The nic.TM registry will consider all requests for expanding the allowed Code 
Points within the .TM Domain Registry on a periodical basis. 
 
The nic.TM registry reserves the right not to allow any proposed Code Point if 
there is a risk of IDN Homograph Attacks.  
Note: The registry system checks all applications for compliance so even if 
our free encoder (or any other encoder) is used, the XN—encoding will be 
verified for compliance after the application has been received.
