This article deals with the young people’s attitude impact upon the success of the foreign language
acquisition. Positive attitude towards the Other (teacher and group classmates) contribute to the success of

the foreign language acquisition. The analysis is based on data gathered in private linguistic schools consisted

of 126 respondents 16-27 years old (42 young men and 84 young women) who were divided into 3 subgroups

according to the language acquisition dynamics. The respondents’ test results supported by the teachers’

observation were taken as a success criterion. The main characteristics of the sample are based on gender

(male, female) and age group. The results of the tests were taken into consideration in order to divide the

sample into the subgroups, they were also supported by teacher s opinion about students’ progress. The results

reveal the correlation between the attitudes towards the Other-teacher and the group with the success dynamics

of the foreign language acquisition.

The overview of the socio-
psychological studies which have
been carried out within the language
classroom, due to the fact that the
teaching of the languages is realized
in small groups, the modern language
teaching methodology uses different
effects and phenomena like creation
of the social situation at the lesson,
interpersonal influence, identity building,
social facilitation effect, «team decision
effect,
dynamics, ensuring group cohesiveness

makingy» exploiting  group
and etc. and show significant bearings
of socio-psychological phenomena upon
the foreign language learning success. As
Fazio R.H. and A. Olson believe that “the
attitudes have been viewed as the shining
star of social psychology” (Fazio R.H.,
Olson A., 2003, p.155), one of the lines
of our research has been dedicated to the
attitudes studies.

Taking into consideration the fact
that it is difficult to imagine someone’s
life without attitudes, because they
help to avoid danger, make a decision
quickly, but sometimes they impose
artificial limits to our development.
Before starting our research, we bared
in mind that attitudes are endurable,
moreover, negative attitudes exist
longer than positive ones. As they
formed through associations, it is a
long term work to replace them by
the new ones. Their most important
characteristics are their strength and
accessibility (Fazio, Chen, Mc Ponel&
Sherman, 1982), attitude certainty
(Tormala, Z. L., & Petty, R. E., 2002,
Tormala, Z. L., & Rucker, D. D. 2007).
Need to evaluate as a personal trait
(Maio& Esses, 2001) is related to
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attitude extremity. Negative attitudes
lead to avoiding behavior and have
an impact on the learning success.
The attitudes are displayed in three
dimensions: believes, feelings and
behavior. Ambivalent attitudes change
quickly

depending on stimulus activated by a

into positive or negative

particular situation. Depending on the
style of the decision making and affect
intensity (Elen M.et al.,2012, Basso,
Schefft, & Hoffmann, 1994, Barrone
al., 2000, Shwarz, Bless,
,1991) people refer to the existing

explicit attitude , or they are forced
to construct a new implicit attitude.
The third reason why we studied the
attitude impact upon learning success,
due to the fact that attitude importance
increases from early adulthood to age
50 (Visser & Krosnick,1998) and then
begins to decrease after age 65. So the
intervention made at the period of the
early adulthood is predicted to be more
successful then at the other periods of
the adulthood.

The
according to modern communicative

classes were carried out
method which is thought- provoking
and interesting for the students which
is Dbelieved to prevent automatic
stereotyping (Stewart B.D., Payne B.K.,
2008). The task —oriented teaching was
called to play the role of the attitude
moderating context (Boarden, Maddux,
Petty & Brewer, 2006, Sun Jun, 2009).
A lot of research has been recently
taken to study the methods of increasing
acceptance of the members of the
group by each other, improving group
cohesiveness and suggesting how to

manage the group dynamics, group

norms, classroom climate (Dorney Z.,
Malderez A., 1997, Jones & Jones,
2000; Schmucké& Schmuck, 2001), they
underline that sometimes group pressure
or mutual dislike bring significant
pressure upon the member of the
group but there is no even approximate
estimations how the attitude towards
Other has impact upon learning success
or success dynamics. Other scholars like
Boekharts (1987) point out that learners
according to their previous experiences
and socio-psychological features may
encode some certain aspects of the
learning environment in a different
manner, finding them interesting,
stressful or challenging. That is the
second reason why our study addresses
the question of how attitude towards
the Others is related with the success
dynamics of the foreign language
acquisition.

Some researches have proved
that social relations have supportive
effect upon the academic success
(Roeser, Eccles and Sameroft, 2000,
Rosenfeld, Richman and Bowen, 2000,
Wentzel,1998), that perceived social
support and sociometric status, rapport
with the teacher (Scrivener J., 2005)
are meaningful predictors of academic
success (Bahar H. H., 2010).Besides
the research in different fields reveals
that positive attitude towards the other
is considered to be a success factor
for different spheres, for example,
leadership (Sandon A.,2006, Shantalebi

S., Yarmohammadian M.H., Ajami S.,

2011).
There is a number of the studies,
which tried to establish , the

meaningful correlation between the
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academic performance and teacher’s
teaching style and learner’s learning
strategies, self-discipline , empathetic
climate during the lesson, student-

oriented teaching style, parental
support and their strategies to
enhance studying a foreign language,

demographic characteristics of the
students (Dingol and al.,2011, Bozkurt
Tulay, Ozden, 2010, Melis Seray,2010,
Ustunel Eda, 2009, Green L., Celkan
G., 2011, Duckworth, A.L., Seligman,
M.E.,2006). They used test results to
establish success dynamics, so test
scores are used to measure success
in the academic field. Though there
are a number of the other criteria like
communicative competence, creativity
of oral and written work and etc, and
as these indices are difficult to compare
if we have a considerable number of
the respondents, we have chosen test
score and teacher’s observation as the
success index and the positive change
of the tests results as the success
dynamics.

Basing on this theoretical background
we could formulate the hypothesis that
explicit attitudes towards the teacher and
the group has an impact upon success
and success dynamics of the foreign
language acquisition.

Our research consisted of three
stages. At the first stage of our research
we analyzed the criteria of the success
and have chosen test results as the index
of the learning success, we consider the
positive changes of the test results as
the dynamics of the foreign language
acquisition. We also analyzed adult
learners’ attitudes which can have an
impact upon learner’s educational results.
We elaborated questionnaires, chose
the diagnostic methods, determined the
program of the research.

At the second stage
research 149 people: 52-men and 97

of our

women, from 16 up to 50 completed
the questionnaires. 23 respondents
were over 27 years old, they were
eliminated from the sample. In order
to see the dynamics of the learning
results the learners were proposed tests
according to the equal time intervals.
All the respondents after control tests
were divided into the three subgroups
according to the dynamics of the
learning. The results of the tests and

questionnaires were calculated and
transmitted into Excel tables.

At the third stage we analyzed the
empirical materials, computed the data,
received in the course of the research,
described  the  socio-psychological
particularities of the group of the
adults, which differ by the success and
the success dynamic. We found out
the correlations between attitudes and
dynamics of the learners success in the
foreign language acquisition. We made
the regression analysis to reveal the
factors weight, the degree of their impact
upon learners’ success and learner’s
success dynamics.

Research participants: The sample
consisted of 149 adults, then 23 people
were extracted belonging to the group of
middle —aged people. So we examined
126 people’s data aged from 16 up to 26,
which belong to the group- young adults
(42 men and 84 women).

Data collection procedures: In or-
der to measure different kinds of the
attitudes towards the Other («scale of
trust» by M. Rosenberg, «scale of ac-
ceptance of Others» by F. Fey, «scale
of friendly attitude» by D. Campbell,
«scale of manipulation attitude» by T.
Bant, «scale of hostility» by V. Cook-
Medley, «Fundamental interpersonal
relations orientation» by W. Schutz,,
test of the integral forms of the com-
municative aggressiveness by Boiko
V.V. Data were collected by filling in
questionnaires «Assessment of the re-
lations in the group while learning a
foreign language» developed by the re-
searcher which were destined to elicit
the information about the subjective
assessment of the relations with the
teacher, group members and the atti-
tude towards the subject. The scale was
graded as “Yes”, “No”, “I don’t know”
and “I don’t care”.

Data analysis: The verification of
the differences between subgroups, their
interrelation and the prediction of their
cumulative influence upon the learners’
acquisition of the foreign language was
made by the application of the statistical
methods of Mann Whitney, Pearson Cor-
relation Factor Analysis, and regression
analysis. The collected data were com-
puted by using SPSS version 15.00 as a
software tool.

Our findings support our hypothesis.

The following results were obtained: the
correlation matrix indicated multi co-
linearity between 42 factors and success
dynamics, among them there were those
of attitude .While analyzing the system
of the attitudes towards the Other , we
discovered that the desire of belonging to
the group( r=0,2 , p<0,01), low commu-
nicative aggressiveness (r=-0, 2, p<0,03)
can predict positive success dynamics.
The subjective positive attitude to the
fellow-learners in the group (the feeling
of the security within the group (r=0,4
, p<0,0001, the confidence in the group
members’ help (r=0,2 , p<0,04), high
evaluation of the work by group mem-
bers (r=-0,2, p<0,02), friendly relations
(r=0,4 , p<0,0001), easiness of the group
inclusion (r=-0,3 , p<0,0001) facilitate
learning and contribute to better success
dynamics.

The positive attitude towards the
teacher correlates with the success dy-
namics of the foreign language acquisi-
tion. It demonstrated itself in the state-
ments like: teacher can stop commu-
nication in time (r=0,3 , p<0,001), can
express his attitude by gestures, face
expressions, intonation (r=0,2, p<0,02).
After creating different models of the lin-
ear regression analysis, we can state that
different indices of the positive attitude
towards the group influence about 18%
the learner’s success dynamics (F=13,2,
p<0,0001).

Though the attitudes are not the sin-
gle predictors of success, we also stud-
ied motivation, teacher’s psychological
features, our research shows that the
positive attitude towards the other does
predicts behavior- successful learning
of the foreign language. As the courses
lasted only three months (which are usu-
ally offered by private linguistic schools
in order to achieve a new level according
to European system of language assess-
ment) - this period is not enough to cre-
ate new positive attitudes towards group
and teacher among some young people.
It is known that the motivation changes
at the lapse of time of about a year. So
we can suggest that in order to build
new associations with learning of the
foreign language the same time is nec-
essary for attitudes, especially when
we speak about the language learning
where proficiency is achieved after
years of learning.

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DEVELOPMENT OF THE MENTAL ABILITIES OF THE

STUDENTS BILINGUALS

The article shows inner and outer conditions of the psychic development of the students bilinguals.
The author analyzed the mechanism of the formation and development of the perceptive elements in the
process of teaching bilinguals two languages. The author also presents pedagogical conditions under
which mental abilities of students bilinguals develop, and fi nds out means aiming at doing it in an ef-
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olution of the issue of developing

mental abilities of bilingual students
within academic and educational pro-
cess has a substantial theoretical and
practical value. Revealing conditions
for developing mental abilities is a key
to formation of a purposeful and effec-
tive pedagogical influence on learners.
The goal of our work is to identify a
complex of conditions directed at effec-
tive development of mental abilities of
bilingual students. According to the phi-
losopher E.V.Ilyenkov, conditions within
which a human being develops, define
the whole process of this development.
As he states, a teacher needs to identify
precisely the conditions which facilitate
to more effective mental development of
learners by restricting those conditions
inhibiting this development. Based on
that “intentionally setting pedagogical
situations which require a learner’s men-
tal ability and educate him by cutting off
all inhibiting factors and conditions. This
is, actually, a secret of the pedagogical
art” [1]. N.A.Mechinskaya states that
pedagogical conditions determine the
process of learning and development of
children’s mentality. According to the
scientist, pedagogical conditions provid-
ing mental development and represent-
ing controlling impact on learners on be-
half of the teacher are external conditions
related to a child’s mentality. External
pedagogical conditions represent sum-
mary characteristics of the physical and
psychological environment within which
a learning process takes place [2]. As for
the issue of developing thinking abilities
of learners, the given idea emphasizes
the need in a complex work-out of didac-
tic measures taking into consideration

learners’ specifics which ensure high
quality of knowledge and development
of general educational thinking abilities.
Dominating feature of bilingual students
is their ability to receive and reproduce
the information in two languages. Ex-
ternal conditions have different impact
on different learners, depending on how
a learner treats the material he needs to
receive, what learning experience he has,
on what level he can organize the new ex-
perience i.e. on what development level
his acquired skills to learn are. All these
represent internal conditions of learning
and psychological development. Con-
ditions for mental development called
external or internal, in our opinion, are
tightly linked and there is no clear dif-
ferentiation between them. Each external
condition is based on aspects of internal
conditions; internal conditions are real-
ized and can be revealed only through
created external conditions. Using the
experience acquired from interaction be-
tween external and internal environment
of the organism is defined as the most
important function of the brain. Genetic
specifics of brain mechanism of repre-
sentatives of a certain nationality are one
of the factors which influence develop-
ment of their thinking abilities. Each or-
ganism starting the life encounters a new
environment which is somehow different
from the environment in which previous
generations have lived. Genetic basis of
the brain functions provides only certain
possibilities for acquiring exact experi-
ence in a certain environment. According
to E.A. Umryukhin, what he person be-
comes in his life, his conscious and un-
conscious mentality are the result of the
interaction between genetic mechanisms

of the brain and exact conditions of the
environment [3]. From the perspectives
of the issue under study, we would like
to present learning as the process of ac-
quiring an experience in the academic
process which is reflected in the brain on
its interaction with external or internal
environment. Learning based on acquisi-
tion of the experience fixed in memory
traces is identified at every stage of the
organism’s life by possibilities related to
mature, genetically basic structures and
experience acquired earlier. In our opin-
ion, general conditions which provide
effective process of developing thinking
abilities of both bilingual and monolin-
gual students are:

1) content of education;

2) optimum choice of methods and
organizational forms of education match-
ing the set goal;

3) applying systems of problematic
and creative assignments, tasks and ques-
tions which ensure activation of cogita-
tive and speech activities of learners;

4) formation of learners’ positive
motivation of cogitative and speech ac-
tivities;

5) organizing collaboration between
the school and the family in solving the
stated issue. However, cognitive pro-
cess of bilingual students compared to
monolingual students has distinctive
features, and in this regard, requires
identification of additional conditions.
The process of interaction between two
language systems in the learning pro-
cess of a bilingual learner has its spe-
cific features. Design of the educational
process of a bilingual learner taking into
consideration these specifics is one of
the primary conditions of effective de-
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velopment of his thinking abilities. Let
us examine in detail the mechanism of
forming perceptual elements in a native
(first) language and the second — learning
language. Establishing the links in the
system of the first language chronologi-
cally precedes the system of the second
language. Learning connected with es-
tablishment of perceptual elements and
links between them in the system of the
first language, corresponds to a person’s
learning at his infantile age in the native
language. The basis of this learning (usu-
ally called as development) is made by
the genetically formed needs. Obtaining
results which satisty these primary needs
(calling things of first necessity) creates
perceptual elements and their chains at
the deepest stages of the first language
system which is similar to the formation
of the memory elements. Simultaneously
at the earliest age of the child learning
involves genetically founded informa-
tion and his first experience, first knowl-
edge. At the beginning of the learning
based on genetically founded structures
are formed some primary perceptual
elements which program an activity,
sensitivity of receptors for obtaining re-
produced intermediate results in the en-
vironment. Results, at least partially, can
be programmed genetically, and at first
they are defined by accidental character
of links between memory elements. Se-
lection of reinforced and fixed links is
defined in all situations by reproducibil-
ity of anticipated results. Thus, primary
formation of elements and links in the
first language system takes place slowly
by the “trial and error” method. Slow for-
mation of links is feasible because slow
learning is essential for safe extraction of
the information on probable features of
such environment and on those subjects,
phenomena, and events which repeat and
features of which are reproduced well.
To reflect such subjects, phenomena,
and events in the memory, they must be
repeated sufficient number of times in
a native language, against events, sub-
jects, and phenomena which are repeated
little or not repeated at all. The process
of forming perceptual elements corre-
sponding to natural, repeated features of
the environment is realized under the in-
fluence of two forces:

1) information, first experience, first
knowledge genetically placed in a child;

2) reality bearing the requirement to
assimilate actual new knowledge.

Final stage of the process of forming
perceptual elements in the system of a
native language creates an opportunity to
connect these elements with those of the
second language system. After that starts
arapid process of learning under the con-
ditions when the number of freedom lev-
els reduces significantly. Rapid learning
is caused by possibility to form rapidly
links in the system of the second lan-
guage. It, in its turn, is determined by the
fact that this system reflects enlarged, re-
produced and natural features of the en-
vironment which have already been em-
bodied as a result of repeated trials and
errors in complex perceptual elements of
the first language system. Further learn-
ing is substantially reduced to the forma-
tion of combination rules and combina-
tion of the acquired codes. Formation of
the structure in the brain which is similar
to the system of the second language can
be presented as a branch of hierarchical
system of the first language. Going from
the highest to the deepest levels the pro-
cess of forming complex perceptual ele-
ments can be isolated to units connected
with communicative needs and include
creation of memory units of deeper lev-
els. Thus, there occurs a “branching”
from the major hierarchical system of the
first language. The given “branching” of
perceptual elements creates the second
language system which does not have
deep communication need blocks at first
but which can appear consequently. For-
mation of multilevel perceptual elements
is the most difficult and important aspect
of the learning optimization approach
examined by us. While analyzing the
learning process which proceeds during
the formation of perceptual elements of
the first language, it is essential to take
into consideration the fact that a per-
ceptual element responding to a certain
stage result can at the same time belong
to various language systems. During
the process of establishing perceptual
elements in the learning process takes
place a selection of the most significant
features of the stage results which ensure
acquisition of the end result. Learning
can be accelerated significantly if per-
ceptual elements are created in advance
and only mastering new combinations of
these elements formed from new chains

are needed. One of the most important
differences of the second language sys-
tem is the possibility to form rapidly
and change conductivities of the links.
Such combinational «cogitative» activity
requires involvement of attention and,
therefore, is characterized by limited vol-
ume of elements included in it. Increase
in this volume results from connecting
the system of the first language to this
activity. Let us remind that the system
of the second language is a part of the
environment for the system of the first
language. Often repeating activity of ele-
ments of the second language system is
reflected in excitation of elements of the
first language system and creates in it ap-
propriate perceptual elements and links
between them. It enables automation of
the behavior formed at the beginning
by the second language system. And the
paths planned first consciously, are ful-
filled automatically and unconsciously.
Thus, there can be formed stereotypes
which match both behavior programs
and quite complex forms of thinking. The
system of the second language reproduc-
es function of intelligent use of language
and other human forms of reflection and
comprehension of the material and social
environment, related to development of
the civilization and public forms of life.
Therefore training based on established
structures of the second language system
is substantially caused by specific (spe-
cific techniques) forms of transferring
experience of human civilization to an
individual, i.e. existing educational sys-
tems, education and social communica-
tion. Training in the system of the first
language (in native language) continues
after the system of the second language
is formed. Primary training continues
after the second language system has
been formed and involved in the work.
Primary training is connected with the
formation of new perceptual elements
and their links in the first language sys-
tem, the elements which respond to new
paths of behavior in the external environ-
ment. Learning becomes effective when
success is achieved at the final stage and
the chain of elements corresponding to
intermediate results at the next level is
reinforced. Then achievement of each
of these intermediate results becomes
reinforcement for formation of memory
traces at a much higher level. Thus, the
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multi-level perceptual element corre-
sponding to achievement of important
stage result in a difficult skill is created.

Often initial stage of the training
passes without explicit realization, on an
unconscious and intuitive level.

Big and sometimes defining role in
formation of perceptual elements and hier-
archical structures of the first language sys-
tem is played by the process which is usu-
ally called as imitation. During imitation
a training process occurs by one person’s
observation and subsequent reproduction
of successful programs fulfilled by another
person. The given process can be presented
as a learner’s embodiment of images of
intermediate successful results formed dur-
ing perception of behavior programs which
come to an end with receiving the required
final result of another person. A learner’s
acquisition of intermediate results match-
ing the embodied images reinforces and
creates memory cells which give the final

outcome. Processes selected for the first
language system proceed unconsciously,
automatically, without monitoring the con-
sciousness. The second language system
outlines the processes which are often or
more often realized during communica-
tion or which can be easily realized by a
person who knows the language fluently.
Based on the held analysis of the process of
formation and development of perceptual
elements in the first and second languages
of bilingual learners, we can draw a con-
clusion that organization of bilingual edu-
cational process will facilitate to effective
development of thinking abilities of bilin-
gual learners provided it is organized in ac-
cordance with the stages highlighted by us:
1) initial stage — formation of per-
ceptual elements and their links in the
system of the first (native) language;
2) stage — formation of perceptual
elements and their links in the sys-

tem of the second (foreign) language,
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starting when the first language system
has been established significantly and a
transfer to the second language system
arises;

3) stage — formation of perceptual
elements and their links in the system of
the second language reflecting multiple
repeated paths of activity of the first lan-
guage system, automatic complex mental
operations.
