"I've always had a dream of being a men's basketball coach," stated Arryonia Davis-Grey,
Moberly Area's (MO) female student assistant coach. "lIt's a really unigue opportunity,"
added Georgia Grimes, also a female student assistant coach with Eastern Florida State.
"The idea of women coaching men makes so much sense to me, even if it doesn't make
sense to the rest of the world." Davis-Grey and Grimes found themselves on the sidelines
at the 2019 NJCAA DI Men's Basketball Championship after their respective teams earned
berths to 'The Tournament'. With detailed shot charts in hand and a voice in the huddle,
Davis-Grey and Crimes serve as valuable assets to two of the top men's basketball
coaching staffs in the nation.

Officiating crew set new precedent at DIl championship

Oftentimes forgotten in the sport of basketball is the role of the referee. Fifteen
basketball officials from California to Florida and everywhere in between had
been nominated to work the 2019 NJCAA DIl Women's Basketball Championship
and be a part of something that has never happened before, a complete
sisterhood of officiating.

Rose recently retired fromm UNC Charlotte after 43
years, including 28 as the university's athletic director.
