Program Description:  
Students are trained to perform in these areas of social work practice 

1. Micro services ï case work; individual, family, and group therapy ï social 
work is a premier provider of psychotherapy in the United States 

2. Mezzo services ï institutional and administrative work 
3. Macro services ï community work consisting of organizing, advocacy, and 

political action on behalf of the needy 
4. Finally, and probably most importantly, the social work profession 

integrates various professional interventions horizontally, e.g. medical, 
custodial, case work, insurance, rehabilitation, law enforcement, post-
discharge, etc. in the hospital environment; as well as hierarchal functions 
vertically, e.g. individual counseling, group work, program development, 
social policy impact in the case of such social problems as domestic 
violence or mental illness.
