During
the next four months he attended Submarine Chaser Training Center,
Miami, Florida, and Fire Fighting School and Damage Control School,
Philadelphia, Peonnsylvania. 1In November 1943 he joined the USS
EDWARD H, ALLEN (DE 531), and served throughout the remaining war
period as Executive Officer while that destroyer escort operated in
the Atlantic.
