Bion Barnett Bierer, Jr,, was born on July 2, 1905, in Cumberland,
Maryland, son of the late Captain Bion B, Bierer, USN, and Mrs, Bessie
Roberts Bierer, He attended Central High School and the Columbian
Preparatory School, Washington, D, C., before his appointment, at large,
to the U, S. Naval fcademy, Annapolis, Maryland, in 1922, Graduated
and commissioned Lnsign in the Supply Corps of the U, S, Navy, on Juné
%, 1925, he subsequently aettained the rank of Captain to date from

August 1, 1943,

Following graduation from the Naval Academy in 19256, he was assign-
¢d to the USS IDAHO as Assistant Supply Officer and in Sgptember 1920,
reported as Purchasing Officer at the Naval Supply Depot, San Diego,
California, From April 192G until Scptcecmbgor 1931, he had duty in
Washington, D, C,, scrving as Assistant Accounting Officer, under in-
struction and later Disbursing Officer at the Navy Yard, followed by
duty as Disbursing Officer and Commlssery Offilcer at the Naval lLir Sta-
tion, Anacostia,

Completing his Washington assignments, hc had three years! service
with various destroyecrs attached to the Scouting Force, after which he
returned to the United States and rcported in October 19374, as iAssist-
ant Supply Officcr at the Navy Yard, Portsmouth, New Hampshire, Be-
tween March 1937 and November 1939, he served as Disbursing and Com-
missary Officer, Officer in Charge of the Commissary Stors and Cashier
of the Bank of smerican Samoa at the Naval Station, Tutuila, Samoa, and
when relieved of that assigmment transferred to the Naval Supply Depot,
Norfolk, Virginia, as Assistant to the Supply Officer,

In September 1940, h¢ joincd the USS QUINCY, as Supply Officer and
continued to serve aboard that vesscl until August 9, 1942, when she
was sunk during the action off Savo Island, After threc months' duty
on the staff of the Commander South Pacific, he transferred in November
1942, to the staff of Commander Scrvicc Squadron, Pacific Fleet, as
Senior .ssistant Supply Officer.

From March 1944 until November 1945, hc was Officer in Charge of
the Stock Control Branch and later Officer in Charge of the Stock Di-
vision, Bureau of Supplliecs and ficcounts, Navy Department, Washington,
D. C., and was subsequently ordecred to the Naval Supply Depot, Balboa,
Canal Zonc, assuming the duties of Supply Officer in Command of that
depot, In November 1946, he reported as Distriet Supply Officewr
Fifteenth Naval District, with headquarters at Fort imador, Canai done,
and remained in that capacity until June 1948, when he became Ixccu-
tive Officer at thc Naval Supply Depot, Norfolk, Virginia, In March
1950, he transferred in a similar capacity, to the Naval Supply Depot,
Mechanicsburg, Pennsylvania,
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Captain Bierer has the American Defense Scrvice Medal, Fleet Clasp
(USS QUINCY):; the American Campaign Medal; the European-African-Middle
Eastern Campaign Medal; the Asiatic-Pacific Campaign Medal with one
star; and the World Var II Victory Medal.
