REAR ADMIRAL HERBERT H. ANDERSON, UNITED STATES NAVY, RETIRED

Herbert Henry Anderson was born in Campbell, New York, on November
21, 1918, son of Walter and Grace M, (Axtell) Anderson. He attended
Savona (New York) High School and Bucknell University, Lewisburg,
Pennsylvania (1936-1937), prior to entering the U, S. Naval Academy,
Annapolis, Maryland, on appointment from his native state in 1937.
Graduated and commissioned Ensign on February 7, 1941l (course of instru-
ction reduced to three years and eight months due to the National Emer-
gency), he subsquently advanced in rank to that of Rear Admiral, to date

from July 1, 1967.

Following graduation from the Navael Academy 1n 1941, he joined the
USS LEXINGTON (CV-2) and was on board that aireraft carrier when the
United States entered World War II., During the Battle of the Coral Sea
(May L4-8), the LEXINGTON was damaged to such an extent by torpedo hits
from Japanese aircraft, that the USS PHELPS was ordered to sink her,
Ordered to the USS DAVISON (DD-618), he had duty as Gunnery Officer and
Executive Officer on board that destroyer until October 194k, after
which he served as Executive Officer of the USS ROEERT K, HUNTINGTON
(DD-781). In January 1946 he assumed command of the USS GEORGE E. DAVIS
(DE-357), and from June 1946 until July 1947 was Commanding Officer of

the USS GEORGE (DD-697).

In August 1947 he reported as an Instructor in Engineering and
Navigation at the Naval Reserve Officers Training Corps Units, Columbia
University, New York City, where he remained urtil June 1949. He next
served as Flag Secretary to Commander SIXTH Fleet ané in December 1949

became Flag Lieutenant and Personal Aide to the Chlef of Naval Operatiocns,

Navy Department, Washington, D. C. From Septet rer 1951 until June 1953
he attended the Graduate School of Businesss raalnistration, Harvard
University, Boston, Massachusetts, from which he received the degree of
Master of Business Administration,

During the period August 1953 to April 1955 he commanded the USS
ZELLARS (DD-777), after which he served until July 1957 as Lieutenant
"Assignment Officer in the Bureau of Naval Personnel, Navy Department.
Following instruction at the Natiocnal War College, Washington, D, C.,
he reported in August 1958 as Executive Officer of the USS ST. PAUL
(CA-T3) and in August 1959 was detached for duty as Assistant Director,
later Director, of the Navy Management School at the Naval Postgraduate
School, Monterey, California.

In November 1962 he reported as Prospective Commanding Officer of
the USS HALSEY, building at the San Franecisco (California) Naval Ship-
yard, and assumed commend of that frigate upon her commissioning, July
20, 1963. In October 1964 he beceme Commander Destroyer Squadron SEVEN-
TEEN and for outstanding service in that capacity was awarded the Navy
Commendation Medal, The citation follows in part:
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" ..As Commander of a special patrol team of destroyers and sup-
porting aircraft, formed for the purpose of possible employment in
the Tonkin Gulf, Captain Anderson planned, organized and carried out
a comprehensive training program which resulted in the development of
highly advanced techniques for use by combined sea and eir forces to
detect, identify and, if necessary, destroy smaell, high-speed, surface
cratt.ce 3 :

In December 1965 he reported as Director of the Program Change
Control Division, Office of the Chief of Naval Operations, Nevy De~
partment. "For meritorious service from December 1, 1965. through
February 28, 1967 as Director, Program Change Control Division and
as Deputy Director, Navy Department Program Information Center in the
Office of the Chief of Naval Operations...(and) Director of the Chief
of Naval Operations' Resource Management Study Group..." he was swarded
a Gold Star in lieu of the Second Navy Commendation Medal,

In March 1967 he became Assistant Chief of the Bureau of Naval
Persommel for Education and Training, Navy Department, and "for ex=
ceptionally meritorious service from March 1967 to April 1969..."
in that capacity was awarded the Legion of Merit. The citation con-
tinues in part:

" ..Rear Admiral Anderson's professionalism, originality, and per=-
severance have resulted in significant contributions to the Navy's educa-
tion and training efforts in such innovations as programmed instruction,
computer-assisted instruction; expansion of television instruction; the
establishment of major training activities at Orlando, Florida, and San
Diego, California; and a comprehensive far-reaching revision of the Naval
Science currficula provided by the Naval Reserve Officers Training Corps
program in civilian universities..."

In April 1969 he reported as Commander Cruiser-Destroyer Flotilla
ELEVEN and "for exceptionally meritorious service,..as Commander Cruiser-
Destroyer Flotilla ELEVEN and Commander Task Group 70.8..." he was awarded
e Gold Star in lieu of the Second Legion of Merit. The citation further
states in part: '"Responsible for the planning and prosecution of surface
warfare in the Western Pacific, Rear Admiral Anderson exerted great per=
sonal effort toward maintaining the highest level of combat readiness and
effectiveness, while faced with reduced force levels and increased com-
mitments..."

, In March 1970 he became Commander South Atlantic Force and a&s such
participated in Unitas XI, a combined naval training operation involving
the United States and the Major meritime nations of South America. The
United States task group, under his command, cirecled the South American
continent, steaming 25,000 miles in one hundred and twenty-two days and
visited twenty ports in six countries, In that assignment, he also
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served as Cc. mander Task Force EIGHTY-SIX. - vas awarded a Gold Star
in lieu of the Third Legion of Merit and cited, in part, as follows:

", ..Displaying outstanding leadershiy, plenning and managerial abllitles,
(he) effectively exercised operational control oveassigned ships and
units, provided superior logistic support to forces operating within

his area of responsibility and coordinated with other unified co.manders
in the area intelligence matters of vital interest to the U. S Atlantic

Fleet..."

In April 1971 he reported as Direc'bor of Policy Plans and National
Security Council Affairs, Office of the Assistant Secretary of. Defense
(International Security Affairs), Washington, D, C, "For exceptionally
meritorious service...from April 1971 to April 1973..." he was awarded
the Distinguished Service Medal. The citation continues in part:
"Playing a significant role in the development of most of the major
policies formulated within ISA during this period, Rear Admiral Anderson
served as a principal advisor in matters relating to politico-military
studies, policy coordination, evaluation of long-term U, S. security :
objectives and concepts for regional defense in the international secu- . .
rity area..." In May 1973 he was assigned to the Office of the Chief *
of Naval Operations, Navy Department, where he remained until relieved
of active duty pending his retirement, effective June 1, that year,

In addition to the Distinguished Service Medal, the Legion of Merit
with two Gold Stars and the Navy Commendation Medal with Gold Star, .Rear .
Admiral Anderson has the American Defense Service Medal; American Campa.ign
Medal; Asiatic-Pacific Campaign Medal with three stars; European-African-

Middle Eastern Carpaign Medal with three stars; World War: II Vietory Medal;: .,

Nevy Occupation Selvice Medal, Asia and Europe Clasps; China Service Medal;
National Defense { :rviee Meda.l with bronze star; and the Vietnam Service
Medal., He has a.s) been awarded the Order of Merit, Degree of Officer,
from the Government of Brazil and the Republic of Vietnam Campaign Medal
with Device.

He is a member of the Academy of Management.
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
