william 0. Foulkes was born in Oukland, Cellfornia, on October 16,
1917. He reeeived the degree of Bachelor of Selence from the Universdity
of California at Berkeley and prior to entering navsl service was Field
Service Engineer for North American Aviation (1940w19L44), He was conmiss
sloned Ensign, Supply Corps, U, S, Naval Reserve on April 18, 194k and
subsequently advanced in rank te thet of Commsnder, to date from August 1,
é959,)2aving transferred from the Naval Reserve to Regulsr Navy on August

s 1946, :

After recelving his commlssion in 194k, he had training at the Naval
Supply Corps School, Hervard University, Cambridge, Massachusetts, untll
Ostober of that yesr, after which he had further Instruction et the Naval
Alr Btatlon, Jacksonvilie, Florida, In December 194l he reported as
Stock Control Cfficer at the Naval Supply Depot, Okinawa, which was charged
with the support of the U, S, Marines in Chine, In April 1946 he joined
the Staff of Commender Naval Alr Bases, Fourteenth Naval Pistrict, with
headquarters at the Naval Alr Statlon, Barbers Point, Oahuy Territory of
Hawall, as Stock Supply Offiger snd as such was engaged In the support
. of fifteen alr statlons in the Paclflc area,

Returning to the Unlted States, he was assigned in June 1947 to the
Aviation Supply Office Philadelphis, Pennsylvanis., There he piloneered In
the development. of; provisiening concepts and wrote an illustreted catoleg
of specifications, which is now in use, on most aviation commodities.

For the latter accomplishment he was commended by the Chiefs of the Bureau
of Aeronautics and Bureau of Supplies and Accounts, In October 1850 he
reported as Supply Officer on board the USS. SUISUN, which was engaged im
the Korean support of seaplane squadrons at adveanged bases. TIn Mey 1952
he was detached from that seaplane tender for duty in comnection with '
supply mansgement 1n the Bureau of Supplies and Accounts, Navy Departmenty
Washington, D, C,, where he rewsined until June 195k,

Ordered te Jawkunl, Japan, he assisted in the commissioning of
the Naval Alr Station there bnd served as Supply Offiecer of that facility
fer two years., During thet time 1t beeame the largest alr agtivity in
the Paeifiec Ocean Avea, In August 1956 he reported as Staff Supply Of=
Ticer on the Staff of Commender Fleet Alr, Alameds, with headquarters at
the Naval Alr Stetion, Alameda, California, and from April 1959 to July
1961 was Catelog Director at the Military Industrial Supply Ageney (a
new defense single management agency), Philadelphia, Pemnsylvania. He
next had instruction in menagement and science at the Naval Postgraduate
School, Monterey, California, from which he received the degree of Master
of Bcilence. He was ordered in February 1962 to the USS XEARSARGH and.
served in that sireraft carrier until ordered detached in September 1964
for duty in the Bureau of Naval Weapons, Navy Department.,
