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FOREWORD 

Wirh a feeling of trepidarion in their hearrs and rhe admonishing words "You'll Be Sorry" ringing 
in their ears, the majoriry of the members of the 26th Batcalion reported ro Camp Allen, Va., for acrive 
dury in August, 1942. Then followed a heccic month of "Booe" training which included almost daily "shots" 
for immunization against disease. The barcalion was formed in September and in charge of ics officers 
moved successively co Camp Bradford, Va., Advance Base Depoe, Gulfport, Miss., and Camp Rousseau, 
Pore Hueneme, Calif., for additional advance uaioing. 

Fond farewells having been said, the battalion embarked and sailed, destination unknown. Along with 
ocher unics rhac were aboard, the 26th disembarked at Noumea, New Caledonia, for a scay of very shore 
duracion. Loading aboard another transporc, the unit proceeded to and disembarked at Guadalcanal and 
Tulagi, British Solomon Islands, lace in December, 1942. 

The 26th Battalion ended ics scay in the Solomons nearly one year later and completed ics mur of 
foreign dury upon reaching the shores of the United Scates December 31, 1943. 



INTRODUCTION 

Herein is briefly covered the period from active dury status on August 20, 1942, through the Battalion's 
training program, embarkation oveC"seas and the tour of duty in the Solomons until its return to the United 
Stares December 31, 1943. 

A summary such as chis may state only the simple faces relating to the urgent organization of trained 
construction men for service during a critical era in our country's history. Military security forbids the 
publication of all the facts; however, some idea of how well the men of the 26th did their job can be gained 
by read ing between rhe hoes and studying the· pictures presented.

In complinnce with orders to active duty, illl hands arrived at Camp Allco, Va., on or about i\ugusc 20, L9-i2, to 

begin .. Boot" m1ining. The Banalion was forml"<I Sepcember 18, 1942, und landed on Guadalctnal and Tulagi, British 
Solomon [slands, December 26, 1942. 

Thus the rransicion from civilian life IO forward area, rombac dutj•, was accomplished io a period of one hundred 
and twenry·scven days. 

[o che fir:;r offensive operations of Unit<.-d Scaces ccoops in World War U, Marines Jandl-d on Guadak-Jnal and 
Tulagi Aui;usc 7, 1942. Tulagl, capirn l of the British Solomon Jslands, was subdued in a mimer of days. Gundalrnnal, 
ninety miles long, thirty miles wide, infested with Japanese and mosquiroes,.covered moscly with drink jungle M d knee­
deep mud, prnvidcd the worst battleground to be found anywhere in tbc Pacific. The light itself is history. By the time 
che 26ch auived, the J:ips had been deared from che vicinity of Lung-J Point, including Henderson Pie.Id. This area was 
bounded on the west by the Mamnikau River, on che c-asc b)' che liu River and varied from a few hun<lr<'<I to a few 
thousand yards from 1he l:x:ach. Koli Poim was also occupied bi• American forces and che coa.sml plain becwetn Lunga 
and Koli was COl'crcd by our paccols. Pigh1ing was acrivc especially ro the Wt'SC of Henderson Field and che ~fnmnikau 
where rhe Japanese were well eocrend1ed and offered srubbocn resismnce. Tn addirion to occasional snipers, chere were 
che regular nighdj• visiis of 'Washing ~Machine Charity" and "Pistol Pe1e" would cue loose wirh his licld gun from che 
hills whenever opportunity offered 

In December, General Patch reliev<i<l General Vanderl,>rifr nnd shortl y chereafcer, using combined Acmy a nd 
Marine forces, Stnrwd the drive w hich pushed the Jnps from rbc islnnd, This drive was completed [lebrunry 1 I, ·1943, 
\vbeo all organiiecl resismnce ceased. 

The 261h Conscruction Uanalioo, twenty-seven officers and nine hundrt-<I sixry-eigbt men s1tong, went ashore che 
day after Chriscmns 1942 to relieve cbe 6th llarmlion. Comp<1ny "D .. was assigned 10 relieve one company of rhe 6 rh at 
Tulagi across the channel. A large scevc..Jore dc1ail was immediately formed and began 1he rask of bringing ashore on 
Guadalcanal the vi1ally needed a,•iacion gasoline aboard an accompanying ship .

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The Battalion esmblisbed irs camp on che 6 th B:t[talion's camp site jusc north of Henderson Ficld. AU nctivicies of 
the 6th were taken over immediate ly nfccr landing. All hands were needed on l>rojc-ccs ncccssaty for driving the Japanc-se 
from the islnncl. Ltving conclicions were primitive in rhe urmost. Cf)ow was prepared i11 an abandoned Jap galley. The 
only impro~emen.t made ar this time was a six-uqit shower in che conscructicm of which empty gasoline ~rums were used. 
This being the rainy season, rhe camp area remained a conscanc m ud bog whi le fox-hok'S became natural water ho les. 
Mosquito control had only begun ond of all che prevalem<liseases, malaria rook, by for, rhcgrt'llcesuoll of men. Evacuations 
dccimatt>d rhe B:malion rapidly those fi rst few months. In March. living condirions were greatly improved when die 
Barmlion moved co a new camp area. Lace in September, a n open-air rhearrc comprising a smgc with moving picture 
scrL'Cn and coconuc logs for seats was ready for operation. A schedule of stage entertainmen ts plus latest av:Ulable motion 
pieturt'S provided needed celaxation. 

As die Bactalion's work progress<.'<I on Tufagi and Guadalcanal, decad1ments of men were sent 10 Nugu, Malaira, 
and Munda in che New Georgia group ro carry ouc furthec assignments. 

.By August. Company " D" had completed all its projeru o n Tulngi and in large groups moved to Guadalcanal and 
rcjoi nt>d the rt'St of the Battalion. 

Long and loud was cbe cheering when, in the last week of November. olliciu l orders were received affecting rhe 
crnnsfer of the 26ch co chc United Sr.ues. A Senbt'C Maintenance <Lnit arriye<I and cook over the vnrious work projecrs. 
There were no scragglers when rhe order was given ro embark on December l I th. The Jong sea journey began the 
following morning and no regrets were expressed when rbe Solomon lslancls faded away in che dismnce. The cransporr 
docked at n west coast pore on December 31. l943, and al l hands wert: Stationed at Camp Parks nearby. Tben followed 
cl1e Jong awaired reward for a job well done-rhircy days leave-HOME AT LAST.

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AIR RAIDS 
The Bacrnlion underwcnr ics fuse uir-rnid during che d1ird night afwr landing. Tbe Japs had builr Munda Airfield 

on the Nc:w Gcorgin Islands, 185 rniles frorn Henderson field. Tbey also had a seaplane base in ope:rndon at Santa 
Isabella Jslaad jusr fifcy miles away. ln addition, our insrallations were wichin t-asy bombing range of rheir southern 
Boug;iinville air bo.ses abour450 miles co rhe north. Their daylight air :ucncks invariably 1esul1ed in disasccr for them and 
we.re very seldom auempced afrer our fine two months. 11'<.>y seldom missed :rn opporruaity for nighr bombing attacks 
at the Henderson Field area, especially the nights during the full of the moon. The month of Januar)' was especially 
severe as evidenced by cht: recording o( 45 :i leris lasting 5 7 hours, 35 rninm,-s, and resulting io 17 actual bombings. The 
following is a summary of air-raid darn for the 35 0-clay cour of duty on c.hc island as verified br G 2 of chc XTV U. S.

(Name) , with complete 
disregard for his own safety, went aboard the 
burning craft after it had been abandoned and 
by determined and courageous action was able to 
materially assist in bringing the fire under 
control. Despite the intense heat and 
continuous explosions he persisted in his 
efforts and as a result the vessel was saved 
from total destruction. His conduct was in 
keeping with the highest traditions of the 
United States Naval Service.•
