Looking around, we found that the prospects
of Camp Thomas held great interest for us. Gate
2 was just so many yards closer to Providence,
Rhode Island, than was Endicott's Gate 5. and
Stateside liberty was the prime concern off all,

The area in which we drew to live, tagged "Z"

by some alphabetically minded genius, needed
sprucing up and we felt we were just the outfit
that could do it. In just a few short weeks we had
made ourselves comfortable, with quarters lo-
cated just across from the Recreation Hall—well

within easy reach of what the Navy had to offer.



These pleasures included movies and stage shows,
a well-equipped gymnasium, one of the country's
largest indoor swimming pools, a spacious bowl-
ing alley, billiard room and cafeteria. The last
became the scene of many meetings, both seri-
ous and sentimental in aspect. Those morning
cups of coffee, doughnuts, franks and cokes, as
well as ice cream sodas and sundaes will remain
one of Thomas' fonder memories. On the necessi-
ties side of life was an ample ship's service, with
it's attendant facilities of barbers, tailors, watch-
makers and the most convenient telephone center

it had been our pleasure to patronize... The
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Hall of Plaques in the Rec Building fascinated
more than one pair of eyes and many a neck
craned at the symbols of the various battalions,
maintenance units, detachments, etc., which had
been fashioned to present to the awed neophyte,
his family and friends who milled in and out of
the place, a glowing tribute of past efforts over a
vast globe.

There were indeed influences at Thomas. Pow-
erful ones, too. We really began for the first fime
to get into the rut of stateside duty—the mad
dash in the afternoons for liberty cards—wedg-

ing space on already crowded busses and the




long roll over the highway to the central distri-

bution point of Providence. It was from here that
men reached out into every nook and cranny of
the Eastern states, for most of the battalion found
they could easily make it home. For those who
were not quite so fortunate there will always be
the memory of Weybosset Street, Journal Can-
teen, Roger Williams' and Crescent Park, side
trips to Narragansett and Woonsocket, Taunton
and up to Boston. It was here the "Rebels" looked
in vain for beans and wound up amazed at Scol-
lay Square. Yes, Thomas was a great liberty spot,
and we're sure every mate prefers to tell his own
story.

There was another strong influence at Camp
Thomas. It came in the form of about 250 Sea-

men replacements who arrived in a dither of

excitement and trepidation. Their arrival gave us
the feeling that the "original 30th" were indeed
veterans of the service. After a few upsetting
days of billeting and re-billeting, they were among
us. To say the least that feeling of being apart as
"original” battalion members soon passed, for
these men presaged a long line of men who were
to come and go before our history gained its
finis—men who soon became vital to the heart of
a great outfit.

Since we're on the subject of influences, we
can never forget the power exerted upon us by
that square blob of asphalt. lts gaping immensity
was not easy to pass up, so before long practice
schedules were laid out and irreqular lines of
marching men began the task of brightly brush-

ing up on the proper execution of "Right Flank,"
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"Column Right," "Rip—HARCH!" and the
seemingly endless commands barked in rehearsal
for the big event. Came the day. Victory
rifles dripped oil, whites glistened in a merciless
sun and a thousand men impatiently waited until
the notables arrived. Company commanders—
portraits in spit 'n polish—nervously inspected
their units—to find more than one errant boot-
string flapping in the breeze. Presently the staff
officers took their places and we snapped out of
a maze of orderly confusion at the command
"Battalion Attention!" It was left foot first to
martial airs as we followed our gay flags for the
inevitable "Pass in Review."

To the right of the drill field we marched until
an oblique movement took us onto the asphalt
strip. It was "Forward March" to our designated
positions. Some feet minced hesitatingly, as we
dared not lower our eyes fo see if everything was
all right. There was a distinct feeling of relief and
accomplishment as each company pulled up fo a
halt in it's proper spot. ""Parade Rest" provided a
welcome respite as the band pompously circled
the field. Our rest proved short indeed, for then
came the company commander's terse "Atten-
tion" as our ranks were inspected by the officiat-
ing gold ... Commander Geiger's booming "'Pass

in Review" served as a starting signal for the

band, which split the air with a spirited march to
lull our “hut-two three" into a sense of security.
"Eyes Right'—and we looked right through the
assembled dignitaries, with a silent prayer that
each man was in step, each interval correct, each
arm swinging just right, that we would meet ap-
proval. Then it was all over. Rifles, belts and
bayonets were returned to the armory. Compa-
nies assembled for the march back to the bar-
racks, and we were not unlike a charging steed
of old, biting at the rein of authority in our anxi-
ety to bolt for liberty!

We were a construction battalion and our
present billet stateside was no excuse for forget-

ting the fact. We must admit, however, the as-

signed projects at this particular time were
about what you'd expect, but it was work just the
same—work that had its own integral part in the

pattern for victory. Inasmuch as these activities

are described more fully elsewhere in this volume,
perhaps only a brief mention is necessary here.
"Geiger's Tigers" found themselves detailed to
Transportation and served nobly assisting the

camp system to operate efficiently, twisting

and gquiding the busses, trucks, jeeps and other

wheeled vehicles through the maze of ABD,
Camp Thomas and environs. Camp maintenance
details consumed a goodly portion of manpower
and our mechanics labored in the grime and

grit of the all-important Proving Grounds—test

tube of total war.
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Qur gandy dancers were on the ball mingling

the ring of hammer against stubborn spike and
the acrid fumes of creosote under hot glistening
strips of steel that forged another artery to carry
the lite blood of a nation at war. Soil stabilization
experiments found us mixing various elements
with the earth, learning the 'know-how' of "Can
Do" in the task of building better roads, air strips,
etc. We understand some of the men so assigned
later transferred to the galley. To the uninitiated,
the symbol HE stands for nothing—but to a con-
struction man it means heavy equipment—it

means spooning the earth, slicing land, levelling
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hills and making hills, paring the earth to the
grades of man. And at Thomas, these amazons of
accomplishment snorted through many tedious
hours of just such activity. Our men, skilled in the
arts of square and compass, were everywhere.
Buildings of all shapes and sizes rose from out of
nowhere. Hammers banged out boardwalks,
fences and crates. The exquisite, if we may use
the word, terrace of the memorable guest house
stands in mute tribute to our brief presence, and
these same stonemasons conquered such other

tasks as construction of manholes and sorely

needed walkways.
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To many, the most poignant memory of work
at Camp Thomas began the morning we received
orders to furnish a hefty detail of men for duty
at Advance Base Depot, Davisville. We were des-
tined to be strike breakers, so off we trooped
into the confines of this vital supply depot and it
wasn't long before our boys were straining at the
job of crating and uncrating items that were to
spell the difference in victory. Pondering over
this mountain of material we realized, possibly
for the first time, the full impact of the word
"achievement." For a few brief days we were to
feel the surge of satisfaction, for through our
efforts these tools of conquest—needed over the
face of the globe—were speeded on their way.

Along about here, scuttlebutt, that crown
prince of unintentional prevarication, reared its

ugly head...rumors began to fly, but through

it all the 30th went serenely on its way. What
cared we of the possibility that ours was soon to
be an overseas home? Yet, in spite of our utter
satisfaction with things as they were, some were
prone to relate their reasons for retaining the

rich flavor of the mighty state of Rhode Island,

where and when gave way to a mighty barrage
of notices. At first they were rather non-com-
mital, but before long began to blossom into un-
mistakable evidence that our ten-day leave was
soon coming up.

On July 2Ist, 1944, Company streets were
crowded before dawn had rubbed her sleepy
eyes, for this was the day! By 0700 we were to
be squared away, with excess gear stowed for
the "duration of delirium" and out for muster,
then the short march to a waiting train that
snored on a siding. A typical New England rainy
day served to sharpen our appetites for home.

To say Area Z shut up shop for those brief days

would not be so, for left behind were some 60

men, the majority of whom lived on the west

coast. Their's was the task of playing housekeeper
until we returned. Some few went to work as
Mess Cooks for the 49th Battalion to pay for
their meals as it were, while the remainder just
went to work. On August Ist, the first groups
began to stagger back with glowing tales of how
it felt to hob-nob with the civilians. Shall we say
their stories will live long in infamy? This process
of re-assembling took another two or three days,
for some were granted a few hours of traveling
time. Soon it was all over and it wasn't but a few
days until everyone had more or less settled into
a lethargy of waiting and wondering.

The shindigs enjoyed at Camp Thomas were






many and varied, but the one that burned itself
into our memories was the "topper'" of them all.
Near the Main Gate was the Howard-Johnson
Cafeteria, normally used by the civilian em-
ployees of ABD. This was the scene of our fare-
well party. We knew by now that departing was
a sweet sorrow of only a day or so away, and
this was to be our gesture of goodbye to Rhode
Island. Gay decorations gave way to an even
gayer mood as we greeted many newly acquired
old friends from the "Rhodies'" organization and
other patient groups. The galley genii provided
the requisites in "horror d'ceuvres," while on

deck the Caribees blossomed in full array to
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provide such scintillating strains as caused, alter-

nately, the rafters to shake and couples to saun-
ter into the cool of evening for a breath of fresh
air and other arrangements.

The day finally arrived. Men lolled in the sun
—sought the meager shade and sat on ditty
bags packed with immediate necessities—neces-
sities that included as many cigarets and candy
bars as we could cram into the confines of our
gear and still leave room for a few changes of
clothing. Seabags and duffle bags had long since
been loaded into freight cars which would move
along with us on our westward trek. Men were

divided into sections, given explicit directions,
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which everyone promptly forgot, and settled
down to wait...wait...wait and watch as the
formations trudged off the drill field . .. wait and
watch as the band led first one section, then an-
other, for the extended march could not have
been executed without the band. There was a
stirring air—bags were shouldered and a weird
procession, burdened with luggage, toiled its way
in the extreme heat of the hour to a steaming
monster waiting to haul this human cargo some
3,500 miles across the continent. It was drudgery

—but not without its lighter moments. An occa-

sional workman, reprieved by the Gods of War,

bid us "so long" with the usual good-natured
greeting. We caught ourselves wondering how it
would be to change places with him and what
we'd think as we watched men shoving off. Such
mental meanderings were brought up short by an
errant load that had shifted on our shoulder and
our thoughts rapidly changed to places we much
preferred to be going.

At the station the women of the Red Cross
graciously moved through the ranks distributing
cold drinks and doughnuts, armed with a pleasant
smile and just the right choice of words for the

occasion. Soon it would be "all aboard," but not




before the Chaplain magnificently fused our pur-
pose with a prayer that Almighty God would
grant guidance unto our destiny.

There were Pullmans for most, but a few gazed
in great, fearful awe at the cattle cars delicately

titled troop sleepers—and the realization that

this was to be home for a period of about 5
days and nights served fo twist many smiles of
satisfied anxiety into grim lines of utter despair
...we were defeated...hope was gone...all
was lost. Such self pity lasted but the briefest of
moments, for no sconer had the rails began to
groan in protest as steel circles impatiently bore
down than there began a lively session of choos-
ing bunks. Some groups decided in favor of alter-
nate occupancy—the man on the bottom bunk,
figuring closely, would work his way up to the
top bunk and the west coast at about the same
time—figuring closely! Other groups decided to
stay put for the entire frip. Still other groups

just didn't care and wondered what time chow




began. So it was with 3 sections making up the

30th Horace Greeley Special—each, however,
was destined to take a slightly different route
across the face of our great country, with the
first section arriving last and the last section
arriving first. Slow and arduous it was at first as
we backed out of the yards at Camp Thomas
onto the mainline. The last person we waved
goodbye to was a uniformed guard at the spur
gate—her own sons were "over there."

In a matter of moments the train was "ballin’
the jack' through the New England countryside
towards New York and men commenced to make
themselves as comfortable as possible under the

circumstances—circumstances that must be en-
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dured for the greater portion of a full week, for
California was a long way off. One was reminded
of a carnival peep show as the mates squirmed
out of undress blues into the more relaxing
greens. Bags were lashed to bunk rails, sneakers
and other ingenious forms of footgear replaced
the dress shoes, while as if by magic, cards and
chips appeared to help while away the hours.
Window positions remained at a premium. The
heat brought out not a few squawks and many
were the voices choked into silence by coal dust.
Some haggled with porters, managed hot coffee
at just the right hours, saw the bet and raised it
two, topped a king and bluffed a flush, gave up

in disgust fo gaze absently and unthinkingly count



the telegraph poles that sped by.

At the big stops there was popcorn, apples,
oranges and sandwiches, laughingly offered by a
variety of service organizations from coast to
coast. There was the familiar idling on a siding as
we paused to let a "'pay train'' zoom ahead amid
the din of wolf calls and cries of "darling" and
such. There was the usual early morning rush of
100 men and a washbowl, the first, one and only
tour of inspection. Once in awhile they even
pulled a muster. Chow time was a great time,
for not only did it mean the enjoyment of the
excellently prepared meals, but it meant a
change, if only for a few cars and back. The lines

were long—but what's Navy chow without a line?

Some sections were more fortunate than others,
they were permitted off for brief exercise pe-
riods. There were arguments, friendly to be sure,
but the kind that waxed hot and cold, then finally
petered out in preference for the yarn being
spun by one of our garrulous gobs. All these and
more things served to eat up the days until some-
one noticed the coming of dusk. Lights went on
and the evenings were with us. Soon the Pullman
Company's 'finest'’ came in to turn down our
sacks, bring in the linens and tuck us in for the
night. So it was—New York—Pittsburgh—Chi-
cago—Omaha—Cheyenne—Salt Lake City and

Reno—down from the high Sierras and onto the

floor of San Joaquin Valley . ..
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Qur introduction to the fabulous land of Cal-

ifornia was an impressive one—piling out of the
troop train, with the very gravel echoing an in-
quisitive timidity—an attitude that was sharply
snapped by a muster preceding our hike through
the spiked gate and roomy quarters at Camp
Parks, Shoemaker, California. Roomy was the
word, for who can forget the "all-out-of-doors"
feeling after the cramped conditions of our cross-
country trek? These barracks were huge and spa-
cious, double-decker affairs constructed of rough
timber and stained the natural deep brown of the
hills which surrounded the camp. Built-in heads
were a convenience we dared not dream of, but

here they actually existed, complete with laundry
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facilities—all indoors—all a fact quite hard to
believe, Camp Parks was primarily designed as a
rest area for returning outfits from overseas duty,
but the influx of westward, still westward bound
'Bees had reduced all this to a minimum, and
Parks operated in full efficiency as a Replace-
ment Center for Construction Battalions—a sort
of last breath before plunging into the Pacific
adventure.

Probably the most vivid memory of our early
days in California is the regulation which re-
quired every battalion to muster itself in the
early morning and hie onto the ominous slab of
space lovingly remembered as the drill field.
Away we'd march, in a patriotic fervor that
brought us up just a bit to the portside of the
bridge—or left of the Administration Building.
Here we stood at Parade Rest until the band
played those beloved strains that lifted Old
Glory to her proud pinnacle. We shall never for-
get the morning our battalion found itself quite
sufficiently bottled up by other equally puzzled
participants at Colors. We had inadvertently
formed a perfect square of our ranks, and no one
was quite sure of the key to the puzle. The
answer turned out to be rather simple. We
merely stood in the way until all the rest had

stumbled around us and off the field. After that



it was easy to get back home.

Other memories of Camp Parks are wrapped
around hazy recollections of an efficient Ship's
Service, the resplendent Officer's Club, the En-
listed Men's Guest House and a telegraph office
that really got a workout. There were a lot of
hasty trips to the transportation office and ex-
pectant inquiries into the servicemen's rate to
the East Coast—little we knew then how many
were to be the months before that return, and
even then that it would be a one-way ticket at
Uncle Sam's expense. The "tailor-mades” re-
ceived one of their infrequent jolts at Camp

Parks. It was the first and only liberty. Disqusted

indeed were the mates who were turned back at
the gate because their uniforms weren't of Gl
vintage. But it took them only a few minutes to
promote another jumper and neckerchief and be
on their way with the crowds that were bent on
pleasure at Oakland or San Francisco—fabulous
'Frisco, with its Golden Gate Bridge, Market

Street and Chinatown. These, and many others,






were the spots investigated with due 30th thor-
oughness. At Camp Parks, too, was the prepara-
tion completed which enabled the west coast
residents to begin their long-awaited |0-day
leaves. Not only did this prove good news for
those concerned, but for the entire battalion as

well, for it only took a few moments for the news

to get around that men going on leave were to
report back to Port Hueneme, California—that
was good. |t meant only one thing—and that
word blazed in foot high letters across the path
of imagination—HOLLYWOOD!

The first section of the westward trip had been

in Camp Parks less than a week when orders shot




forth to climb aboard another troop train for the

short ride down the coast of California from San
Francisco to Port Hueneme. We knew the trip
would be a short one, for day coaches were wait-
ing. Short and sweet it was, for the early morn-
ing hours of the day following our "all aboard"
activities found the train whisking along the
western edge of America, where the mountains
dipped into the cool Pacific. A placid scene it
was, broken by a stark reality of iron tentacles
jutting out beyond the breakers to suck the
ocean's oil into a supply that helped spell vie-
tory. Dusty coaches crammed with sleepy Sea-
bees soon snaked their way in reverse amid the

mountains of supply that was Advance Base De-
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pot, Port Hueneme, California. Here, we thought,
were all the Seabees in the world, for this seemed
their headquarters. Alighting from the train
meant the usual muster and march—this time to
an area named Camp Rousseau. Our barracks
were low-slung frame structures, built to house
about 40 men each by means of canvas-covered
double-decker bunks. After an inquisitive search
around the area we soon had the picture, but it
wasn't too bright, for our barracks surrounded
the drill field. No sooner had travel-tired sea-
bags been recovered when came the order to
police the whole area, swab decks, pick up butts,
clean the heads. All of which failed to faze the

30th, for our's has been a career of arriving at



what always seemed to be the Navy's most un-
kempt living quarters. "Clean it up and Move
Along" could be a motto. Concerning Camp
Rousseau we can only be sure of a few things.
There was a chow hall—a movie—and some even
told of a grand thoroughfare of ship's service ac-
tivities. But for most of us, it was only hearsay,
for we didn't have time for personal exploration.
You see, no more than 24 hours elapsed befare
orders came to prepare for still another move.
Muster and march, across a dusty field and up
the ramp of a waiting truck. At least we knew
one thing. The trip couldn't be too far distant.
Our destination was a place called Mugu--a
God-forsaken slab of land dumped about 8 miles
from Port Hueneme. Mugu was lonely—patheti-
cally lacking in the Stateside conveniences we
had grown to expect. The entire area was ap-
proached through a forbidding gate marked
"Restricted. Down the main road your eyes
would search in vain for some sign of life. To the
left of this road was the area we were to call
home. A long, dusty trail curved through a tent
city of utter desolation. It can best be descibed
by the greeting received from our trucks, for we
burst on a scene of 30th men, driving around in
great circles and splitting the air with lusty Indian

cries of victory! Yes, we had discovered, surely,

the remnants of somebody's lost empire. What's
more, we knew why they lost it! The tents were
dirty, a condition soon corrected. The heads, of
the eight-stall Chic Sale variety, were indeed a
novelty—in a boring sort of way. All in all, we
were left with naught but an emphatic comment,
to wit: "SNAFU". ..

In spite of innumerable dust storms, rain
storms, deep floundering mud and the dive
bomber echelons of mosquitoes, we actually came
to have a deep love (?) for dear old Point Mugu.
This affection was heightened by the ever-smiling
young ladies operating the Naval Aid Canteen,
a quonset building which housed recreation facili-

ties under sponsorship of various Hollywood film




magnates. Ping-pong, checkers, card games, re-
cordings, coffee, doughnuts, and last but not
least, conversation, made up such an evening as
those we won't forget for sometime. Aside from
the cold, piercing evenings when we tried to
sleep in the warmth of a dilapidated oil burner
stove, we could dream—for Mugu was a haven
for liberty—a comparative stone's throw from
Los Angeles, Hollywood and the different high
spots of the Southern California coast. We had
to wangle a bit with the transportation problem,
some even resorfed to the old stunt of showing
a glamorous leg, but only in the Navy way. It
was nothing unusual to see the highway lined for
miles with uniformed men, frantically waving at
the passing parade. However, by the time the
sun was well in the heavens, most of the liberty
hounds were on their way and not a few brought
back tales of having been given a lift by some
famous movie star, in exchange for an extra pack
of cigarets.

One hight point of liberty travels centered
around the thriving community of Oxnard, Cali-
fornia, which lay splattered among the wilds of
the immediate countryside outside the camp con-
fines. Here was located one of the worthier con-
tributions of the USO, for without such a Center,

Osxnard would have been a dreary spot. That is,
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if one may forget the steak houses, the too few

bars and the nightlife of the Latin section. In
the other direction from Camp lay that city of &
million dreams—Hollywood. Though it is geo-
graphically but a part of Greater Los Angeles,
to us it became the focal point for fun and good
times. Suffice it to say, had the men of the 30th
kept a record it would have shown us logging in
and out of every interest point Hollywood had to
offer. Today it is all a memory—but a warm one.
Before passing along, we can't help but stop a
few seconds and let our minds absently wander
over the beauty of Santa Monica and its pali-
sades. Yes, in California, our pleasures were
many and varied . ..

Seems like all was play and no work at Point



Mugu. This is not the case. We were attached
to an ACORN unit and there was plenty to keep

our men on their toes. Right across the road was

a CASU unit, one of those organizations of the

Navy whose task it is to put new life into dis-
carded planes which once fought the war on far-
flung battlefronts. For this unit we were to con-
struct an air strip about a mile long. Our men
laid the perforated mats in record time and
watched the gull-winged fighters swoop in over-
head before the task was completed. Adjacent
to the strip, just over a small stream, a tank farm
was erected. The plates of hot metal were bolted
together and round cylinders rose up from the

weeds, soon to hold vitally needed gasoline and
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oil. Carpenters went to work on warehouses and
various installations, including the Dallas Huts
which were to replace the inadequate tents as liv-

ing quarters. Our one thought was that we were

doing a good turn, for whoever was to move in
behind the 30th would find a decent place in
which to live. The Mess Hall had its face lifted,
too, and the old gal really needed it! For the bet-
ter part of our time we ate out of mess kits, until
a scullery was finally completed to allow the re-
introduction of trays. Individualism in the form
of beach outings with freshly caught seafood on
the spot proved of short duration!

Transportation kept a steady stream of trucks

moving the hills down to the flats and Heavy



Equipment handled the various and sundry re-
pairs. Small, but nevertheless important, jobs
filled in all along the line—incinerators, dock
repairs at the Beach Camp, a vain attempt to
control the mosquitoes—a venture forestalled by
virtue of native "squatter's rights."" Our Mugu
projects soon drew to a close, fo be supplanted
by the charming tasks of extended order, right
flank, left flank, pitch tents, etc. We were issued
our packs, helmets, carbines and all the other
items grouped commeonly under the title "infan-
try gear." Schools were formed and soon the
boys were on their way to the beach area to fire
away with 30 and 50 calibre machine guns, BARs
and trusty carbines, as well as 60 and 81 mm.

Mortars. We had gas drills and received instruc-

tion in the use of the gas mask, especially the im-

portance of the "sniff test.” There were lectures
and movies and we shook in our pants for fear
some sort of long hike was in the making. Mock
warfare claimed its share of casualties as some
of the boys kept their bellies down and crawled
forward through the grass toward the objective.
You see, our "battle ground" was ordinarily a
grazing pasture for horses.

While at Mugu, a sizeable detachment was
sent to Camp Bedillion, where they took on the
major share of maintenance. Men went to Mira
Loma, but remained there only a few short days,
for they boarded LSTs and headed out to sea
about 70 miles to the grand isle of San Clemente,
a rock on which they tore open more hills and
built more huts. Lighter times were had on infre-

quent liberties to San Diego, where a bit later a




small group of 30th men were sent to learn as-
sembly and operation of a new compact landing
unit for light planes. They had hoped to stay
with this innovation, but were destined to return
to the fold and travel to the future with the rest.

At Point Mugu we celebrated our Second
Anniversary. For 2 years now the 30th Battalion
had been together and the occasion, you may
be sure, called for a big blow-off. Alongside the
ball diamond a barbecue pit was built and the
beer and steaks, cokes and stuff began to pile up.
A steady stream of men quenched their thirst
through the good graces of the boys on serving
duty. The savoury fragrance of fried chicken and
hamburgers, along with those aforementioned
steaks, filled the air. Men ran themselves ragged
in races, tug-o-war, beer drinking and other con-
tests. The day finally gave way to dusk. Thor-
oughly gorged, with a feeling of something kin
to contentment, we felt just a little older and
wiser. The night is one we shall remember. A
short distance from the main camp area was the
theatre. Here the Recreation Department was
waiting with the evening's climax, There were
songs in tribute to the beauty of Point Mugu,
plus songs of general nonsense, skits and clown-
ing—all of which served to round out a full day.

As the men trudged through the night end

climbed into the sack, they wondered if the next
year would see them still in uniform or closer
home. The next day the battalion work crews
trudged back to their respective jobs and in a
matter of days most of those jobs approached a
state of security. What next? Who knows?
One fine day, as we went about our devious
methods of helping time to fly, the bulletin
boards screamed two important things. One was
the official bulletin outlining the Battle Bill, listing
just what each man was to do under fire and just
where he was to do it. We only had one question
—could we remember it? The other notice was
one we didn't have to remember, for the effect
of its execution had already indelibly impressed

itself on our bruised but proud bedies, too often.

The schedule of shots or to use the secretive




medical term, inoculations, was posted. Every-
time we read that word we thought of 'Pal"
back home, wagging his tail and blinking his
brown eyes—eyes that searched for sympathy
that couldn't be found. We felt just that way. But
it had to be done and socon Sickbay was the
scene of orderly confusion and we received with
machine-gun rapidity all the medicine men had
to offer to keep our scrawny bodies brawny. Gret-
ting shots always was an exciting prospect, for
the needle somehow always managed to hold a
potential source of scuttlebutt, and gentle reader,
this time it REALLY began to fly, Such rumors
ranged from "protection from Mugu'" to the
"wilds of Borneo." It seemed as soon as the na-
ture of the shots were learned, the 30th mentally
journeyed to every nook and cranny of the Paci-
fic and that takes in a lot of ocean and rock.

It wasn't too long after this that the men were
drawn in from the various detached duties and
the old outfit commenced to take shape for an-
other long ocean voyage. As we recall, probably
the most luridly exciting tales came from the San
Clemente draft, for their yarns were spun in pro-
fusion in pay-line the day following. Yes, for once
there was no bitter resentment in the length of
time we had to stand in line, for it only served to

give us time to hear the tall tales of conquest
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over men and matter. Then it broke. It was Sat-

urday morning and a fine mist obscured what was
surely to be a fine day. Carefully laid weekend
plans were mentally rehearsed by every liberty
party. As we waited impatiently for the time to
knock off work, the ax fell with a sickening thud—
a simply worded note which informed us we
were secured! No liberty, no love, no nuthin'l
Those who had planned to spend a glorious lib-
erty made a mad dash for one of two places—
the lone public telephone at our disposal, or the
Chaplain. Those who hadn't even planned on
going out kicked furiously at the traces of mili-
tary authority, but, alas, to no avail. We were
cut off, tied down, imposed upon, squelched, due
to the exigencies of war.

By now we had a very definite idea we were
bound for Pearl Harbor. This was good and this

was bad. Good because we conjured up all sorts



of glowing pictures of dusky maidens and pine-
apple fields. Bad because it was the end of
Stateside duty and all it holds in the way of com-
plete contentment, that is, as complete as con-
tentment can be away from home. Those last few
days at Point Mugu were hours filled with a vari-
ety of feelings. Some were reluctant to leave the
United States, some felt a sigh of relief, for Cali-
fornia liberties had a habit of being costly affairs,
and anyway, 20%, is 20%. The rest of us were
just darn glad to get away from the muck and
mire. In spite of this latter feeling, it is amazing

that today the brighter memories of our service

life have a tender feeling for dear old Mugu!

Reports came drifting back from the cargo
handlers that our ship was in the harbor, and
right after Thanksgiving, on the 24th of Novem-
ber, we stood in awe as the crews laid out the
tar-paper strips which were to serve as dumping
spots for bag inspection. These were the bags
destined for the hold and no inflammables could
be carried in them. That, by the way, was the last
we saw of those bags until they lay in the red
dust of Moanalua Ridge, Oahu. It proved impos-
sible to figure out the deployment scheme of
the process that necessitated our trudging up
Main Street, Mugu, with our worldly possessions

across our backs, but this we did in order to




board the trucks, noticeably unassisted by the
drivers—Navy drivers who yesterday might have
jerked a soda w'th aplomb, yet today deign to
treat their confused cargoes as so many sides of
beef. Anyway, it was early in the day when we
left Mugu, willing it, lock, stock and mosquitoes,
back to the state of California.

Convoy trucks sped along wooded roads,
whisked through guarded gates and squalled to
a stop alongside the USS Napa, APA-157. A
trim craft, but still a sad sight at her berth, for
ships go out to sea and we were to take this one.
We stood alongside the transport bow with arms
aching and mouths growing drier with each pass-
ing minute. We sighed with relief, drooped and
dropped gear to rest, only to hear someone bark,
"Keep it moving." We stumbled up a gangplank

and were carried down the opposite side of the

rail by the sheer momentum of packs and stuff.
Once aboard we were crammed into the various
compartments like so many hunks of putty to fill
a hole. Expediters, that vague term used to des-
ignate those chosen to aid in bunking the troops,
scurried around like mad, and not a few mates
were hurled bodily into their bunks, mistaken in
the rush for somebody's duffle bag. Rifles bored
holes into nearby shoulders, helmets clipped un-
suspecting chins with gleeful abandon, gas masks
became hopelessly snarled with pack straps and
somewhere bunk chains gave way to dump the
five occupants sprawling onto the deck or wedged
in by the metal frames. To complete this picture
of confusion the compartment lights, as if on pre-
arranged cue, blacked out to an accompanying
roar of dismay. Then someone laughed, got

poked for it, and everything was back to normal.

Hopes were upon hopes that we were to shove













off at once, for it's the waiting that hurts more

than anything else. But that was not to be. Ours
turned out to be a night aboard without motion.
To those that ventured out on deck, there was a
moon, lighting the activities of the crew moving
about the ship crowded with men—men with
minds full of anticipation and with little thought
of sleep. This first night was brightened immeas-
urably by the unexpected mail call. Our written
answers to these letters carried a degree of de-
tachment, for we knew many things would hap-
pen before they were received and read. The
next morning, about 9 o'clock, we shoved off.
Forgetting for a moment the pale green gills of
the destined-to-be-so-sick few, there was just a
hint of a swagger, for the "dry-land"" sailors were
actually going to sea again, and can well be for-
given for a sense of being salty.

The USS Napa slowly moved, piveied about

and eased out through the narrow harbor mouth
to cast along until the other ships fell into their
appointed positions to form the convoy. Soon the
shores slipped from view and to a man the
30th Battalion wondered, "“"When shall we see it
again?" The Pacific was just that. She didn't
rough up at all, just those long, deep swells. Not
a speck of land in sight, not even a respectable
mirage on the horizon. Conditioning one's self
for a trip aboard a troop transport was not unlike
the nine turns made by Fido when he starts to
settle down for a rest. The long chow lines were
interrupted only by the fact there must be decent
intervals between meals, though some of the tail
end chow hounds were never finished with one
meal before fallling in line for the next. The

decks were hard and cold. No amount of sitting

on them improved the situation. In spite of the
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discomforts we endured, the typical life aboard a
ship crowded with men, soon became a part of
us, The Caribees broke the monotony several
times a day, but on account of the accompany-
ing noises of the roaring ventilators, these ses-
sions could well be titled, "Concertos in Con-
fusion."

About a day from our destination, one of the
ships that made up the convoy developed a little
trouble, which slowed us down considerably.
However, just one day behind schedule, we
sighted the lights of Pearl Harbor. Much to our
dismay, it was not to be a case of "Hail the
Conquering Hero Comes," for the good ship
Napa wallowed in a rut of meaningful circles
throughout the night and the dawn found us
cautiously poking our bow into the approaches
of the nets, set to bag an enemy fish. Beyond
was the fertile, rather pleasant looking Oahu sil-
houette. At least it was solid land. The white
sands stretching long beneath the shallow surf
gave the water a fascinating aquamarine hue.
We wondered if the mythical land of double
rainbows and hulas would meet our expectations.
Here, surely, was every ship we owned—sleek
and sufficient looking craft before a backdrop of
vessels in various stages of repair and refitting.

Small craft bobbed in and out beneath the bows

of their bigger brothers. The water was con-
stantly split by inquisitive noses of submarines,
slicing their way through the nautical maze as
they single filed in and out of the protecting
cove. The rasping grunt and piercing scream of
steam whistles served only to heighten the pitch
of feverish activity. As we swung into our berth,
eyes that had searched the water for days were
quickly surveying the magnitude of it all. Pearl
Harbor was a veritable colossus of supply, and
we were soon fo learn such massiveness was but
a portion of the mightiest fleet in all the world,
and each day we spent here we learned better
the meaning of supply and demand.

Hurry up and wait has always been the watch-

word of the 30th and our arrival at Pearl Harbor
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was to be no exception. We dashed down the
gangplank, if one could call it dashing, and took
our formation by companies on the pier and
waited. First we stood, with full packs. Then we

sat, with full packs. Finally we dropped the packs

and sprawled out in typical Seabee fashion. It
wasn't long before the shadows lengthened be-
neath the Hawaiian hills, yet still we waited.
Utter boredom was broken only by a newshawk

with the evening edition of the Honolulu news-




paper. Frantically we thumbed the pages, search-
ing for the amusement section. The headlines
that day mentioned a place called Iwo Jima.

The inevitably tardy transportation convoy
finally veered into sight and grated to an im-
patient halt. Tailgates were lowered to serve as
ladders and we were whisked away toward the
distant red hills, taking a long, twisting roadway
through the buzzing industry of war to ride up

the heights of a ridge called Moanalua. Trucks

disgorged cargos of men and mattresses along-
side a two-story barrack—we were to call this
home for the next few months. The place was a
mess. Thick layers of red dust obscured the few
good points our barracks held, things like ade-
quate ventilation facilities and metal bunks with
pseudo-resilient springs. But this was home and
we were out to make the most of it. Armed with

the trusty swab, aided and abetted by eager

hands, the place rapidly took on an air of respec-




tability. Following the usual amount of groping
we returned with sea bags and duffles, then
proceeded to take stock of how we had stood
the trip. For a few days personal laundry prob-
lems consumed most of our spare time, and for
this purpose, the Ridge boasted ample facilities,
even though soapy clothes did pick up metal
rust the moment you rinsed and laid them aside.

Before long our men found themselves rele-
gated to various tasks. Transportation and Heavy
Equipment went to work and Operations began
grinding out projects in which we were to en-
gage, such as Ford Island and others, amply cov-
ered elsewhere in this book. Naturally scuttlebutt
began to fly almost as soon as we'd had a good
night's rest and paramount was the story the

30th was to become station force for mainte-

nance work concerned with the soon-to-be-built
WAVES quarters. We somehow felt it was more
fancy than fact, but we dared anyone to deny
us the right to dream. Amid all the uncertainties
of just how long we were to remain at Pearl Har-
bor, there was the fulfillment of a long desire, for

where is the man who hasn't known that someday




he would loll in the beauty of Alohaland, and
here it was at our doorstep.

Naturally the first stop was Honolulu, reached
after a nerve-shattering session on the busiest

traffic we'd seen in a long time. In spite of the

steady stream of military vehicles whizzing by
both day and night, rides were at a premium, if
at all. The local transportation system was hope-
lessly bogged down in the problem of military
personnel, aided in no small degree by the con-
stant travels of civilian workers. A short ride
through a montage of installations and we were
in Honolulu—Crossroads of the World—The In-
ternational City. Travelling down its crowded
streets we were impressed by a fact that at last,
Kipling's twain had met—but good. The study
of cross breeds and natives, together with all
types of the Allied might, was convincing proof
the world has more than one melting pot for

mankind.

A true carnival spirit pervaded the atmos-







phere as we trudged from one souvenir stall to

the next, amazed by the identical nature of the

displays. Needless to say, we bought "wild." In-

side the various arcades the story was the same.

Grass skirts, native sandals and craftwork of all
sorts were displayed for selection. The pitchmen
were in full swing amid a setting of Jumbo

Cream Cups and hot dogs. In spite of this, little




had been done by Hawaii to destroy the over-
all impression of the folks back home, for each
qift of the islands, which took winged passage

back to the mainland, breathed the essence of

tropical beauty and romance, to say nothing of
its mystery. Speaking also of romance, if some-
day the world should find that spirit of the Islands

lacking, it can never be laid to the 'Bees.
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Not all of our free time was spent amid the
hustle and bustle that was Honolulu and other
places. There were innumerable trips to various

military installations, These excursions had a dual

purpose. First, a keen desire to know what was

going on and secondly, the hope that we could
buy some little something of value from the ship
stores and PX's along the way. Probably the most
frequented was the Fleet Marine Base, just across

the road from our camp. Here we felt quite free




to roam and wander as much, as often, as we
pleased. After all, didn't we help build the place?
Another off-duty haven was the Sub Base, whose
canteens continued to hold a surprise. Then, too,

there was Hickam Field and Scofield Barracks,

both with an allure of their own, due no doubt
to the history that was made on December 7th,
1941. Who will ever forget CHA-3? The thrill of
mingling with civilian workers, feeling incognito

in our work greens, hitching rides on the excur-
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sion trucks, fleeing the camp confines to proudly
take our places in the cafeteria lines, feeling
pretty smug about the whole thing.

To correct any impressions we might have
gathered that Hawaii failed to live up to roman-
tic notions, trucks were obtained for numerous
parties which toured the island. Out through the
vast expanses of pineapples and sugar cane—
down to the sandy beaches—up through the vol-
canic passes of the Oahu peaks. We then knew
full credit was due the beauty of Hawaii, for
once away from the military, the sub-tropic land
was always up to expectations. Blue skies fused
with ocean hues, just like in the movies, and
through it all was the ever-present touch of the
Polynesian. There are so many individual mem-
ories that an attempt to log all the high points
of interest would be sheer folly. Just the same,
vivid recollections are ours of the breath-taking
Nuaana Pali Pass, Diamond Head, Waikiki Beach
and the architectural tributes of the island.

We must admit, however, the places that were
closely populated were disappointing only be-
cause they were a bit different from our picture
book ideas. Honolulu itself, and the Royal Ha-
waiian Hotel, together with many others, were
now taken over by the military and servicemen

filled every street, every building and every park

with an abundance of uniforms which declared
the fact that the land of the Lei and the Hula was
completely converted—and the militia was lord
and master of all. Many of the facilities taken
over by the Navy for recreational purposes were
enjoyed. Added to these were our own forms of
recreation, like impatient waits in "bar lines," for
beer-drinking had become a semi-official pastime,
especially when the beer was seasoned with a bit
of "99" or "Club Special." The tattoo artists
managed to catch up with a lot of the boys as
they formed the crowds which blocked the side-
walks, especially when a dish of "“hula maiden"
got a mate in the mood for the picture they were
to have taken together. The history of Hawaii

seems replete with the hula. Well, books were

bought on the subject, barracks practice sessions




were held with souvenir skirts, then the whole
idea of mastering the intricate motions was aban-
doned. We had discovered through the means of
visiting entertainment groups, that the hula was
far more fascinating to watch than to perform.
This was a delight, but many were the arguments
in rebuttal to the statement that the true beauty
of the hula was in the movement of the hands!

One fine day the serenity of our existence was
blasted by the fact that the harbor contained
a shipload of WAVES, the first contingent of
women reserves to be sent to a forward area, for
such was Pearl Harbor considered. Scuttlebutt
reared its potent head to declare they were go-
ing to be attached to construction battalions as
""Shebees." That died quickly, but their presence
among us proved to be an effortless source of
anticipation. Joy was heaped on joy as the
WAVES were soon followed by the first detach-
ments of 'Lady Marines." In a matter of hours
arrangements had been completed by many and
the huge amphitheatres resounded to the low,
clear-meaning undertone of wolf-calls and whis-
tles, as the young ladies entered the area cling-
ing to the arm of a beet-red buddy. Here oc-
curred a rare phenomena—sailors shoved over
to make room for a matel

The men felt their efforts in helping to build
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quarters and other facilities for the WAVES

wasn't enough, so after much deliberation on the
pros and cons of the idea, we decided to hold
a dance, an affair that would be our contribu-
tion to the welcoming activities centered about
their arrival. It was decided to hold the big

event in our mess hall and before long signal

flags and other hurriedly-assembled decorations
obscured the every-day drabness of the place,
softened the harsh timbers and created the ap-
propriate shadows. The Caribees dusted off their
instruments and took up the baton, introducing
for all a few moments of nostalgia as they round-
ed out the evening with bits of swing and sway.
There was one sad note, however, and since it's
over, we drop our pride to wonder whatever
happened to those corsages, for not nearly

enough lovelies showed up to wear them. How-




ever, we can say, with safety, a grand time was
had by all and our WAVE guests joined in the
spirit of the occasion and for a night delighted
in their role of Queen Bees. There was a feeling
of returned normalcy as they exercised feminine
prerogatives to fritter away precious dancing
moments in the "powder room," delicately shield-
ed by the neatly lettered "KAPU."

As inevitably it must, the end loomed in sight
on the various work projects to which the 30th
had been assigned. One by one the crews found
their jobs secured, and with such forced idleness
came a harbinger of new schools on the why and
wherefore of warfare. Best of all were the military

adventures made possible for our enjoyment. The

beloved "Follies" formed at the Ridge and fol-
lowing many secret sessions of highly confidential
nature, they proceeded to scrouge the old peaks
of Oahu, as the wild life took in the whole busi-
ness with complacent disdain. In weather fair or
foul, the Raiders went out to gather the knowl-
edge necessary to withstand the hardships of
battle against the enemy and the rigors of jungle
terrain which might soon be theirs.

Jungle training took groups of men to the far
side of the island. There under the ever-watchful
eyes of Army instructors, they were subjected to
every known treachery the Japs had exploited.

The new weapons were fired—they learned the

fundamentals of the enemy's ordnance, picked




up all the tricks of the trade while scrambling
through heartless barbed wire barricades. We
plunged through streams under simulated enemy

fire and took by storm, with approved tactics,

the facsimile of a Jap village. It was here the

first stark reality of how to spend sleepless nights
in a tree were impressed on us. There were
other things too that made Jungle Training one
of our most exciting experiences in the service.

Each man has his own pet stories of this event,




and each far exceeds anything that could pos-
sibly be put on paper. One thing we all agreed
upon. It was tough—it was tiresome—but it was
a whale of a lot of fun.

Everything about this time was keyed for

movement into a forward area, we just didn't
know when and where. Instructions were given in
fire fighting, malaria control and sanitation.
Groups headed for distant rifle ranges to sight

in carbines, to become familiar with their han-
dling and make sure each weapon was capable
of delivering that which it was intended. Such
activity was naturally fatiguing, and welcome in-
deed was the evening chow call, followed by
restful, wonderful periods of just lolling around
the barracks waiting for the events of the later
hours, whether it be a sports event, movie or
what. More popular at this particular time of
day were those men who had obtained through
means fair or foul a reasonably long-ranged
telescope, for with their assistance many figures

dotted the barracks roofs to seek a glimpse of



the lovelier sights of the surrounding hills as they
retreated into the gathering dusk. Or perhaps
the far lovelier vision of some Lady Marine stroll-
ing about inside the encased area of their haven,
which was located just down the road from our
camp.

As the time crept by, with Christmas on the
way, our supermen of the diamond trampled
over all competitors, much to the delight of all
spectators. The beer garden was the focal point
for scuttlebutt, old friends, new friends and gen-
eral elbow bending. The garden's relative posi-
tion in the area was doubly advantageous, for
in addition to the above time-killing devices,
one could arm himself with two beers and climb

onto a table and from this vantage point enjoy
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a seat on third base line when the softball games

were in progress. . . . Men later sprinkled our
frontyard with red dust, wetted it down and
waited in vain for tender grass shoots that never
came. Little beds of posies were laid—the thirst
of paint-dry buildings was quenched and along-
side the building which housed the officers and
their offices, a picturesque stone wall arose. Truly
we built a living advertisement for 'Better
Homes and Gardens."

Not only did we learn "what not to eat or it
will physic you," but we renewed our acquain-
tance with the parade ground. On the commis-
sioning of the 33rd Regiment, of which we were

a part, we tramped the red dust in whites and

dyed boots—chests out as we swung past the




BAM's quarters, passed in review and then raced
for the showers, only to have such scampering
stopped short by company musters before dis-
missal. All such superficial events were sub-
merged in the import of the Pacific bastion.
From the Ridge one could see the myriad of
lights which held the busy days over into the
nights. Nothing stopped here. Each day we
saw ships of every description move out to sea

and wondered when our time would come and

in what direction we would sail. Regardless of

what the past had held, or what the future might
bring, Pearl Harbor lives in our minds as the
place which took the first terrible beating and
came back in typical American fashion.
Christmas, 1944, came without the fragrance
of evergreen or the security of home firesides,
but the meal was resplendent, with the spirit
boosted with "spirits" as the boys saw the third
one roll into the past and refused to look for-
ward to the same sort of celebration for the next
one. After all, there is little of which Christmas
had come to mean in an atmosphere barren of
the many traditional touches that go to make
the holiday what it is supposed to be. Even so,
we did have a tender feeling and a profound
sense of gratitude for the boys in Company C

who, aided by a little cardboard, cotton and



glue, managed to concoct a replica of a Christ-
mas tree, complete with blinking lights. Aside
from the tinseled trappings, the thing we missed
most of all was the comfort of loved ones back
home—fervent were the unspoken prayers that
if answered would surely see us home for the
next Christmas holiday season.

Just about the time the New Year was born,
the scuttlebutt started. The days melted into
passing months out here, and we knew we'd
soon find ourselves scheduled to make another
extended ocean voyage. A good number of
battalions and detachments pulled out ahead of
us. We even lost some fine men to them. We
saw the Marines across the way line up in for-
midable array and we knew that somewhere
something was due to start cooking. Mysterious
were the movements of the cargo boys and fol-
lowing close on the heels of the beginning of
their scurrying, a small detachment was dis-
patched to Iroquois Point to receive and stand
guard over the supplies that were soon to cram
the compound and eventually fill our cargo ship.
In the camp area boxes and crates of all sizes
and descriptions began to pile up in every avail-
able clear spot, The warehouses bulged until
they could hold no more. Each man was assured

our number was up, such assurances coming in
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the form of small shovels, picks, machetes, knives,
insect repellents, mosquito bombs and sulfa
drugs. The picture was completed the day we
were issued nets for our helmets.

When we started the first leg of our journey,
the business of getting aboard, the battalion was
split into two groups and the smaller was to go
aboard that evening. They were to serve as
ushers for the remainder of us. Prior to this
exciting day, weeks had been spent thrashing
over the destination, and the white hat admirals,
plus everyone more or less, were agreed on
somewhere in the Philippines, preferably Samar,
It's surprising how seldom the Navy disappoints
us in the choice of our places of servitude! . . .
Destined we were to grope through the usual
confusion of mustering and marching to our con-
voy trucks, with the entire battalion assuming the

comical proportions of Aunt Minnie, bound for




a weekend in the city. The journey to the pier

was made with a minimum of bruises. This was
no doubt due to the fact that most of us were
content to sit and think, instead of indulging in
the usual horseplay, for we found the memories
of Hawaii to be quite enjoyable.

The trucks wheedled their way through a maze
of intricate roadways and onto the pier. We
were dumped amid the bustle of men and ships.
Several transports were parked dead ahead,
some already bristling with troops anxious to get
the morning's sun behind them. We sighted
APA-147, the USS Cottle, a gracious craft in-
deed. Somebody's band hurried up the board-
ing tedium with a melange of melody that
ranged from the more spirited of martial airs to
the syncopated beat of A Hot Time in the Old
Town Tonight.'" The lines were long and ditty
bags, together with hurriendly prepared packs,

spilled their contents at the most incpportune

times. Ours was a "'stop and go" rhythm as we
wended our way aboard the Cottle.

To say the ship was crowded would be a
mild understatement, for the 30th was joined by
a section of the 10th Battalion and boarding
ship together resulted in a truly chaotic condi-
tion. While we had brought only ourselves, the
10th had their mascots—a cage full of mutts, a
chicken and a duck—charming sea companions,
if only they wore slacks. But even their presence
had its good points, for we later heard the Dog
Tender, Ist Class, was re-rated. Surely this re-
lieved the monotonous gloom he had suffered
throughout the trip! Finally we were all aboard
and after 4 months of Oahu, heart of the Ha-
waiian lslands, we sort of hated to leave. Not so

much because of the attractions of the place,

but because the future held so many uncertain-




ties. However, the glaring mid-day sun heralded
our departure and after milling around, safely
outside the nets, our 16 ship convoy maneuvered
into position and all bows pointed southwest by
south.

As usual there occurred a mad scramble for
compartment changes. Those that were bunked
close to the deck wanted topside of the tier and
so on. Many majestically acquired a sea-faring
glint, while less unfortunate mates immediately
began to suffer a jade stupor. Despite the fact
the trip from the United States to Pearl Harbor
was made by APA, identical to her sister ships,

we spent our initial hours nosing into everything

not marked "crew only" or "troops stay out."

Even those forewarnings gave way to natural

American inquisitiveness. Finally we were satis-
fied with every aspect of the vessel and felt
contented to seek other means of occupation.
This was hard to do for some, while others had
occupation thrust upon them in the form of
healthy swab handles and metal containers. Need
we tell you what they did? There is something
about a huge empty sea that is foreboding, if
only for the fact that the closest earth is straight
down and muddy. Cross country is one thing,
for there are things to see. But ocean is only
ocean, with all eyes seeking something, if only a
tiny dot somewhere in this heaving blue.

In the days that followed men lined the decks,
engrossed in anything that moved or in the
cavortings of the albatross and flying fish. In
every ounce of shade men were packed, with

only the hearty and foolish standing in the sun.



Some, however, were just this foolish and hearty
with an insane idea they must acquire a deep tan
in a matter of hours, no less. They were oblivious
to many days ahead under a broiling, merciless
Philippine glare. The two band outfits aboard pro-
vided welcome lulls with jam sessions. Books, cards
and games of all sorts dotted the deck and bull
sessions helped speed the time in between the
short waits in the long chow lines that led to
busy chow halls. Many never ventured beyond
the passageway leading to the mess hall, unless
it was to hit the sack. There was a routine of
standing first on one foot and then the other,

consuming many pages from the ship's library.

Naturally those men are able to say with a great

degree of truthfulness they stood up half way
across the Pacific and never left the chow line.

"Clean sweep down, fore and aft," “clear
the forward boat deck,' "stand clear of the rail,
and keep your life jackets on while underway,”
"All Seabee personnel below decks," "GQ—set
condition baker'—all to the monotonous tune of
the bosun's pipe and a never silent PA system.
The sun grew more intense and shirts and skivvies
gave way to bare backs and shorts. The deck
plates got hot and stayed that way until well
after nightfall. Infrequent breezes came as a real
blessing. The morning activities of scrubbing
the decks was always followed by a mad dash

for choice positions for the day and all hands







scrambled for the limited edition of the daily
newspaper.

The first day of April dawned bright and
clear. It was Easter Sunday, 1945. On this day
our minds wandered back to other Easter Sun-
days—Holy days we had spent within the circle
of our church back home. For most of us it
was the first, perhaps the last, Easter Sunday we
would spend aboard a ship, and as we attended
the services aboard ship we were humble before
a God whose right was by our sides. . . .

We expected the usual horseplay on April
Fool's Day, but nothing unexpected happened.
Shipboard life has a habit of capably dulling
even the most prankish. There was nothing to
do, therefore, but plan for tomorrow—a tomor-

row that never came, for in its stead came the

day after tomorrow. We had crossed the In-
ternational Date line. Naturally there was much
debate concerning the fate of Monday, April
2nd, but soon such conversation turned to more
imminent things. |t was 0630 on Tuesday now,
instead of Monday, and dire things were in the
making. |t was imperative we become members
of the Royal Order of the Golden Dragon.
This entailed a weird and somewhat disfiguring
process, relished with gusto by those who fortu-
nately had been through the mystic rites on an-
other such trip. First we reported with hat and
shirt on backwards. Since men actually “clam-
ored" for the treatment, it meant another long
line. When our turn came we were forcibly
plunked down and our faces amply daubed with
gentian violet by some blacksmith who trimmed
our hair and mutilated once proud mustaches.
Before the process was complete we bowed in
humble homage to the Royal One. This resulted
in posteriors being stimulated with a few well
aimed blows. Finally we kissed the Princess In-
fanta, then, eating spare hair and rubbing tender
spots, we received our membership cards and
dashed off to survey the havoc wrought our male
beauty. The following day brought many

"baldies" on deck, for there was no other way

of repairing those tonsorial turmoils.



Beards came and went and men continued to

speculate as to when the first land would be
seen. They were not long disappointed, for 7
days of our watery journey fetched a small par-
cel of something on the horizon and closer in-
spection proved its designation—land. We crept
slowly through a marked channel, maneuvered
through a maze of ships at anchor and hove to
just off a pimple of land called Eniwetok. For-
lorn but not forgotten, she still bore the scars of
her battle, but the place had undergone the
usual Yank conversion. Little could be done,
however, to change the bleak, desolate appear-
ance of this tiny, sand-covered coral atoll. We
muttered silent sorrow for those who drew duty
here. We soon learned we were to spend the
night here while the good ship Cottle took on
fuel for the next part of our trip. While the small

boats from our vessel dashed madly back and

forth, haughtily kicking up the spray as if im-
pressed with importance, we waited. Since we
knew ours was not to be even a brief period of
shore liberty, lines were cast over the sides in
haif-hearted attempts to lure the small fish
darting about. There was even a half-hope we
might draw up one of the larger fish dwelling
in the blue-green water. The next day, Satur-
day, April 7th, at about 1400, the bosun again,
this time with ""Sea detail prepare to get under-
way." We were thankful for now the breeze
would come again and we'd be getting closer to
our ultimate destination. Preparations soon were
completed and underway we went at 1430. Most
of us were still getting over the results of the
initiation, but now that the first leg of the trip
was over and the second one begun, we had

time to let our wounds heal and feel thankful

that the equator was far below.










Another week found us circling the Caro-
lines, bypassing the fortress Yap and heading to-
ward the Palaus. We slipped behind a natural
harbor of ocean reefs just a few miles off the
shores of Babelthaup, still occupied by remnants
of a Jap force. Great was the delight fo hang
over the rails and watch our Marine fighters
zoom their Corsairs in to dump a few "hot" eggs
on the enemy.

It was on Friday, April 13th, at about 0830
when a Navy officer boarded ship and simply
reported, "'The president is dead." At the same
time this message was being received by the
captain of our vessel, and even before it was

officially relayed to the crew, those of us who

were passengers had already learned that Roose-

velt had released his command. A white-capped

sailor, sitting forlornly astride the bow of his
small boat, had told us with quiet respect, “The
Old Man is dead." This was the manner in which
we joined a stunned world in the news of the
passing of our president, Franklin Roosevelt. All
flags went to half-mast and a moment of silence
was observed in his honor. He had been a great
Commander-in-Chief — a greater leader and
champion of the rights being fought for in this
war. The greatest regrets were that he would
not be present to see the victory he had
fashioned.

1130, Sunday, April I15th, found our bow
headed in a slightly different direction as we

pulled away from the Palaus Islands. A little






more caution was added, too, for from here on
the waters were a little closer to enemy opera-
tions. Two days brought us into Leyte Gulf and
at 1615 we dropped anchor off Samar, Philip-
pine lIsland. Everyone had visions of a mad
dash down the sides into the waiting landing
craft and a quick return to some degree of
normalcy. This was not to be the case. Three
days passed and many of us still remained
aboard. On the second day following our land-
ing the first party went ashore on the heels of
initial reports that had come drifting back from
our scouting party. This first large shore-bound
group consisted of about 300 men who went in
to prepare our area. This group went over the

side via the nets and after a brief landing-boat

shower, they fell victim to two false landings,

during which time they cursed and sweated in
the sun, under the burden of a full pack and
accessories. Finally they disembarked on a small
pontoon pier, boarded trucks and were taken
to temporary quarters with the |11th Battalion,
while the rest of us waited.

The first glimpse of land was one of old,
bored familiarity. Palms and sand and heat.
Everything that went to make up the landing
area was definitely of temporary nature, with
here and there a glimpse of what might prove to
be the beginnings of permanent installations. On
reaching shore there was an overwhelming de-
sire to just find a shady spot and go to sleep
to enjoy the memories our dreams would bring.
As the final groups began to land they trudged

into a small clearing across the road to deposit




excess gear and begin a frantic search for cold
water, The nearby lister bag boasted not a single
charm. Here we waited. Soon it became ap-
parent we had work to do and it had to be done
in a hurry. Boxes piled on boxes as our cargo ship
disgorged its contents. Some men grabbed
trucks and disappeared around a curve, headed
for our new camp site, while others sweated out
& dismal afternoon, broken only by a free-for-all
for K-Rations. As the night came on we were
bundled into trucks and hauled to the windward
side of the island. Hidden by the dense under-
growth which had been nailed into security by
fallen coconuts we could make out a few tents
thrown up by the advance party and men were
busily occupied with cleaning away the vegeta-

tion. Not the least occupied was the "Whip,"

as he ferreted out additional hands to clear the
galley space—men who reluctantly left their
grassy spots along the beach to attack a stricken
tree with vengeance and venom.

The prospects for sleep that first night were
indeed unpleasant, for only a handful of tents
could never hope to house the entire battalion.
But miracles are common things when the neces-

sity of "must do" creeps into an otherwise stable



scheme of things. As if by magic sufficient fents,
well almost anyway, were up. It's true that be-
neath the oily newness of the canvas there still
grew the untrampled remains of jungles grasses,
housing a variety of insects that both crawled
and flew, but at least it was a roof over our
heads, and before the night actually descended,
sack-wise scouts had procured large sheets of
plywood, which we plopped on the desk as a
measure against the earth's dampness. Onto this
was piled our somewhat soiled mattresses. It was
hard but we were weary. Only one event oc-
curred to mar our slumberland progress—that
was the frantic search of the MAA for the fel-
lows who were using the drinking water, precious
little we had, for shaves and helmet showers.
How were we to know? Naturally innocence
was feigned by everyone and since there were
few means of lighting our temporary abodes, the
sturdy snore of tired men began as a light whirr
and increased to a swelling drone that amply
obliterated the calls of the wild. That the bugler
couldn't find his horn was of little concern the
following morning, for the majority of us were
up before the hour, flexing stiffened muscles
that stubbornly refused to function,

Naturally those first days were hectic days

and the need for recreational relaxation was
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great, provided you still had the energy to enjoy

such things after a day under a hot Philippine
sun that raced up to 135 degrees during mid-
day. It was only a matter of hours before one
answer to such needs was provided—an outdoor
movie area that afforded the opportunity for
rests and amusement. Another answer blossomed
out in 2 or 3 days after our arrival, as temporary
arrangements were made for cold beer. So with
these two accomplishments, everyone felt in a
happier frame of mind and we set about to do
the inevitable—build for ourselves a home, a
camp in which we could be justly proud. Just
what the problems were that confronted us are
convincingly told in another portion of this bat-
talion biography. Here we shall only say it was
accomplished in record time when you consider
the many conveniences we were soon able to

enjoy.



Qur daily life on Calicoan has been an inter-
esting experiment in human behaviour, for men
did everything possible under the circumstances.
It was only a couple of days before details of
men were being assigned to other sections of
the island for the job the Navy had us ear-
marked—roads, warehouses, supply depots and
the like. So at first we worked, literally, day and
night. The days were spent on our assigned jobs
and in between times and at night we worked
on our homes. The temporary tents were soon
to give way to more comfortable quonsets. It
was called the "Happy Hour," that delightful
period from & to 7 each evening. It was then
everyone turned out to lend a hand in building
up the camp area. Naturally the carpenters,
electricians and such were in their element, while
the much maligned yeomen, storekeepers, cooks,
bakers and steward mates were entrusted to such
tasks as digging holes, sawing logs, etc. Before
lorg though even they had acquired the knack

of

simple construction and were crawling over
steel ribs, banging on metal strips and feeling
pretty proud about the whole thing.

It is a sad note that the Happy Hour, in spite
of its accomplishments, failed to attract us into

remaining overtime. But it didn't. 1900 found

us exactly 30 minutes away from freedom. Time

we must spend in cleaning up, taking care of a2
few laundry problems and moving en masse to
the movies. In those early days there was barely
enough water of the fresh variety for cooking
and drinking, none for other purposes. Cleanli-
ness is next o Godliness, they say, and though
some of us may never be Godly, we at least

kept clean. In doing o we acquired a true salty







feeling, for following the Happy Hours ours was
the routine of racing to the tents, shucking off
begrimed shorts and socks and making a mad
dash for the beach. Armed with a goodly por-
tion of Gl salt-water soap (voted a dismal failure
for the skins we had to wash) and our soiled

clothing, in we'd go to wind up aping the native

procedure of beating our garments on wooden

boards and the water's surface in a vain attempt
to dislodge the dirt. After a few evenings of
this we were grateful beyond description when
the natives swooped down upon us for purely
commercial laundry reasons.

It was here and now we received our most
profound impression of the native mind —a

depth of understanding for which we fail to

give them credit in the false belief that ours
is the ultimate in civilization. As we bathed, free
from all clothing, the native women, totally un-
abashed, came to ask us if we had "laundry."
There we stood, ludicrous in our nakedness,
slowly realizing their modesty of mind had con-
quered what generations of our own have failed
to conquer. . . . The lack of palatable table
drinking water during those early days led many
a man to curse the elements and the wanton

enemy for destroying the harvest of coconuts

trom the many trees pegging our area, for we




had visions of subsisting on the milk of the tree
until tastier water was at our disposal. Evening
wore into evenings and try as we might, we could
never arrive at a satisfactory conclusion as to

why we had carted mosquito nets half way
‘round the world, only to be issued new ones
when we fought over our cots. |t was problems
like these that enabled us to face whatever the
future held in store in this vast Pacific.

Supplies were running low and great was the
relief experienced when the announcement came
out that Ship's Service would be open for busi-
ness during certain hours. Such anxiety was
probably due in part to the fact the natives,
regardless of the price we agreed to pay, would

not accept our laundry without the inclusion of

a bar of soap. It was not robbery at that—they
just didn't have access to the needed com-
modity. Regardless of the arrangements for

feeding the entire battalion being on a tem-




porary basis, we were glad to return to our own
mess after a few days of being quests of the
5th Battalion, though the memory of their water
lingered on. Back in our own area we accepted
the conditions that all meals had to be eaten
from a standing position, but it's useless to re-
late the feeling of pure exultation which swept
over the entire outfit when they finally told us
the new galley was ready for service. For once
in a rare lifetime, the cooks and butchers and
bakers abandoned their false scowls and smiled
at their work. They too were glad of the change,
and with a perfect right at that, for subsequent
tours of adjacent units revealed all too clearly
that the 30th could boast the finest galley facili-
ties on the entire island or islands.

In retrospect we realize that no matter how

tough the going was at times, we had fashioned
out of nothing more than a grove of coconuts
and matted growth, a veritable city of some
1,000 population. A city that could well boast
of its accomplishments. Alongside a giant quon-
sei which served as a supply warehouse, was
built the housing for the cobbler, the tailor and
the gear locker for recreational equipment. No
longer need the supply boys at the far end issue
room frantically try to explain why ripped gar-
ments and worn shoes couldn't be repaired.
Sick call came twice a day, with emergencies
treated anytime. At first each morning brought
a long line of bites, bruises and conditions that
beset us. But with the opening of the new Sick
Bay and the gradual regulation to island life, the

acquisition of quonset huts, with decks and

177






screens to eliminate the night marauding land
crabs, centipedes and scorpions, that sickbay
line was reduced to a minimum and ours was
good fortune of a total lack of those mild epi-
demics which usually follow any group into new
surroundings. Treatments for minor ailments,
with here and there a case calling for mild sur-
gery, were handled with grateful dispatch by the
corpsmen and medical officers, flushed with the
success of having built their own quarters.

One day there came an official notice that
henceforth natives were not to be permitted in-
side the area, nor were they to be given per-

sonal laundry work. What meat for a gripe

session! But the joy was quickly taken out of

the idca, for on the heels of the first announce-
menf, came ancther advising us that the new
laundry was ready for operation, without charge
for services. We soon became acquainted with
the merry chatter of native girls in the laundry.
It was with them we tfraded amazements. They
would tell us stories of native ways and in turn
would become introduced to a few galley deli-
cacies. A final analysis reveals candy, gum and
plain bread was their preference,

It was somewhat different with the locals
who visited the camp by means of native boats.
Naturally the purpose of their visits was barter,
whatever you have in exchange for shells, san-

dals, bolo knives and other more or less artistic




wares. The meals of these people varied some-

what, for they were content to squat on a reef
waiting for the tide and to satisty hunger pangs
by eating pulpy rice cakes and slicing off small
portions of tentacles from a freshly caught octo-
pus. Common was the sight of many small boats
raking their way from one island to another as
they went about their business, for riding a boat
beats walking, even if its power does come from
human strength. Such excursions provided the
means of becoming acquainted with Bacita and
Juana, for often would their craft pull up on the
reef to permit them a brief respite from the
sun before continuing on their way to wherever
natives journey.

No matter of how litte concern money be-
comes, payday is always an exciting sort of

day. Perhaps more because of the fact that it
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means a few off-duty hours, for the necessity
of money scarcely existed. Just the same, pay-
days we held, and for once we learned a new
way in which a litte money can cause a head-
ache. The headaches came from trying to keep
up with the prices in Ship's Service. We were
paid in pesos and centavos and the confusion
only mounted more and more until we became
accustomed to things. It always seemed we paid
twice as much as we should have been paying,
but no one ever really got gypped, for we
were amply satisfied with the portions of ice
cream and cokes available during certain hours
of most every day. There were lines and there
were gripes, but underneath it was a pride in
the facilities offered us. Even the inborn desire
of the American male to idle at his favorite
barber's was fulfilled and the battalion cracker-
barrel was a source of entertaining news for
scuttlebutt reigned supreme.

Throughout history mankind has failed to
deter the path of progress and the 30th at Cali-
coan was to be no exception. Progress in the
Navy being recognized as it is, by re-rates, there
were many evenings of cramming, climaxed by
the moment supreme when we took up our pen-
cils to prove what we know, then waited with

baited breath for the list showing who made






it. There were many parties, some large, some
small. Visiting battalions brought their stage
shows to the mess hall, which was converted each
evening for the movies. This decision followed
the numerous times the rain had dampened our
ardor for outdoor shows. There were parties like
the one given the Commissary Steward by the
Supply Department on the eve of his departure.
There were parties enjoyed by the entire bat-
talion, such as those given for the various groups
of mates homeward bound under the Navy's

over-age discharge plan. Then there were parties

we gave each other. These were simply, "I'l
buy the beer tonight, you get 'em next time"
affairs which started in the barracks, then out-
side on a box near the store. Accidents during
our overseas time were always at a minimum.
The death of Chief Petty Officer Joe Hiltz was a
great loss. The rest were of a minor nature . . .
an unsuspected rock overturned a carryall—the

winds of nature played tricks with newly erected

building ribs—a grease pit consumed by fire

from an exploding light bulb and salt water
poured into the fuel tanks of certain vehicles.
That's about all.

There are so many little things . . . moments
that seemed so full when they occurred that we're
sure to remember them for a lifetime, But some-
how they escaped—diffused into a kaleidoscopic

memory that only the passage of time can again






focus into our minds . . . chow lines, beer lines,

pay lines . . . bugs, ants and tin cans . . . new
friends, old friends . . . pancakes and french
toast and spam . . . salt spray and shower baths.
Of these, and many more, were the things we
wrote, with not a few mutters over envelopes
that stuck fast because of the tropic heat. Only
the everyday cheerfulness of the postman made
this bearable, along with the fact that even the
censors mellowed with age. To quote one: "
thought | was péﬂ'y good as a censor— as
censors go."

Of course, not all of our activities were con-
fined to camp routine. There were those fre-
quent trips into the village of Guiuan, a focal

point due to the fact that all other native vil-

lages were out of bounds for various reasons.

Occasionally one enjoyed the added delight of

snagging a plane ride over to Leyte and other
points of the compass. This is strictly off the
cuff, so we'll only say thanks to our fellow mili-
tary-men of the Samar Air Field. They seemed
struck by pity as we ogled the pin-ups adorning
the planes and agreed to make it possible to
snitch a ride and snitch we did.

Working long hours in the hot sun was not
conducive to a very ambitious recreation pro-
gram and we were further handicapped by the
lack of facilities. However, in what we did have,
we made a pretty good record. Our major en-
deavor and interest was in the ball team which
earned quite a reputation. Due to the efforts

of Stan Pietrzak, we became the team to beat









and as a crowning glory, we played host to the
mighty star-studded 8th Army Chicks from
Leyte. In this game our boys were afflicted with
stage fright to the extent that the Chicks won
handily, 9 to |. However, on the return trip at
Coe Field, we gave them the scare of their
Pacific tour, before finally going down to defeat
by a score of 3 to |. In both games the 30th
was mightily honored and helped by the appear-
ance of Phil Rizzuto at short-stop. The Chicks
counted among their players such stars as Ken
Sylvestri of the Yanks, Al Flair of the Red Sox,
Dusak of the Cardinals and many minor league
stars. The basketball team also gave a good

account of itself and became very well known
in Guiuan. The best barometer of a team is how

strongly you are backed by the native "Jack

Doyles" and the 30th was one of their favorites.
We were unfortunate indeed inasmuch as both
the softball and basketball teams had to play
all games away from home due to the lack of
facilities, but the interest was there and the Bat-

talion reputation was upheld . . . Intramural










activities were limited to volleyball and horse-
shoes, but both activities generated a surprising

amount of enthusiasm and indicated how much

activity and interest we could count on when
the construction pressure would be sufficiently
eased to permit a more ambitious sports pro-
gram. |t was only the end of the war and the
beginning of the great shift in personnel that

prevented our plans from becoming a reality.
We came to look upon the tiny settlement
of Guiuan as our one and only liberty town, and
even that meant confusion and confinement to
purely sight-seeing expeditions, for Guiuan of-
fered little of what we had grown to expect dur-
ing off-duty hours. Even fresh drinking water
was practically impossible to obtain and food
definitely out of the question, unless we were
to take chances with the native concoctions or

pay a friendly visit to some neighboring outfit.
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Even so, Guiuan had her rewards for we were
impressed by her many sights.

Foremost in our memories will be the quiet
beauty of the Church of the Immaculate Con-
ception, said to have been built some 390 years
ago. lts dignity became the target for many
cameras, and ours was among them. The narrow
streets were crowded with tiny stalls, each offer-
ing the results of native handicraft, principally
sandals, shell necklaces, bolos and a few odds
and ends of this and that. Occasionally there
would be a slightly larger shop revealing a touch
of business acumen, for here the clerks were

mostly young boys and girls, placed there no

doubt with an eye to their wistful appeal. The

women of the village were constantly engaged
in one or two occupations, washing themselves
or their clothes. One other business, slightly less
constant, concerned the world's oldest pro-
fession.

The Spartan qualities of the Filipino were
always being brought to our attention, for com-
mon was the sight of small groups trudging bare-
foot down the dusty roads with whatever they
had to carry precariously perched on top of
their heads. |t seemed the men never worked,
perhaps it was because they had far more im-
portant things to take care of—things like cock
fights. Whatever work was done by the male

was done by the very young male, and there's
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a great suspicion his work was solely for his own
amusement, though sometimes put to good use.
Perhaps the scenes of native villages and some-
what bedraggled occupants, the apparent
squalor of everyday, would lead you to think
that such life must be dull. Such is not true, for
there were gayer moments. A wedding was
truly an event calling for good times as the bliss-
ful bride and groom received the well-wishes of
friends and relatives. There were parties also
held in the memory of deceased relatives—
though they might have just died. The days that
call for us to display our patriotic feelings were
no different to the people of Guiuan or any

other village. We shall not forget the true spirit

of democracy evidenced by the natives as they
joined the military on Independence Day, 1945.
Aside from their true love of country, it was also
a day when woman was in her element as she
dressed in her "Sunday best" and joined her

friends,
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Naturally, during our stay at Calicoan there those we missed so much, those whom we knew
were days which seemed endless. Those were we were soon to see again. Such thoughts were

the days when our thoughts went back home to nof the result of wishful thinking, but rather the
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result of an offensive that had been greatly
stepped up against our Japanese enemy. The
end was in sight, only we didn't know when or
exactly how. There were other reasons we felt
that home wasn't far away. They were wrapped
up in the ever-present fact that all our mates
over 42 years of age were homeward bound
and their departure only served to fan our own
hopes. It became apparent they could not all
go at once, so the oldest went first and as each
group departed we bade them farewell with
handclasps that said 'we'll see you again—
soon."

The beginning of the end came much sooner

than we even dared hope, and oddly enough,
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coincided with our own construction plans. For
we first heard rumblings that were to swell into
a mighty crescendo of victory at the same time

our projects drew to a close in preparation for







a still more forward movement. At first there
were the news reports in the battalion paper,
supplemented by additional reports during the

evening newscasts. They resolved, however, into

a series of statements and counter-statements
and for a few days all was quiet.

The early evening of 10 August, 1945 started
ouf to be just another tropic evening. The movie
was one we hadn't seen before, so the mess hall
was packed and those who couldn't get inside
watched through the side screens. The news
ended with nothing spectacular and we were
getting our teeth into the cinema story, hindered
somewhai by the low drone of outside activities.
Suddenly the screen blacked out and we sus-
pected a touch of projection problems. Instead
the battalion newscaster broke the stillness with
"Your attention, please. . . . Provided the per-

ogatives of the Divine right of Hirohito to rule
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is accepted and respected, the Japanese Gov-
ernment has just announced it is willing to submit
to unconditional surrender as outlined in the
Potsdam Declaration.” His last words and those
that followed were blasted into nothingness by
a terrific roar—a wild frenzy that could not be
stopped. Nobody wanted to stop it. This was
the day, the day upon which we had based all
our hopes, the day we had searched for during
the months behind. Now that the moment was
here, the expression of our feelings was divided
between delirious screams and soft tears. A si-
lent, fervent prayer of thanks to God arose from
every soul.

Then followed those unforgettable five days.
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The code of proposals and counter-proposals
slowly crackled around the world until at last,
on |4 August, 1945, President Truman an-

nounced to a waiting Yank in a foreign land that
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history's greatest war was won—that ours now
was the fight for peace. It was now that bar-
rack room ballads sung a new song. The argu-

ments now were not how to get to Japan the

fastest, but the quickest way back home. Sea-
bags were hauled out and given a thorough
check. Yes, we knew we had months to wait,
even though some would have only days. But
the waiting now was good. Slow — tedious —
tiresome—but good. After a few unforeseen set-
backs, mainly due to weather, the ceremonies of
unconditional surrender were at hand. Sunday,
September 2nd, 1945 was the chosen time.
Aboard the battleship Missouri was the chosen
place. We sat around our radios and heard it
all. And when it was all over in Tokyo Bay, we
heard President Truman proclaim the day as V-J
Day. We smiled, stretched lazily and went out-

side. |t was a beautiful day.

Every battalion has done its job in @ most commendable manner—each highly de-
serving of the Navy's most glowing tribute of "Well done.” ... The history of any one
battalion is, to a great extent, the history of all battalions. Thus, in telling the story
of the Thirtieth, we feel, in a way, we are but chrenicling the duties, problems, vic-
tories and accomplishments of all Navy Seabees. . . .

Our purpose is to show with words and pictures the tremendous contribution made

by the American Worker on every front, by which he constructed an integral part of

HISTORY

To tell the full story of the construction ac-
compl?shn"menh of the 30th Battalion in the pages
that follow is an impossibility, for the larger tasks
outweighed in visual importance the many minor
jobs of maintenance and repair which assured
the successful completion of our various assign-
ments. The written word proved its inadequacy
to relate the detailed problems which heightened
our satisfaction in the completed projects. Thus,
with the words that follow, we shall attempt to
but briefly outline the work which lay ahead at

the various duty stations.

CAMP THOMAS—The majority of personnel

during our three months at Thomas were occu-
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pied in maintaining facilities at Camp, training
at Sun Valley and other military schools, strike
breaking at the Advance Base Depot for a
period of two weeks and staging maneuvers in
Providence. Several construction projects, how-
ever, were assigned to the Battalion. To aid in
handling the tremendous flow of Advance Base
material, 10 acres of open storage area were
graded and stabilized and half a mile of railway
spur added to the existing system. One thou-
sand feet of road was paved to improve the
camp. Concrete gangs laid sidewalks at the
Receiving Barracks and Ship's Service building
and a terrace for the Officer's Club. Carpentry

crews completed guard rails and a service build-



ing at the Canteen. About 1,000 feet of 6" and
12" storm drain and /g miles of storm ditches
were added to improve drainage. Grading,
ramps and a launching dock for pontoons were
provided at the Proving Grounds.

MUGU — During the Mugu "era" the Bai-
talion carried on work at several locations. About
two hundred men supplemented crews at Camp
Bedillion on maintenance. Another of equal size
headed for Mira Loma to barely start a signal
tower and grading of hard stands before being
rerouted to ‘San Clemente. The balance of the
battalion constructed projects in Camp, the Hut
area, Beach Camp and at the air strip. A de-
tachment of men was sent to San Diego to learn
the assembly and operation of a new Army unit
for the landing and take-off of light planes. Con-
version of the personnel camp from tents to
triple Dallas huts was begun and 3| completed.
An area of |5 acres for hut locations was filled,
graded and stabilized to correct a bad drainage
condition. A tank farm of six 5,000 barrel bolted
steel tanks complete with piping, loading racks
and grading was added to the refueling facili-
ties. Earth moving crews reshaped and graded
50 acres of air strip, faxiways and hard stand

areas, correcting the drainage and preparing the
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strip to receive 2,000 feet of Marston mat, 150”
in width. Carpentry work included construction
of a 250 man galley for AATC, two 30'x80’
frame warehouses, a 40'x100" machine shop, re-
roofing a 200°x300" hangar, a mezzanine deck in
supply warehouse, alterations to a control tower
and installation of cold storage lockers. In addi-
tion, a large incinerator was erected and a plane

unloading dock built at the Beach Camp.

SAN CLEMENTE—In a busy but pleasant 28
days, two hundred men constructed an 18 Dallas
hut administration unit for the island command,
and undertook major repairs on a 3,000 foot air
strip. On the latter, a large part of the surfacing
and faulty foundation material was removed and
subgrade replaced. The strip was brought to a

fine grade when work was terminated.

OAHU, T. H.—Most of the projects assigned
had been left incomplete by outgoing units
hence were small. The 1200 man Marine camp
and the Ford lsland project were major con-
struction, however, To bring the Marine camp
to completion, 21 Quonset huts for barracks,
recreation, a Post Exchange and Administration
building were built, Electrical utilities for the

camp were completed and a garbage house pro-




vided, Roads were paved and drainage struc-
tures were installed to accommodate surface
run-off. Erection of a 1500 man theater ended

construction.

Ford Island projects included ten large build-
ings. Carried to partial completion were four
BIE Waves barracks, 40'x168" a galley and lean-
to, 6C'x200' and a mess hall, 40'x200°, The in-
terior work of BIB, BOQ and the structures for
a 60'x10C" frame mess hall and a 40'x100" galley
and lean-to were completed. Brought to the
second floor framing was a BIB quarters and a
large septic tank was half finished. Additional
projects included installation of 300" of 8" and
50C' of 6" defueling lines at the Defueling Pier
with connections made under hazardous condi-
tions due to the existing system. A large drum-
ming plant and a 30" 50 gun mount were com-
pleted along with an incinerator for Cincpac,
Half @ mile of the Honolulu R.R. was salvaged,

walks, roads and recreation courts provided for
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two camps. Additional assignments were sltera-
tions to repair shops and training schools, cover-
ing half a dozen projects, quarters buildings,
floodlighting, landscaping of camp and con-

struction of a compound.

CALICOAN, P. |.—Following construction of
a temporary tent city, a permanent Quonset
camp was erected for the home of the 30th on
Calicoan. Ninety-one buildings of Quonset and
frame design were built. Brackish and fresh
water systems, were laid and sewage facilities
provided. Electrical and telephone systems ser-
viced the area. VYolley, basketball and horseshoe
courts provided limited recreation facilities.
Within a few days of arrival, outside construc-
tion of the South Calicoan Highway and an
earth fill jetty were begun. Over half of the
twe miles of road was blasted from rough coral
terrain to build a 40" "stateside" highway before
the project was transferred to cxpedite other

work. To facilitate loading of garbage scows



a 680 jetty, 22' at the shoulders, was built com-
plete with turn around, lighting and a 64" timber
pier outboard. The battalion's largest project was
the construction of an ABCD area of 100 acres
of facilities. About 50 acres of clearing, 80 of
grading, and 30 of dunnage pads were required.
Ten drilling and blasting crews were needed to
level the rough coral and approximately 170,000
cubic yards of fill placed to compete grading.
The four frame structures erected were a
100'x300" sorting shed built from the deck up,
a similar transit shed of lighter construction, a
32'x80' addition to the latter, and a 60'xI80'
equipment shop, Thirty-four Quonsets were built
for warehouses and a shop building. Post holes
were blasted in the coral and 220 poles with
double flood lamps placed, complete with ser-
vice for flood lighting. About 4,500 feet of
trench were blasted for underground power lines.

Drainage, s major problem through inadequate

early planning, was corrected by blasting nu-
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merous sump holes, excavating 2,350 feet of
trench, most of which was blasted from rock
coral, and installing 1,250 feet of 24" and 30"
culvert pipe. To meet the target date for com-
pletion of construction at NSD, the 30th was
assigned 4 warehouses totaling 48—40'x100' But-
ler buildings erected in units of 12 and 2 Quon-
set chemical warehouses. On the Butler units,
an efficiency was attained surpassing standards
set by the Bureau of Yards and Docks under
ideal conditions as the minimum mandays re-
quired. Two additional projects were the clear-
ing and grading of 12 acres for an incoming unif
and the construction of 4.5 miles of telephone
cable ranging in size up to 5| pairs. On the
latter, 229 poles were placed, most in holes

blasted from coral.

A fuller description, a pictorial story of
building follows, rounding out the accomplish-
ments of the 30th in its primary task—Con-

struction.
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Ten acres of open storage area was graded and stabilized. After
grading, the area was sprayed with heavy oil, which, combined with

water, is the method used to stabilize soil.

Final stabilization consisted of disking
the area to thoroughly mix the ingredi-

ents with the earth, then it was rolled to

the finished hard packed surface.
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Our "gandy dancers" laid a half mile of spur line to facilitate the
handling of supplies. Concrete gangs laid sidewalks at Ship's Service
and Receiving barracks, and constructed a terrace for the Officer's

Club.
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When civilian workers staged a strike at Advance Base Depot at Thomas, the 30th
men were called in to "bridge the gap' in the life line of desperately needed supplies

moving to outfits in forward areas.
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Disposal of waste of all kinds is always a problem. Here we see the men working
on the drainage system to take care of wet waste and a service building to take

care of dry waste.
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The conversion of personnel camp from tents to Dallas huts presented a fine problem

of not tearing down too many tents at one time to make sure that there were no men

left sleeping on the ground, a problem complicated by the necessity of grading and
stabilizing the soil before the huts could be built.
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Tank Farm — Structural steel crews
erected the steel tanks in the refinery
area while shipfitters laid the intricate

system of piping.
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Camp Mugu was built around the air-
strip where carrier planes were brought
in for repair, rebuilding and salvage.
The battalion completed the strip and
built docks for unloading the planes.
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Warehouses were built to store supplies required to outfit outgoing
ACORN units,

Galley and mess hall facilities were constructed With the completion of the scullery, our men
to serve personnel of the anti-aircraft training joyfully laid aside their mess kits and went back
center. to trays.

I
is divided into two levels.
Trash is dumped from the
trucks into upper level where
it is dried by fire below.

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A necessary preliminary to beginning any job is establishment of
various shops. At Pearl Harbor, immediately after quartering of
troops, an equipment compound and shop area was established at

Moanalua Ridge.




One of the first jobs assigned was road building and recreation area at Camp Catlin.
Our men did both the rough and fine work in building of tennis courts, baseball dia-
monds and basketball courts, besides building the road system for the 1200 man
Marine Camp. Roads and parking areas were also built at Kauhua Island and in our

own equipment compound at Iroquois Point,
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To the right shows the
PX in the process of
construction and above
is the theatre which we
completed, even to in-
stallation of sound

equipment.

Most of our jobs at
Pearl Harbor were
completion of work al-
ready started by other
battalions who had
moved forward. |In
completing the 1200
Marine Camp we con-
structed 21 Quonset
huts.




FORD ISLAND is situated in the middle of Pearl Harbor and consists of

about 450 acres (2/3 sq. miles) of area, now totally covered with installations,

in the construction of which the 30th had its part. The main installation is
the airstrip and shops for the service and repair of fighter planes, plus the
necessary housing facilities for the station personnel, both male and femaie,
Here shown is the laying of the foundation for the enlisted men's messhall
and the building itself half completed. Opposite is the laying of the sewage

disposal system.
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WAVE QUARTERS were built on the island to accommedate the girls who were to
work in the plane shops and offices. Here is shown interior work in a personnel hut,

the WAVE galley, nearing completion and the adjoining waste disposal system.
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Besides the major projects already described, the battalion also finished up
many minor jobs, some of which are shown in these pages. Above is a
view of the incinerator built at CinCPac Headquarters at Makalapa for
the burning of secret documents. Below is a picture of our shipfitters working

on the fueling lines at the cruiser berth on Kuahua.
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Odd jobs included (as always) the beautification of our own area by building of a
stone wall around the Ad building; foundry at the sub base and the installation of an
AA gun at the Pacific Fleet Radar and Radio School.
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Upen our arrival in the Philippines, the battalion,
tor the first time on this tour, really got their
teeth into big time construction. We were as-
signed to Calicoan which is an island of about |
by three-quarters miles in area, situated off the
southern tip of Samar on the southeast coast of
Leyte Gulf. According fo the master plan for
the installation of a complete Naval Base ex-
tending from Tacloban, Leyte to Calicoan, our
island was to have NSD and ABCD as its prin-

cipal installations. Coming ashore, our first job

was to build a home for ourselves which was not
oniy to house us while we did the assigned work,
but also was to be the base of our operations.
We were assigned a coconut grove about 2400
feet long and 350 feet wide and told that this
was our living space—go to it! When the ad-
vance party arrived, it was already inhabited by
various snakes, rats and landcrabs and profuse
undergrowth. On the pages that follow is the
story in pictures of the metamorphosis into a

beautiful and comfortable home away from

home. . . .




The advance parties were quartered with neighboring battalions for the first night
and spent the next day pitching tents. As the men came ashore, they took over the

tasks of more tents and clearing the area, with the help of hired native men and boys.
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The first of the palm trees came down
by hand, but only enough to give the
bulldozer elbow room when it took on
the job. The method of felling trees by
‘dozer simply meant snubbing the blade
against the base of the tree and the
mighty tracks biting the earth did the

rest.




Even while the temporary tent
quarters were still going up,
work on the permanent build-
ings was begun. As the trees
were cleared they were cut into
3 foot lengths for Quonset hut
foundations. Naturally one of
the earliest crews on the job
was the sanitation department.
After only two days of slit
trenches, the permanent "Chic

Sales" were in operation.
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In the beginning we could impose on neighboring outfits for certain comforts,

but inasmuch as every unit had only built for itself, we were overcrowding

their facilities and were as anxious as they to get our own set-up. Hence a
temporary galley under canvas was hurriedly thrown up and we were feeding
our own men on the 3rd day ashore. For the same reason, on the same night

we started our own movies,
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Almost as soon as the tents
were up, the Quonset began to
take shape. Most of the huts
were small 20'x56' huts which
housed both office and per-

sonnel. . . .
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One of the first serious prob-
lems we faced was that of
drinking water. In the beginning
we hauled all water from a cave
about 4 miles away in pontoons
and trucks. Highest priority in
building was given to construc-
tion of water tanks to store
water obtained from the ship

that brought us over.
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Upon completion of the tanks, next in importance was the permanent galley
and messhall. This was composed of a 40'x100' Quonset for the galley and
a wood frame, canvas roofed messhall and scullery. Because of the heat dur-
ing the middle of the day, it was necessary to pour the concrete deck at

night.







Almost as quickly as the building of
the camp started the shops had to
be in operation to furnish the neces-
sary appurtenances for smooth op-
eration. As an example the carpenter
shop was necessary to build such in-
dispensable articles as files, desks,
chairs, toilet seats and etc, Trans-
portation shops, of course, kept the

equipment serviced and repaired.
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With the drinking water temporarily
taken care of, the bathing facilities
were next on the list. Due to a short-
age of fresh water, brackish water
was used for showers and storage
tanks were raised in each Company
area. . . . The supply Warehouse was
a 40'x100' Quonset and against one
side was built the Ship's Store facili-
ties such as Tailor shop, cobbler shop

and warehouse offices.
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After three weeks of intense work of nine hours a day on the part of the 250 men
assigned to camp construction, all except the finishing touches were completed. The

following pages are an attempt to give an adequate idea of the finished camp.
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All was not the construction of an attractive and
efficient camp for the battalion personnel—
within 3 days after landing, men of the 30th

were in the field on various construction projects
for which they were shipped so many miles to

accomplish. . . . Of primary concern was the

completion of the task of unloading the SS Am-

rose Bierce, our cargo ship. . . . Other projects
included the construction of an earth jetty 300
feet long culminating in a timber pier. . . . One
of our first assignments was the building of a
section of the Calicoan Highway—this was a
44 foot wide 25 mile long '"stateside' road con-
necting all the Navy installations on Calicoan

and Samar. . ..




The major problem in this construction was the development of a borrow pit
from which to obtain the necessary fill and surface material—actually 3 pits
were developed and exhausted—to complete the work. . . . Numerous slides

like that shown below handicapped the progress of the work.




From where once there
were swamps and tangled
jungle underbrush now
emerged the beginning of
what would prove to be

the essential arfery of

supply.
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Mahogany forests tackled brought first the
task of routing stubborn age-cld trees.
Power saws proved invaluable as the

growth gradually disappeared.




These pictures indicate the prob-
lems which arose—treacherous un-
dergrowths camouflaging pitfalls
large enough to trap a 25 ton
bulldozer . . . disposal of moun-
tainous heaps of felled timber

which were finally cleared by burn-

ing.
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The coral rock was so hard that
bulldozer blades and arms had to
be re-enforced constantly. This
meant considerable maintenance
work as 12 dozers operated on a

24 hour basis.




The site chosen for ABCD was over a 100 acres of granite-like uneven coral, all of
which had to be blasted before it could be graded. Blasting operations consumed
2,079 pounds of 60 per cent dynamite per day over a period of 2 months. . . . Mate-
rials to level this area were hauled from the large barrow pit on the northern end of
the island. . . . The magnitude of the pit, as shown on the opposite page, can be

compared to the large cargo trucks on the highway, appearing as tiny ants.










Well over a half million yards of fill were re-
moved from this pit by the various battalions.

The 30th was assigned one small corner from

which we drew 140,000 yards to level the depot
site. As shown here, primary holes were bored
by wagon drills, dynamiting loosened the il

which was then transferred to waiting trucks.




When the fill arrived it was spread by ‘dozer and pan . . . as fast as the dunnage was

laid, materials to be stored were brought in and stacked.
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As soon as the area was leveled off a
foundation and deck was provided for
the sorting shed, which was 130'x300'
frame structure. . . . Trusses were pre-
fabricated on the ground and lifted into
position by crane. In order to handle
the 35 foot high trusses, it become
necessary to insert a |7 foot section in
the crane boom. This section was made

from the only material available, 3"

pipe. . . .




These trusses, weighing about |0 tons, were all "Made in the U.S.A."—for despite

the abundance of native wood, this was the fastest way.

As the sorting shed (shown opposite) neared completion, the foundation for the Transit
shed (above) took form. As this building was of lighter construction, the problems of

erection were greatly simplified.
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To provide the required 7,000 yards of concrete a mixing plant was built on the site.

A new use was found for Traxcavators to load the mixers of the plant.
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The plant produced 300 yards of concrete, in a 12 hour day. . . . Another 30th inno-
vation was an original method of pouring concrete from dump trucks into limited areas

by the use of a discharge valve on the tail gate.
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Quickly constructed storage facilities were essen-
tial, and ABCD, which was the first project to
absorb most of our men, really went up the
quick way. Before the foundations of the many
Quonsets were thoroughly dry and with only the
bare skeleton of the frames, supplies started to
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move in. In many cases, additions to already

existing huts had to be made, and dozens more
were started and finished, from the ground up,
as swiftly as the 'dozers could work the final
grading. ABCD was conceived, built, and used

practically at the same time.
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The completion of storage warehouses at
ABCD led to the installation of maintenance
facilities such as equipment repair shops, car-
penter shops, crating shed to handle the flow
of materials and complicated lighting installa-
tions to make possible a full 24 hour schedule

of operation. . ..
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While this construction progressed supplies were
moved into the depot. The process of the enor-
mous task of transferring cargo from ship—
through sorting to storage—is shown on these
pages as the material passed to waiting trucks,

into the sorting sheds, then into the sectional
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compounds from which the supplies could be
drawn. . . . The air views reveal the scope of the
job that was being done at the Advance Base
Construction Depot. . . . From untouched forests
on tropical undergrowth was carved in 101 days
this vital receiving and distribution point for the

weapons of war.

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The sigh of relaxation over the completion of ABCD was short-lived, as orders were
received to take on the job of constructing 48 Butler warehouses in 30 days. This
assignment, however, was tackled with unusual enthusiasm as we realized that the 30th
was to be the first battalion to build this type of warehouse in the Philippines. ... The
problems indeed furnished a challenge. Each hut was designed to provide a structure
40 by 100 feet. From the 48 huts we were to construct |16 mammoth warehouses 160
by 300 teet each, which meant joining 3 individual huts for each complete warehouse.
. . . Crews were soon laying foundations similar to those used in Quonset construction

at ABCD. .




The Butler huts were
rigid steel structures with
welded haunches, pre-
fabricated on the site and

assembled into position,
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A mobile crane quickly raised the trusses into position, then crews installed X-bracing,

L —

sag rods, purlins and gutters to complete the framework of the unit.



The neatest trick of the job was the insertion of
a 4' by 4' wood kicker between the intermediate
and end trusses to transfer the developed stress
from the weaker end truss to the stronger,
welded haunch. . . . With the completion of the

frames, the buildings were finished by bolting on
sidewalls and roofs. . . . Just |5 days from our
starting date, |5 the alloted time, our huts
were completed. The following aerial view shows
the complete NSD. On the left are the docks,
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transshipment areas and offices. To the right of
the island are the storage warehouses (the Butler
huts shown in the foreground) and personnel

camp. A closeup view of the section is shown on

Page 311.. .. Just 17 days from the completion
of this project, President Harry S. Truman offi-
cially proclaimed V-J Day. . ..

the successful conquest of Leyte.
