Luring this opserating period, the task unit contended w:Lt.h the coldest
weather so far encountercd. ltﬂﬂperu.turts for about Hrur consecutive days
ranged from o low of 129F to a high of 18°F, Severe working conditiois
were experienced, particularly on the flight deck, with winds &t laurnching
periods ranging to 38 knots over the dka This :unposed delays in rearming
and in eifecting minor ajrcraft repairs or adjustments on the flight deck.
This situation was alleviated considerably by positioning the ship for
commencement of the days operations so that the ship could be headsd down-
wind during rearming.

Recommendation

On oclow freegzing temperabures or with high winds carrier task units
should pesition in advance of starting flight operations bearing in mind
the desirability of rumning down-wind betwean recovery and respotiing so
as to create, as neurly as possible, a no-wind condition over the deck,
thus giving handling, gasing, and loading crews more favorable conditicns
for expuditious rearming, 4lso, time allowances in scheduling should be

the present light weight c:olored helmets used to degighuate . flight
deck operating groups are not sufficiently warm in temperaturss below 30°F,
The main discomfort was aboub the sars..

Recommendetion

- That colored winter fl:l.ght deck helmets be developed that are of
sufficient warwth to provide necessary protection ot sub-freezing tempera-
tures., These heluets should contain loops wherein goggle straps may be
interlaced to uvoid loss by slipstream pressure as goggles wre guite
necessary for plane directors and chaulkmen, Also, smzll but firm visors
could be incorporated which would teid to lessen the wind pressure at the
eye level while at the same time providing non-glare characteristics needed

on sunny ciays.

ime to the 1n.fruquent bt exceedmgly da.ngarous situation resulting
when hung-rockets bucoie deotached from an circraft on an arrested landing
the BabDOsNG S5TraLT, in Decamber 1951, developed the YFREDERICKS" Barrier.
This barrier consited of several cargo nets rolled znd tied which were
~ strung across the flight deck manuclly whenever aircraft to be recovered
were carrying hung ordmance. It necessituted a minimum of eight (8) per-
sonndl to open und close this barrier. HRHecemtly the BADOBIG STRAIT '
developed and is now using the "IRISH" Barrier which has certain advantages
over its predecessor. This new barrier is dttach@d to and opbrh.tes on the
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Number 4 Barrier stanchions (Illustrated in Enclosure (3)). Its advantages
are:

l. No personnel are involved in the handling of the net after it is once
rigged.

2. 4ireraft can be taxied and towed across it.

3. 1t is always in position when tle barriers are up even though a pilot
fails to notify FLY QUN of his hung ordnance.
Lo Rigeing involves a maxspmn of fifteen minutes on the first operating
day.

5. It stops the rocket closer to the jettison ramp wuere it can be
disposed of ..ore quickly, '

rnecomnendation

& more permanent net using the principles of the "IKISH" Barrier should
be developed using a strong wear-resistant stainless steel or galvanized iron
wire netting, For lack of better materials this original net is constructed
of layers of cotton and nylon two (2} inch tape. This has proven servicable
but it is not totally resistant to the rough wear and tear iiposed by constant
use during aircraft operating periods, or to weather deterioration.

Tielding elements at the number one, two, three, and four cross-deck
pendart s are high-rate replacement items due to the punishment given by
landing aircraft. Since 1 October 1952, eleven (11) elements have been
broken. opares have been difficult to obtain necessitating exchanges with
elements in areas where less abusive use occurs - nainely those outboard on
the number nine, eight or seven wires.

The SK-3 air Search Hadar was out of commission for- ‘a period of five
days due to a failure of the rotating joint in the antemna. The copper
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conductor leading to the rotating antenna joint was seized by the joint and
twisted until it parted.

The twisting caused a shifting of all the conductors in the antenns

1 assembly resulting in severcl splits in the conditctor and four shorts from
the conductor to ground, Thsre are no spares for this assembly carried
aboard, however, repairs were sffected by straightening bent -sections, silver
soldering splits and inserting copper sleeves in the places where the twisted
sections hud to be reuoved. It was impossible to get all of the kinks out of
the conductors. The line now meggers the required five hundred megohms up

to the point where the conductor enmters the antenng feed horn. From there to
the radiating elament there is a direct short to ground. Repair of this
short was considered impossible while the ship was underway. When the gear
was activated, normal targets appeared but the power output of the radar is
still very low, -
