Two of these repeaters are designed for operation with the :N/SRR-6 AW
systen, This systein has been out of operation for the past six months due
to the lack of & transformer which has burnecl out.

able in any of the suppiy activities, Vh-No, 2 and VK-lio, 3 operate with
tnis systui and even though the system is inoperative the VK's can still be
uscd as repeaters {or the scarch radars, The 120 volt line voltage for
thege two repeaters is obtained from tne ships 440 V.a.O, generators, The
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L4O volts is stepped own to 120 volts though a transforuier coniion to the
alN/sih-6 sysben only, In aXlition to this transiomuer, toe line voltage for
These repuaters is furtiwr controlled by o center tap trensforicr. o fire
occurred in Vh-No. 3, burning out both fuge holders aznd impairing the off-
center range switch anl its associated wiring, Neighte of the fuzes blew,
in tryiig to deterudne the couse of the fire it was discovered thot the line
voltege on Vh- hio, 2 was 128 volts instead of the normcl 117. The line volta
at the oo transforier was 117 volus. Further investigation showed the linc
passed through the above mentioned center tap transforuser and Lnproper
positioning of the center-tap hud raised ths line voltege from 137V to 128V,
This center-tap transforuer was labeled as an auto-~transforwer for the 5G-1
radur on the n&se plate, and the fact that it was being uscsi to contrel the
line voltags for Vi-no, 2 and VK-No. 3 was not kaown by any of the elesctronic
personnel. Further, the Jesign of the VK repeaters is such that an unier-~
size fugze hoider ust be uses because of spoce linditations, The end of the
fuze holder cuies within o fraction of an inch of the off-centering range
switch., It is felt tnat the over heating of thz fuze holiser, caused by the
nigh line voltage and current plus the Jefective fuzes installed caused the
firc.without blowing the furmes. This repeater was placed back in operation
afbur about five aun-usys work., The night following the fire, VE-NO.2 blew
a fuze, 1t was felt thabt this was also tue to the line overlozd. It was at
this tine tne center-tap trunsformer was discovered. The wvoltage was cut
down to 117 wolts wnd VE-No, 2 reruzed and put back on the line, Then VK-lo.
1 cnd Vh-ho, 4 both vlew fuzes with VE-ic. 1 also burning out one fuze hcider
Investigetilon showed that these two repesters get tieir 120 volts supply
from a transformer comwon to much of the ship's lignting circuits in the
forward part of the siip. after putting these repeaters back on the line a
chart was kept of the line voltages abt these two repeaters. These voltagus
varied frowe 112 volis to 123 volts. It was learned that the transiormers
supply ing this voltage operate at full locd conditions ind that ony chunges
in tnis load, such as turning on electrical wachinery will cause the voltage
to fluctuate, These two repeaters continued to blow fuzes periodically dur-
ing the operastion due to overload. Ib is recommendsd that the VK sst up be
wodified to include a separate transforuer for obtaining their line voltage
rather than huve the varying load condition oecurring with the use of light-
ing cireuit transioruars,

One of the TUK transnitters was put out of couudssion to work on a noisy
motor generstor, It was found that the ball bearing in the motor <nd was
very poorly packed and agparsntly nad a flat ball. +his bearing was replaced
and the bearing on ithe generctor was repocked. This transumitter was out of
commission for aibout four hours. There were no otler follures in
corumunications equiptnt,

The only other eleclronic iifficulty was seversl tube failures in the AN/
UPX~-1, The tubss that f.iled are the 604 and 6sS6. These are the same
tubes that huve failed sevorsl times proviously this yesar. It is felt that
none of the above fallures seriously effected the ship's operating schedule.
