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FOREWORD 

 
In the study you will find the list of all swimmers medallists (first, second, third) of the FINA 
events of the Olympics Games and 25 and 50m World Championships.  
 
It should be made clear that these standings only have a historical aim and not any sportive 
signification because comparison between the achievements of swimmers of different 
generations is always unfair for several reasons:  
 

1. The period of time 
- The Olympic Games did not take place in 1916, 1940 and 1944 during the World 

Wars. 
- Women were only first admitted to the Olympic Games in 1912. 
- The World Championships (50m) were swum from 1973 and then only 

irregularly (1973, 1975, 1978, 1982, 1986, 1991, 1994, 1998, 2001, 2003, 2005). 
- The World Championships (25m) only appear on the Calendar from 1993 and 

were swum in 1993, 1995, 1997, 1999, 2000, 2002 and 2004. 
 

2. The evolution of the program  
The number of events has not stopped growing. 
 
3. The impossibilities to compete  
Some swimmers are unable to compete at certain events owing to political boycotts of their 
countries, e.g. 1980, 1984.  

 
This edition may manifest certain errors; we hope that this will be remedied for the next 
edition with the assistance of our readers.

The abbreviations used for each National Federation are included at the end of this volume. 
However, for Germany, for the period of 1960-1991, the abbreviations FRG for the Federal 
Republic and GDR for the Democratic Republic have been used.  

In 1992, at the 
Olympic Games in Barcelona, the Republics of the former USSR participated under the 
acronym EUN (Unified Team).
