Pamatnik Bedficha Smetany
v Jabkenicich

Obec Jabkenice nedaleko Mladé Boleslavi je pevné spojena s poslednim desetiletim Zivota
a tvorby hudebniho skladatele Bedficha Smetany (1824-1884). V jabkenické myslivné
v bezprosttedni blizkosti rozsdhlé, dodnes zachované obory knizat Thurn-Taxist s prekrdsnymi
ptirodnimi sceneriemi, pusobil od r. 1875 Smetanuv zet Josef Schwarz, manzel jeho nejstarsi
dcery Zofie. Ztréta sluchu v roce 1874 zbavila Smetanu pevné existence a od r. 1875 proto zl
se svou rodinou trvale v Jabkenicich u své dcery. Zde také vznikla vétsina jeho nejvyznamnéjsich
dél: opery Hubicka, Tajemstvi, Certova sténa, oba smyccové kvartety, klavirni cykly Sny a Ceské
tance, fada shorovych dél, dokon¢il zde cyklus M4 vlast.

V roce 1888 byla Smetanovi na myslivné odhalena pamétni deska, 1928 zde byla jako malé
muzeum zpfistupnéna jeho pracovna, i kdyz budova slouzila svému ptuvodnimu téelu. V roce
1936 myslivnu odkoupilo sdruzeni Dédictvi Bedficha Smetany v Jabkenicich a ve spolupraci
se Smetanovym muzeem zde byla 1937 oteviena prvni stéld expozice. 1950 ptevzalo Smetanovo
muzeum myslivou do své spravy a instalovalo expozici novou, posledni expozice zde byla
pristupnd v letech 1964-87. Od r. 1987 probihala rozsdhld rekonstrukce objektu, na novou
expozici véak nebyly finanéni prostiedky. Myslivna tak zustala 15 let vefejnosti nepfistupnd.
Novd, v poradi ¢tvrtd stdld expozice je vénovdna predev$im jabkenickému obdobi Smetanova
Zivota. Obrazovymi a pisemnymi dokumenty i fadou osobnich a rodinnych predmétu pfiblizuje
Zivot Smetanovy rodiny i rodiny Zofie a Josefa Schwarzovych v Jabkenicich, kontakty B. Smetany
s Mladoboleslavskem jesté pied jeho prichodem do Jabkenic a dokumentuje Smetanovu tvorbu
jabkenického obdobi — pfedevsim jeji provozovani a Sifeni na koncertech, opernich scéndch
a prostrednictvim hudebnich vydavatelstvi v Cechdch i v zahraniéi. Jadrem expozice jsou
interiéry Smetanovy pracovny a rodinného salénu zrekonstruované podle dobovych svédectvi
a zafizené z&4sti 1 pivodnim dochovanym ndbytkem ze Smetanovy rodiny a dal$imi autentickymi
pamdtkami. V sdle s malou galerii obrazi skladatelova vnuka Zdeiika Schwarze je mozny
neruseny poslech Smetanovych skladeb dle vlastniho vybéru.

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Bedfich Smetana Monument
in Jabkenice

The Jabkenice village near Mladd Boleslav is closely associated with the last ten years of the life and work
of the composer Bedrich Smetana (1824 - 1884). Smetana’s sonindaw, Josef Schwarz, husband of his
oldest daughter Zofie, worked from 1875 in a gamekeeper’s lodge in Jabkenice, within close distance of the
vast game park of the Dukes ThurnTaxis. The game park, rich with beautiful nature sceneries, still exists
today. Loss of hearing in 1874 deprived Smetana of a steady means of existence and therefore from 1875
he lived with his family at his daughter’s house. It was there, where the majority of his most significant
works was created: The Kiss, The Secret and The Devil's Wall operas, both string quartets, piano cycles
Dreams and Czech Dances, several choral works and he finished the cycle My Country there.

In 1888 a memorial plaque to Smetana was unveiled on the gamekeeper’s lodge, in 1928, as a small
museum, his workroom was made open to public, even though the building still served its original pur-
pose. In 1936 the gamekeeper’s lodge was bought by the society Heritage of Bedtich Smetana in Jabkenice,
and, in cooperation with the Smetana Museum the first permanent exposition was opened there in 1937.
In 1950 the Smetana Museum took the gamekeeper’s lodge under its administration and made an instal
lation of a new exposition. The last exposition was accessible there in the years 1964 — 1987. From 1987
extensive reconstruction of the building was carried out, but there were no funds for a new exposition. The
gamekeeper’s lodge thus remained closed to the public for 15 years.

The new, in succession fourth, permanent exposition is focused, most of all, on that period of Smetana’s
life which he spent in Jabkenice. With pictures and written documents, as well as with many personal and
family items it brings closer the life of the Smetanas, and of the family of Zofie and Josef Schwarz in
Jabkenice, the contacts Smetana had with the Mlad4 Boleslav region before his arrival in Jabkenice, and it
documents Smetana’s works of the Jabkenice period — - above all how the works were performed and
brought to a wider audience in concerts, on opera scenes and through musical publishing houses in
Bohemia and abroad. The core of the exposition is the interior of Smetana’s workroom and the family
drawing room reconstructed according to evidence from that time and partly furnished with preserved
original furniture of the Smetana family and with other authentic memeorabilia. In the hall with a small
gallery of paintings by Smetana‘s grandson Zdenék Schwarz you can quietly listen to Smetana’s compo-
sitions according to your own choice.
