M. BSA Commonwealth Award (the BSA’s most prestigious public 
award, which honors an individual, an organization, an idea, 
an event or other entity – not an architect or architecture 
firm – who/that has made an unusually significant contribu-
tion to our awareness and understanding of our built envi-

N. Honorary BSA Membership (the BSA’s means of honoring 
an individual – other than an architect – whose long-term 
service to the profession, the public, and the BSA has been 
unusually valuable)

O. AIA College of Fellows (the highest rank of national AIA mem-
bership; election is indicative of extraordinary contributions 
to the profession and the AIA; nominees must have been AIA 
members for at least 10 years cumulatively)

P. AIA Firm Award (to honor a firm for a consistently dis-
tiguished body of work)

Q. AIA Gold Medal (for distiguished service to the profession or 
to the AIA itself )

R. AIA 25-Year Award (for a project that has withstood the test 
of time and remains an example of design excellence; must 
have been completed between 25 and 35 years ago)

S. Honorary AIA Membership (for exceptional service to the pro-
fession by an individual other than an architect)

T. Honorary Member of the  AIA College of Fellows (primarily for 
architects abroad who are not eligible for election to the AIA 
College of Fellows and who have contributed significantly to 
the profession)

U. AIA Institute Honors (for individuals or organizations who 
have had possitive influences on or made unusual contribu-
tions to the profession or the built environment through a 
single achievement or a body or work)

V. AIA/ACSA Topaz Award for Architectural Education (to honor 
an individual for excellence in architectural education)

W. AIA Whitney Young Jr. Award  (to honor an architect or archi-
tecturally-oriented organization for significant contributions 
to the resolution of the social issues of the day)

X. AIA Kemper Award (for exceptional service to the AIA nation-
ally)

Y. AIA Young Architects Award (for architects in the early stages 
of their careers who show exceptional leadership in design, 
education, or service to the profession)

Z. AIA Jefferson Award for Public Architecture (for architects in 
the private or public sector and for public officials and other 
non-architects)
