One (1) mixed team comprised of up to
sixteen (16) eligible athletes of whom a
minimum of one (1) of the athletes is female.

DATES / PROCESS OF CONFIRMATION OF QUALIFICATION SLOTS

By 20 November 2009, NPCs must confirm their participation to IPC Ice
Sledge Hockey, in writing (fax and e-mail are accepted). NPCs that have not
replied by this date will have lost their team qualification slot, and IPC Ice
Sledge Hockey will reallocate the respective slots.

By 27 November 2009, IPC Ice Sledge Hockey will confirm in writing the
reallocation of all unused team qualification slots.

By 27 November 2009, it is officially declared that the respective NPC’'s team
will participate in the Vancouver 2010 Paralympic Winter Games. Any NPC that
withdraws its team from participation after this date may be subject to
sanctions imposed by the IPC.

REALLOCATION OF UNUSED QUALIFICATION SLOTS

Any team qualification slots that are not used by an NPC will be reallocated to
the next highest ranked NPC, not otherwise qualified, from the 2009 IPC Ice
Sledge Hockey Paralympic Qualifier. Should all NPCs competing in the 2009
IPC Ice Sledge Hockey Paralympic Qualifier qualify, any team qualification slots
that are not used by an NPC will be reallocated to the next highest ranked
NPC, not otherwise qualified, from the 2009 IPC Ice Sledge Hockey World
Championships Tournament B.
