SUPERLATIVES

A total of 12,562 athletes (7433 men and 5129 women) from 216 dif-
ferent countries (see page 14) have competed at the World Junior
Championships. That includes all but four current IAAF members
(LBA, PRK, TLS, TUV).

The most medals won by an athlete at World Junior Championships is
six (including one as a relay reserve) by sprinter Anneisha
McLaughlin (JAM) with one gold, four silvers and a bronze in 2000,
2002 & 2004. The most by a man is four by Chris Nelloms (USA)
and Davidson Ezinwa (NGR), both in 1988-1990.

The youngest ever World Junior Champion has been Wang Yan
(CHN), who was 15 years 137 days when she won the 5000m walk in
1986. Seven other 15 year-old women have won gold but the only
man to do so at that age has been Usain Bolt (JAM), who was 15
years 332 days when he won the 200m in 2002.

The most golds won by a single country at a single World Junior
Championships has been 13 by the United States in 2004, with seven
women’s and six men’s titles.

Two athletes have won senior world titles before their becoming
World Junior Champions. Ayelech Worku was part of the Ethiopian
team which won at the World Road Relay Championships in 1996.
Then 134 days later she won the world junior title at 5000m In 2008
Abubaker Kaki (SUD) became World Indoor Champion at 800m 124
days before winning the world junior title at the same event.
Otherwise the shortest length of time between the winning of a world
junior and world senior title is 219 days by Natalya Nazarova (RUS),
junior 400m winner in July 1998 and World Indoor Champion in the
relay in March 1999. The men’s record is 228 by the late Richard
Chelimo (KEN), World Junior 10,000m Champion in 1990 and team
World Cross Country Champion in 1991.

The longest gap between becoming a World Junior Champion and a
global senior champion for the first time is now 14 years 9 days by
discus thrower Natalya Kaptyukh/Sadova (URS/RUS). She was
World Junior Champion in 1990 and Olympic Champion in 2004.
However is should be noted that in the meantime she had been
stripped of the 2001 world title because of a doping violation. The

men’s record is 11 years 343 days by Darren Campbell (GBR), who
won sprint relay gold in 1992 then Olympic relay gold in 2004. Colin
Jackson (GBR) won his last world senior gold at 110m Hurdles in
1999, 13 years after becoming World Junior Champion but had won
other world golds during the intervening years, starting in 1993.

A special mention should go to walker Susana Feitor (POR), who
won a team “gold” at the 2010 World Race Walking Cup 19 years and
276 days after becoming World Junior Champion in 1990.

Successful title defences at the championships have been made by one
man and 10 women. These are Wilfred Kirochi (KEN) at 1500m in
1986 & 1988, Svetla Dimitrova (BUL) Heptathlon 1986 & 1988,
Ilke Wyludda (GDR) Discus Throw 1986 & 1988, Osleidys
Menéndez (CUB) Javelin Throw 1996 & 1998, Gillian Russell
(JAM) 100m Hurdles 1990 & 1992, Irina Stankina (RUS) 5000m
Walk 1994 & 1996, Blanka Vlasic (CRO) High Jump 2000 & 20002,
Ivana Brkljacic (CRO) Hammer Throw 2000 & 2002, Carolina
Kliift (SWE) Heptathlon 2000 & 2002, Ma Xuejun (CHN) Discus
Throw 2002 & 2004 and Bianca Perie (ROU) Hammer Throw 2006
& 2008.

Athletes stripped of medals due to doping violations have been Juan
Miguel Lopez (CUB) Triple Jump silver 1986, Vladislav Piskunov
(UKR) Hammer Throw gold 1994, Seema Antil (IND) Discus Throw
gold 2000. There have been three more disqualifications from the
championships because of doping: Adel Jaber Al-Asseri (KSA) from
the 2008 men’s 200m and Asli Cakir (TUR) from the 2004 women’s
3000m Steeplechase and 4x400m relay.

In 2007 Tareq Mubarak Taher (BRN) was stripped of the silver
medal in the 2006 3000m steeplechase for having falsified his age. For
the same reason Ahmed Baday (MAR) lost his bronze medal from
the 1998 5000m when it was proved he was 24 at the time he was
competing as a junior. There are a small number of instances of over-
age athletes in past World Junior Championships. They were entered
as juniors and supporting documentation would have been provided to
and accepted in good faith by the IAAF. However, entry information
at subsequent senior events has revealed a different birthdate. Kenya’s
Moses Kiptanui — winner of the 1990 1500m — has confirmed that he
was born on October 1, 1970 and therefore would have been a senior
(aged 19 years 315 days) at Plovdiv 1990.
