Malibu West Plans to Create Fire Satety Council

B Homeowners Take a Proactive Stance in an Area that Has Not Burned in 30 Years

Malibu West homeowners and
their association indicate they are
taking fire safety and disaster
preparations to a new level given
the three wildfires of 2007.

The neighborhood of tract
homes located in Trancas Canyon
is considered a close-knit com-

munity of 237 residences, but is
nearly surrounded by undevel-
oped wildlands that become tin-
der in awildfire.

Homes which were built in the
1960s are sited among old growth
creekside trees and plants. There
is one road in and the same one

road out for the residents and
firefightersin the box canyon.

The last fire burned in 1978
and many residents know only
too well the rugged hillsides and
wildlands above and behind them
will once again explode into a
fiery conflagration.

Designated as a community at
risk and knowing a wildfire that
engulfed the canyon bottom
neighborhood could take out
amost a half-billon dollarsin real
estate, many homeowners insist
now isthetime to take action.

The Malibu fires of 2007 are

described as a “wake up cdl” for
fire safety in the west end com-
munity.

First and foremost, residents
believe they need to maintain a
defensible space around Malibu
West.

Pair Whose Bonfire Led to Corral Blaze Given More Time
m Culver Men Are Still Being Handled Separately from L.A. Trio Who Fueled Flames

The two Culver City men
charged with sarting last
November's wildfire that
claimed at least 53 Malibu houses
made another brief court appesar-
ance last week, but their lawyers
agreed with prosecutors to delay
proceedings Six weeks.

Dean Allen Lavorante and Eric
Matthew Ullman stood silently as
their lawyers won permission to
have a forma arraignment and
entry of pleas delayed to May 16.

That hearing will again happen
before Judge Michael Kellogg.
Lavorante and Ullman were 18
and 19 years old last fall, and are
two of the five men accused of
starting the fire Nov. 24 at a cave
at the top of Corral Canyon Road,
a notorious party spot for under-
age drinkers.

Prosecution of three other men
accused in the same case is pro-
ceeding on a separate track, al-
though no forma decision has
been made yet on whether to actu-
ally try the two sets of defendants
separately, court officias said.

Los Angeles residents Brian
Allen Anderson, 22, William
Thomas Coppock, 23, and Brian
David Franks, 27, dl face a pre-
liminary hearing sometime this
summer, with an exact date to be

st at their next hearing on April
21. That hearing will be before a
different judge, but will also be
held at the Van Nuys courthouse.

All five are out of jail on ball
pending trial.

The five defendants in the case
are identicaly charged with reck-
lesdy causing a fire with great
bodily injury, recklesdy causing a
fire to an inhabited Structure, and
arson during a declared emer-
gency. All three of those crimesare
felonies; each carries a sentence of
between 2-4 yearsin state prison.

Defense atorneys for the two
Culver City men said their clients
areless culpable than the three Los
Angeles men because they started
a smdl bonfire and were kicked
out of the cave when the other men
arrived that night. The LosAngeles
trio reportedly added severd bun-
dles of wood stolen from the
Raph's Market in Mdibu to the
original bonfire,

But prosecutors have said there
is no lega difference between
allowing asmall fire to be started,
or creating a large fire that
destroys occupied structures. And
California arson laws do not
require intent by the fire-starters
or fire-spreaders to burn houses.

Burned-out canyon residents

have served notice they will file
suit againgt the California State
Parks Department for having al-
lowed underaged drinking and
illegal fires to occur at the caves
despite frequent complaints from
canyon residents adlarmed at the
fire danger caused by a lack of
police patrols and gates on
canyon roads that were supposed-
ly off-limits at night.

The fire burned through Corral,
Latigo and Escondido canyonsin
the predawn hours of Nov. 24,
two days after Thanksgiving. No
official damages total has been
released for the blaze, but dam-
ages were estimated significantly
above $100 million.

County fire officids said 53
houses were destroyed, but prose-
cutors put the count at 55. Thefire
burned to the Pacific Coast
Highway, but a massive initia
response of fire engines meant no
houses were lost more than four
hours after the fire was reported.

It was the third brushfire to hit
Malibu in 2007. The Oct. 21 Can-
yon Fire burned 22 structures in
the hills between Malibu Canyon
and Carbon Mesa, and the Jan. 8
Bluffs Park fire took out six
beachfront houses along Mdlibu
Road.

Trancas Park DEIR Available for Public Review and Comment

The draft Environmental Im-
pact Report for the Trancas
Canyon Park has been re-
leased. The public review process
began April 3 and ends May 19.

Municipa officials indicate the
purpose of the DEIR is to ana-
lyze the potentia environmental
impacts of the 13.5 acre commu-
nity park planned for the five res-
identially zoned lots on Trancas
Canyon Road.

The proposed park includes

plans for a multi-use sports field
as well as a picnic area, tot-
lot/playground and dog park.
Park hours would be 8 am. to
sunset. Lighting would be
restricted to interior lighting for
the buildings and security light-
ing around the buildings and in
the parking aress.

Restrooms and a 64-space
parking area would be offered
on-site. The tota area of the im-
provements would be about sev-

en acres, according to planners,
with the remaining six-and-a-half
acres generally left in existing
vegetation and topography.
Nearly 55,000 cubic yards of
cut and 51,913 cubic yards of fill
would be required during con-
struction, including 2700 cubic
yards of exported material. The
majority of the grading would be
to create relatively level aress for
the dog park, picnic and tot lot
areas and to accommodate the

proposed access road and parking
lot.

The majority of the steep
dopes east and west of the main
activity areawould be |eft at their
existing grade, according to the
document. Construction is ex-
pected to last four to six months
and be carried out in one phase.

The sports field would include
a multi-use field of approximate-
ly 300 by 150 feet that is intend-
ed for youth sports, including

soccer and softball. The turf
sports field would consist of 1.7
acres. The DEIR indicates no
decision has been made yet about
whether the turf would be grass
or artificial.

The dog park would be approx-
imately one-acre, irregularly
shaped in an area in the northern
portion of the site overlooking
the sports field and Trancas
Canyon. The dog park would

OBITUARY

Robert Warnes Leach, a journalist and screenwriter whose career ranged from night rewrite at United Press
International to scripts for “Perry Mason,” “Men Into Space,” and other classic television series of the 1950s
and 1960s, died in Laguna Beach on Sunday (March 30) after a long illness. He was 93.

Leach, whose stepson, Dr. Henry T. Nicholas 111, was the co-founder of Broadcom Corp., was also known for
his work in behalf of homicide victims in recent years. He had lived in Malibu with his wife, Marcella Leach,
until respiratory ailments left him hospitalized in 2005.

Born Dec. 16, 1914 in Dupree, S.D., to Edna Warnes and Robert Henry Leach, he was the grandson of a prairie
homesteader and the son of an entrepreneur. His father worked in a variety of jobs, from opening a hardware
store in Glenham, S.D., to selling farm implements and Mitchell automobiles, all while he was an Indian agent
for the government, and Bob, who was raised in Glenham and Sioux Falls, was the second of three children. In
1932, as a teenager, he came to Los Angeles to see the summer Olympics; the following year, he returned—just
in time for the Long Beach earthquake—to stay with his older sister. In June 1933, he graduated from Los
Angeles High School.

In 1938, after earning a bachelor’s degree in journalism and a 2nd Lieutenant’s commission in the ROTC
Field Artillery Reserves at the University of Missouri, he returned to Southern California, where, failing at first
to find newspaper work, he initially took a job pumping gas in North Hollywood. Eventually, however, he was
hired by United Press International as an assistant rewrite man on the overnight shift, earning less, he would
later joke, than his salary as a gas jockey. In 1941, he married his first wife LaVerne Barrick.

With World War Il imminent, he resigned his commission in the Field Artillery and applied for a commission
to the Navy. Initially deployed to Pearl Harbor in the aftermath of the attack there, he served for the next four-
and-a-half years in the South Pacific. In 1942, after the Battle of Midway, he was made flag lieutenant to Vice
Admiral Elliott Buckmaster, then promoted to lieutenant commander. He served on the USS South Dakota at
Guadalcanal and in the Battle of the Santa Cruz Islands, among other battles. In the summer of 1945, he was
sent to San Francisco as part of the naval unit at the conference that launched the United Nations, the
dispatched, yet again, to Los Angeles.

Back in Southern California and awaiting his discharge, he would later tell his family, he met a young sailor,
who, upon learning he had been a reporter, asked if he knew any war stories that might make good screen

$5000 from a studio in 1946, according to Leach’s family, Stark Helped Leach get his first peacetime job, as a junior writer at 20th Century Fox.

Leach spent the next 17 years in Hollywood, first as a production assistant at MGM and later as a story editor and screenwriter in the burgeoning medium of television. At
MGM, his family says, Stark helped get a job as an assistant to producer Lawrence Weingarten; there he lent a hand in the production of such classic films as “Pat and Mike,”
“Adam’s Rib,” and “Rhapsody” before moving in late 1953 to CBS, where he helped develop story ideas into scripts for TV producer Jack Chertok and wrote freelance teleplays.
Among his writing and story credits listed with the Writers Guild are episodes of “The Adventures of Jim Bowie,” “Perry Mason,” “The Case of the Dangerous Robin,” “Ripcord,”
“Everglades” and “The Littlest Hobo.” In 1959 and 1960, he also worked as a story editor and writer for the series “Men in Space.”

After collapsing on the set of the TV show “The Islanders,” he retired to teach at the UCLA Graduate School of Journalism. One of his graduate students was Marcella
Nicholas who was in the master’s program. They married in 1967 and moved to Point Dume. His stepson Henry Nicholas entered the third grade at the Point Dume Elementary
School, and his stepdaughter Marsalee Nicholas was in the first kindergarten class. In his spare time, Leach was an active officer of the English horse show programs at
Trancas Riders and Ropers. He was a contributor to the Malibu Surfside News in the 1980s. Marsella Nicholas Leach was director of school and community relations for Santa

In 1983, Marsalee Nicholas, who was a senior at UC Santa Barbara, was brutally murdered by an ex-boyfriend, Kerry Conley who was convicted of second degree murder and
sentenced to 17 years to life in prison. He died in Soledad Prison last December. After Marsalee’s death, Leach and his wife dedicated themselves to the cause of victims’ rights,
helping to build the nonprofit organization, Justice for Homicide Victims, Inc. Over the years, JHV has succeeded in raising awareness and increasing the rights for crime
victims, as well as providing support and services to families of victims. In addition to numerous awards by three governors, the L.A. DA's office and the L.A. Sheriff’s
Department, Leach and his wife Marcella have been honored by the National office of Victims of Crime and two presidents.

Leach is survived by his wife Marcella, a resident of Malibu, his stepson Henry Nicholas of Newport Coast, along with his three grandchildren, Brett, Matthew and Shelby
Nicholas and his nephew and niece Den and Jan Fenske of Channel Islands. Services will be held April 12 at 4 p.m., Westwood Hills Christian Church, 10808 Le Conte Ave., Los
Angeles, 90024, followed by a Celebration of Life dinner at 6 p.m. at the Beverly Wilshire Hotel, 9500 Wilshire Blvd., in Beverly Hills. Internment will take place April 13 at 3
p.m.

m Baykeeper Contends Building Moratorium Should Be Implemented for Civic Center

letter circulated by
the Santa Monica
Baykeeper might

reveal some of the issues
that are being haggled over
in negotiations that are re-
portedly now under way
between the City of Mdli-
bu and the environmental
organization.

The Baykeeper, along
with the Natural Resources
Defense Council, has pro-
posed filing a citizen en-
forcement action in federa
court for purported vio-
lations of the Clean Water
Act.

Baykeeper officids indst
the plans for Legacy Park
and the Civic Center to
handle water quality ob-
jectives, including waste-
water and stormwater run-
off, amply will not work.

They also insist that a
building  moratorium
should be established in
the Civic Center, Colony
and Serra Retreat areas
until a wastewater plan is
fully operational.

The Mdlibu City Coun-
cil recently, without com-
ment or discussion, re-
jected a claim served on
the city that alleges vio-
lations of the federal Clean
Water Act.

The letter that was ob-
tained by the Mdibu Surf-
side News outlined what
the Baykeeper wants the
city to do.

“We believe the pro-
posed capecity for both the
treatment plant and treat-
ment wetland will not be
adequate to meet existing
and future water quality
objectives,” states the
|etter.

The Baykeeper com-
munication notes that the
most important aspect of
the plans for both storm-
water and wastewater is
the facilities provide
enough on-site storage to
deal with rain events that
can occur during winter
months.

Both of the systems’
storage should be large
enough to ensure water
reuse in the Civic Center
so none of the recycled
water findsits way into the
Malibu lagoon or creek.

“During times of fre-
quently recurring rain
events, the treatment
systems’ capacity will be
severely diminished, nec-
essitating both wastewater
and stormwater to be held
onsite. Additionally, we
strongly urge the city to
acquire more property to
ensure adequate areas for
dispersd of the wastewater

and stormwater from the
plant and wetland,” the
letter goes on to state.
Some municipa officials
expressed surprise when
Baykeeper and the NRDC
announced intentions to
take the city to court over
the issue, since the pair had

been working with the city
and, at times, had endorsed
different aspects of the
city’splans.

Municipal officials dur-

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Malibu Lagoon Parking Lot
Slated to Reopen Monday

The California Depart-
ment of Parks and Recre-
ation, Angeles Digtrict, will
reopen the parking lot at
Malibu Lagoon State
Beach on Monday, April
14.

The parking lot has been
closed to the public since
late December, 2007, for a
relocation and redesign
project that comprises
phase one of a larger pro-
ject to improve the habitat
of Malibu Lagoon. The
parking lot was moved
closer to Pacific Coast
Highway in order to allow
for an additiona two acres
of wetland habitat to be
added to the lagoon during
phase two.

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The new parking lot has a
permeable crushed shale
surface that replaces the
old asphalt surface, and
also features a central
bioswale that will filter up
to several inches of storm
water in each rain event
before it drains into the
lagoon. Other features of
the project include native
plant landscaping, an inter-
pretive area, tables and
chairs for picnicking and a
large bus turn-around.

Phase two will result in
increased mudflat/sub-
merged habitat, and recon-
figured lagoon channels to
provide better circulation,
increased oxygen and
decreased sedimentation.

Mavis Eveleen Davies
passed away peacefully at
| her home in Malibu on Janu-
ary 30,2008. She was born
Mavis Eveleen Craig in Kil-
rea, County Londonderry,
Northern Ireland, in 1928.

Living in Britain through
WWII helped to shape Mavis.
Ten years old when the war
| started, Mavis felt the influ-
| ence of blackouts, bombing,
and rationing. For her—and
for so many others of the
“greatest generation”—courage, a full heart, and a calm
buoyancy could be counted on to overcome the uncertainty.
During this time, she cultivated a wonderful ability to see
the humor in just about anything life threw at her.

She led an adventurous life, as had been her intent. First
she studied hotel management at the University of London,
and then worked in her chosen career in England, Switzer-
land, and Wales. She married her mining engineer husband
Peter in 1955, and started her family in mining camps in
western Canada. In 1966 she found herself, together with
her family, in Palo Alto, California. Not such a tough mining
camp.

There she took up a career in journalism, winning a ser-
vice award from the college of San Mateo for her work as
editor of the college newspaper. For several years she
reported on a wide range of topics for the Hillshorough
Boutique and Villager, from preparations that astronauts
take for space flight, to developments in local schools, to
interviews with former NATO Supreme Allied Commander
in Europe Alexander Haig and with the mother of Honor-
able Leo Ryan after the tragedy in Jonestown took his life.
She continued her career in journalism in Malibu. For the
rest of her years, Mum could be counted on to be calm
during a storm (even 27 years of Malibu firestorms), gen-
erous to any and everyone, and quick with a friendly
smile.

Mavis will be remembered in many ways, especially for
parenting her kids always to be courageous no matter what,
never to feel sorry for oneself as it is bad for morale, and to
be generous with kindness for others.

She passed away as she lived her life—with calm, coura-
geous grace touched with a dash of gentle humor. She is
missed by her hushand Peter, daughter Janet Eveleen, and
sons Michael and Adrian.

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Termed-Out Council Members Take Forward Look at the Past

m Outgoing City Leaders Take Prlde In Role Played In Development of Municipal Services

ith a combined 20
years on the Mal-
ibu City Council,

Jeff Jennings and Ken
Kearsley have a common
assessment of what their
legacies at Malibu City
Hall will be like after they
step down from office next
Monday:

“My realistic suspicion
isthat two days after we're
gone, no oneisgoing to re-
member our names,” said
Jennings.

“Yeah, in two years peo-
ple will be saying ‘I'll
never forget old Mister
Whatshisname,” Keardey
agreed.

The Malibu Surfside
News sat the two departing
council members down last
week for iced tea and a
critical self-assessment of
their time on the council,
which is coming to an end
as a result of term limita-
tions approved by voters at
the urging of then Coun-
cilmember Tom Hasse in
2000.

Jennings won his first
council term in 1994 and
lost a reelection bid in
1998, before winning new
terms in 2000 and 2004.
Kearsley spent four years
on the city planning com-
mission before winning a
council seat in 2000, and
reelection in 2004.

That election back in
2000 may have marked a
changing of the guard, in
which two founders of the
city left office as a new
group of council members
took over and changed di-
rection. Supporters of the
old guard said their empha-
sis had been on stopping
growth and bringing con-
trol of the Malibu coast to
the new little city. Jennings

and Kearsley both said it
was time for the city to
grow up.

“When we took office,
the city was dead in the
water,” Kearsley said.
“There was no momentum.
We decided it was time to
start things moving, time to
take some chances.

Jennings concurred: “A
lot of what the prior coun-
cil had done was conflict-
driven. Their motive was to
shape the destiny of the
city as a separate matter,
and control our destiny.
But the battling wasn't get-
ting us anywhere”

With that, and with for-
mer Councilmember Harry
Barovsky and—after his
death—his widow Sharon
Barovsky and Andy Stern,
the council often voted asa
bloc, something that some
Malibuites have been un-
easy with.

Both council members
said their objectives had
been to work out a consen-
sus amongst council mem-
bers on difficult issues be-
fore they came down to a
vote, and then support
whatever solution came
out, even if it included un-
palatable aspects. Oppo-
nents called that deal mak-
ing, Jennings and Keardey
said they call it leadership.

“That's the difference
between winning an elec-
tion, and governing a city,”
Keardey said. “The revolu-
tionaries like Walt Keller
were good at revolutions,
but not so good at running
things”

His colleague agreed.
“Among state agencies,
Malibu had built up the
reputation of being a mav-
erick, of being very diffi-
cult to deal with. Other

cities were telling the state:
‘Go pick on Malibu, they
won't deal with anyone.”
“We had to get credibili-
ty with al the other agen-
cies,” said Kearsley. “We
worked on that. The proof
of the pudding is in the
number of lawsuits we
were involved in. The first
year | was on the council, |
found us in the middle of
27 lawsuits. Right now we
are down to four”
Jennings said the col-
lapse of Kanan-Dume
Road just inside city limits
in 1996, and the subse-
guent refusal by the pio-
neer city council to repair it
for a year, was an example
of the type of government
he opposed. “The city
council’s attitude was ‘we
never agreed to take care of
it, and the county said, ‘fix
your road. We didn't have

the money to do it, and
some members of the
council were happy it was
closed. | went for breskfast
with [Los Angeles County
Supervisor] Zev Yarosav-
sky and told him if he lent
us the money, we'd fix the
road and repay them.
That'sall it took.”

Kearsley said the diffi-
cult-to-deal-with city lead-
ership was reflected in
employee turnover. “We
had 35 percent employee
attrition every year when
we started. Last year we
lost two people, and they're
both on their way to better
jobs”

More than 70 employees
now work for the city, a
much larger staff than eight
years ago. “When we start-
ed the city,” said Jennings,
“the concept was we'd get
volunteers to help run

things. Well, the city is a
service organization, not a
business. The increase in
personnel correlates with
theincreasein service”

The men differed on
what they thought were the
biggest issues that they
were unable to solve, with
Jennings saying he worries
most about the proposed
ordinance to force some
trees to be trimmed to pre-
Serve ocean views.

“The view ordinance
must be addressed by the
council no matter what the
result of the advisory vote
[in this week’s election],”
Jennings said. “If it goesto
an initiative, it will be writ-
ten in stone and it may eat
our budget alive in court
costs, like it did in Rancho
Pdos Verdes”

Keardey said his biggest
regret is that the city has
not been able to build any
additional baseball and
soccer fields. “We bought
Bluffs Park, but we bought
something we already were
using,” hesaid. “That is not
enough.”

Jennings said Mdibu has
made tremendous strides
on water quality issues,
and is trotted out for pub-
licity whenever environ-
mental groups need to at-
tract L.A. TV camerasto a
news conference about
problems that exist any-
where in the state: “The
problem of water quality is
area problem, but it's ev-
ery city’s problem. The en-
tire state hasn’t come to
terms with runoff into the
ocean, the state hasn’t even
come up with a baseline
level of regulations.”

Which leads both men to
the subject of Legacy Park.
“One of the huge problems

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where we are relocating.

Malibu has aways had was
Malibu Creek,” Kearsley
said. “People here aways
said ‘blame Tapia or
‘blame Calabasas. They
blamed us.

“We said, ‘OK, we'll fix
our 100 acres out of the
hundred square miles of
Malibu Creek drainage.
WE'll step up and our city
of 14,000 people will come
up with $35-40 million so
not one drop of our water
will go into the creek peri-
od, and to build a central
park inthededl.” ”

Jennings said he isinfuri-
ated when people blithely
say that Malibu has a septic
tank problem. “Guess what:
nearly all septic tanks
work. [the public works
director] Vic Petersonis ab-
solutely deef to any sugges-
tion that the city cut slack
for somebody with a sewer
problem—if a house septic
fails, it gets tagged. We're
going to make some Mal-
ibu people angry with that.”

The two council mem-
bers said they never intend-
ed to run as a team, but are
satisfied that concrete re-
sults like the new parks in
Las Flores and Trancas
canyons, improvements to
Civic Center Way, city pur-
chase of Bluffs Park, con-
struction of surface runoff
treatment plants, and $15
million in the undesignated
city reserve fund, came
from the consensus they
helped to forge.

Jennings, 64, will contin-
ue to practice law, from a
relocated office at Zuma
Beach. Kearsley, 71, said
he will continue operating
an aerospace engineering
firm in Santa Monica that
he ownswith arelative.

have a decomposed granite surface and will be sur-
rounded by a six-foot vinyl coated chain link fence.

The picnic and tot-lot area are described as just
under one acre of space north of the sport field
and would have picnic tables and benches and a
playground with play structures and four shade
structures.

A 300-square-foot restroom building is planned
adjacent to the sport field and picnic and tot-lot area.
The building would be about 12 feet tall.

Access to the site would be taken from a 30-foot
Sde access road would extend 500 feet down to the
parking lot near the restroom and along the western
border of the sport field.

The DEIR indicates that several more studies are
required before any grading or building takes place.

The document states the city should undertake a
fault study to determine whether or not the Malibu
Coast fault, or any other active faults or strands bisect
the subject property.

Additionally, a geotechnica report should be pre-
pared to determine the potential for liquefaction or
settlement of the southern portion of the site. The
report should also address the stability of the hillside
areas before and after any of the proposed grading.

Soil sample tests shall aso be undertaken before
the issuance of grading permits and before any of the
soil is exported, according to the report.

intensive uses that may or may not be true and it does
not account for future expansion of commercial facili-
ties” the letter goes on to State.

The Baykeeper letter also points a finger at Serra
Retreat and the Colony residential areas, saying they
are “extremely concerned” that there would be any lack
of requirement for those residents to connect their sep-
tic systems to a new treatment plant. “This is especialy
disconcerting in view of the identified water quality
groundwater issues in Serra Retreat and the Colony
areq,” the letter notes.

The city must also acquire property, according to
the groups, in the Civic Center area to ensure proper
dispersal, at least 10 acres. The group did not men-
tion the expense, however 10 acres in the Civic
Center would cost the city anywhere from $20 to pos-
sibly $30 million.

Additiondly, the city should rely heavily on recycled
water, meaning the municipality should require double
plumbing on all new and existing commercia proper-
tiesinthe area.

Baykeeper officialsinsist if al of those measures are
not taken then discharges will occur, causing the possi-
bility of additiona flows into the lagoon, which could
impact water quality standards at Surfrider Beach.
“This highlights the need for additional dispersal area
and increased storage capacity in the Civic Center,” the
letter concludes.

Other concerns expressed by the letter include
groundwater contamination because of the effluent
being dispersed in the ground, which is just feet awvay
from groundwater levels.

“This problem underscores the importance of creat-
ing enough extra capecity for storage and dispersd in
the treatment plant and the need for dual plumbing to
minimize the amounts of treated runoff that will be
applied to the landscape and will in dl likelihood infil-
trate into shallow groundwater that connects to the
lagoon/ocean,” the letter further asserts.

Commercial.

The city officid said there were three applicants for a
farmers market but the applications have been “adminis-
tratively withdrawn.”

The city and county during discussions tossed back
and forth about whose jurisdiction should prevail for
choosing an applicant. The city requires a Conditional
Use Permit for operating a market. The permit requires
the permission of the property owner as a condition for
granting a CUPR,

However, the county has indicated it would only give
permission to the applicant who was successfully given
aCUP.

The discussions, for a while, continued on the apparent
Catch-22, but it appearsthat talks have cometo ahalt.

City Manager Jim Thorsen said it was not a matter
of the negotiations coming to an end, but the priori-
ties have changed in the discussions with the county
on the site.

Those priorities changed when county officials
announced they were entering into negotiations to sdll a
portion of the government complex to the college dis-
trict. “If the county gave along-term lease [for afarmers
market] and continued negotiating a deal with the col-
lege, that could be a problem,” Thorsen added.

The city manager was referring to the discussions
between the Santa Monica College District and county
officials about the county selling the former sheriff’s sta-
tion to the college district for a satellite campus.

All of the bureaucratic shuffle leaves Edwards frustrated.

“l just don’'t understand. The city just doesn’t seem to
want to allow a farmers market,” complained Edwards,
whose group has been involved in dozens of markets
across the Los Angeles region. He said he was not aware
of the zoning issues and said it appeared the city has
now made it more difficult for farmers market operators.

“1've heard so many people in Malibu want a farm-
ers market, but it seems the city does not,” he said.
