SUNDAY TELECONFERENCE (MSU - Begins Sept. 5)

MSU will conduct a Sunday teleconference with Coach Mullen at
12:00 noon (CT). This is generally a 30-minute conference call that
reviews the previous week’s game; however, the upcoming game'’s
media is encouraged to use this opportunity to speak to the MSU head
coach. Contact the MSU Media Relations office for the teleconference
number.

Coach Mullen will conduct a weekly media conference each Monday
prior to an MSU game. The conference will be conducted at the Bryan
Athletic Administration Building. Coach Mullen’s press conference
begins at 1:00 p.m. (CT). Selected players will be available following
Mullen’s presentation (at approximately 1:30 p.m.). To request specific
players, media members must contact Jay Middleton in the MSU Media
Relations Office (662-325-2703) by 3:00 p.m. the Sunday preceding each
respective media conference.

WEDNESDAY TELECONFERENCE (SEC - Begins Sept. 1)

Coach Mullen will join the league’s other 11 coaches on the SEC's
Wednesday teleconference. Coach Mullen’s 10-minute segment is
scheduled from 11:30-11:40 a.m. (CT). The teleconference phone num-
ber can be obtained by calling the SEC or the MSU Media Relations
Office. The SEC provides an archived copy of the teleconference at

www.secsports.com for media replay.

WEEKLY PLAYER INTERVIEWS

Interviews with our players are encouraged; however, all interviews
must be arranged through the Athletic Media Relations Office. This pol-
icy facilitates the orderly scheduling and completion of the desired inter-
view. During game week, all player interviews need to be arranged at
least 24 hours in advance. Please coordinate all requests with Middleton
in the MSU Athletic Media Relations office.

Players will be available at the press conference. No freshmen will be
available to media until at least after the season-opening game.

MSU Athletic Media Relations will not supply the media home or
cellular telephone numbers for Bulldog student-athletes. Likewise, train-
ing room, locker room and apartment/dormitory areas are considered
private player areas and are off-limits to the media.

PRACTICE COVERAGE ===
On Tuesday and Wednesday, the pre-practice period and team
stretching will be open to media, including videographers and photog-
raphers. All other practice times will be closed to the media.
Contact the MSU Athletic Media Relations office to arrange any
requests of assistant coaches. Players MAY NOT be interviewed after
Tuesday night during a game week.

MEDIA PARKING

advance.

REAL-TIME INTERNET POLICY

Mississippi State retains the rights to the distribution of play-by-play,
drive-by-drive, statistical material and photographs of Mississippi State
football during and following game action, just as it retains the rights
to the video and audio description of game action. All rights to the
dissemination of audio, video and real-time material is granted on a
contractual basis only. Failure to abide by these restrictions may result
in revocation of press credentials.

MEDIA CREDENTIALS

Arrangements for media credentials for Mississippi State's seven
home football games in 2010 must be made through the MSU Athletic
Media Relations Office. Requests by accredited media members should
be made in writing and submitted on company letterhead to Joe
Galbraith (via mail: P.O. Box 5308, Mississippi State, MS 39762, or by
fax, 662-325-2563). Credential requests received via e-mail will only be
granted to media representatives that regularly cover Mississippi State
football or their weekly opponents.

Priority for the issuance of credentials will be given to daily newspa-
pers, radio stations and television stations which cover MSU football
on a regular basis. Due to space limitations, weekly publications, non-
broadcasting radio representatives and on-line services may not be
granted credentials. Student publications, radio stations and web sites
that do not regularly cover MSU or its opponent, will be limited to one
working media credential and/or one sideline photo pass, if applicable.
Other credential requests will be filled on a space-available basis. Non-
working spouses, dates, relatives, non-workers, and anyone 16 years of
age or younger are not permitted in the press box. Media credential
holders who violate this policy risk forfeiture of future credentials. Media
credentials must be requested at least 48 hours prior to the requested
game.

Media credential holders in the press box who are not actively cover-
ing the game, or credential wearers on the sideline who are not on
assignment, will be asked to leave those respective areas. Press box
or sideline security will be contacted should the credential wearer not
comply. Credentials used in an unauthorized manner will be revoked
immediately, and news organizations who allow credentials to fall into
improper hands will have the credentials revoked for the remainder of

the year or the succeeding year, at the university's discretion.

PHOTOGRAPHERS/VIDEOGRAPHERS

MSU follows the guidelines established by the NCAA Communications
Committee and the SEC regarding sideline control to insure the sideline
is a working media area. The following guidelines are adhered to:

1.) Each photographer is required to wear an armband.

2.) Armbands must be secured at the photographer’s credential pick-
up, at the base of the media elevator at Davis Wade Stadium at Scott
Field. Display the photo credential to the media relations representative
there and receive an armband with a corresponding number. Both the
credential and the armband must be worn on the field.

3.) After kickoff, no photographers are permitted in the bench area,
on the playing field, or in the 12-foot area between the photo limit line
and sideline.

4.) In accordance with NCAA policies, no freelance photographers will
be credentialed.

5.) Cutline writers, messengers and equipment carriers are not permit-
ted in the sideline armband area. Photo assistants or others holding a
“sideline” pass must remain out of the photo area immediately adjacent
to the playing field. This will insure that photographers/videographers
have the appropriate working area.

6.) Tripods are not permitted in the sideline armband area. Monopods
are permissible.

7.) The areas behind the team benches are considered bench areas
and are to be used only for the passage between the north and south
sidelines. This area may not be used as a photo zone.

POSTGAME INTERVIEWS

Mississippi State officials will recognize the NCAA's 10-minute
cooling-off period following each MSU game this season, home and
away. Head coach Dan Mullen and selected players will be available for
postgame interview purposes following each game on the second floor
of the Seal M-Club Center at the south end of Davis Wade Stadium at
Scott Field. MSU players may not be approached on the field following
games for interviews.

Mullen’s portion of the press conference may also be viewed in the
press box on the MSU TV Center channel on press box television moni-
tors.

The visiting head coach and players will be available following the
cooling-off period in the interview room adjacent to the visitor's locker
room. This media opportunity will be coordinated by the visiting SID
and Mississippi State Media Relations personnel.
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MEDIA INFORMATION

The Robert M. Hartley Press Box, named for longtime Mississippi State
Sports Information Director and administrator Bob Hartley, is located
on the 200 level of the west side of Davis Wade Stadium. To access the
press box, enter Gate 5 on the west side of Davis Wade Stadium and
take the media elevator to Level 2.

PRESS BOX SERVICES

MSU provides ample work space in the 144-seat Bob Hartley Press
Box for members of the print media as well as booth accommodations
for radio networks and originating telecasts. Post-game work space is
available in both the open-air seating area of the press box or in the
climate-controlled work area adjacent to the seating area.

STATISTICS
Complete individual and team stats, play-by-play and post-game
quotes will be available to the media following each

A lifelong dream was fulfilled on May 7, 2010, when Scott Stricklin was formally introduced
as Mississippi State’s director of athletics, the 16th in school history.

As Stricklin begins to enthusiastically tackle his new job of leading the MSU athletic de-
partment, he certainly isn't a stranger to the Bulldog family or college athletics.

A 1992 graduate of Mississippi State, the Jackson, Miss., native’s resume is highlighted by
22 years of experience on the collegiate level in various capacities at five different univer-
sities. The last two years, he's faithfully served as Senior Associate Athletics Director for
External Affairs at his alma mater, overseeing fundraising, football and men’s basketball
scheduling, managing MSU'’s all-sport agreement with Adidas, facility planning, and serv-
ing as the administrative sport liaison for men’s basketball and softball.

It's those type of day-to-day tasks that's prepared the personable Stricklin to take over the
top seat in the Mississippi State athletic department.

Yet it's a journey that started during his formidable days as a dedicated and tireless worker
in the media relations department that's led to his highly respected career coming full
circle.

Prior to graduating, Stricklin’s stint in the MSU media relations office included three sea-
sons (1990-92) as the media contact for the highly successful and nationally-renown base-
ball program. Upon graduation, he was named assistant media relations director at his
alma mater.

He continued his climb up the ladder of success when he was named associate media rela-
tions director at Auburn, where from 1993-98 he served as the primary
baseball contact and the secondary football contact. He also spent the
1993-94 season handling the publicity for the Tigers' nationally-ranked
women'’s basketball team.

In 1998, Stricklin left Auburn to become Assistant Athletics Director at
Tulane, where he served as the primary media contact for the Green
Wave's 1998 12-0 football team.

Next came a four-year run in the Big 12 Conference at Baylor (1999-
2003) as Assistant AD for Communications and Marketing. In 2003,
Stricklin returned to the Southeastern Conference at Kentucky and
spent five seasons as the Associate AD for Media Relations, where he
oversaw the day-to-day publicity of the tradition-rich Wildcat basketball
program.

It was his last stop before returning to Mississippi State in the Spring of
2008.

Stricklin, who turns 40 on Saturday, is married to the former Anne How-
ell, the youngest daughter of Basketball Hall of Fame member Bailey
Howell. The couple has two daughters, Abby (9) and Sophie (6).

Jack Ciristil has served as the MState sole football play-by-play broad-
caster for 55 years, calling over 500 games for the Bulldogs. Cristil has
also broadcast MSU basketball games since the 1957-58 season.

Born December 10, 1925, in Memphis, Tenn., Cristil grew up with the
dream of becoming a radio broadcaster, often simulating games out-
side his boyhood Memphis home. After graduating from Memphis’ L.C.
Humes High School in 1943, Cristil served as a member of the Army Air
Corps during World War Il.

In 1947-48, Cristil studied broadcast journalism at the University of
Minnesota before returning home to Memphis. He landed his first job in
abroadcasting in 1948 as a minor league baseball announcer in Jackson,
Tenn. Over the next five years, he would also hold that position with
teams in Anniston, Ala., Clarksdale, Miss., and Memphis.

After two years with the AA Memphis Chicks of the Southern League,
Cristil moved back to Clarksdale and broadcast local high school football
and basketball games for WROX, where he had worked previously.

It was August of 1953 when Cristil sent audition tapes in to Mississippi
State when he heard of a job opening. MSU athletic director C.R. “Dudy”
Noble hired Cristil that fall and he began his current career with the start
of the 1953 football season.

From 1955-85, Cristil also served as play-by-play announcer (broad-

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BATTLE FOR THE GOLDEN EGG
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HISTORY 2010 BULLDOGS

RECORDS

It has acquired the nickname “Egg Bowl”, but no invitations are issued, or required. Missis-
sippi State University and the University of Mississippi have standing reservations each November
to battle for school pride, bragging rights and a battered 83-year old trophy symbolizing football
supremacy in the state of Mississippi.

One of the Deep South’s great football rivalries, this feud between State and UM will be
renewed a 107th time on Nov. 27, 2010, in Oxford.

Whether known as “The Battle for the Golden Egg”, or just “State-Ole Miss”, it is the most
significant athletic event of each year in the Magnolia State. Seasons and careers are made and
hearts broken by the outcome, and gameday finds no one in the state neutral on the subject.

In 1998, for the first time in 27 years, the Battle for the Golden Egg returned to Thanksgiving
Day to accommodate a national television audience on ESPN and was carried by the nation’s
leading cable network for six-straight seasons on Thanksgiving from 1998-2003.

While then-Mississippi A&M began playing football in 1885, and Mississippi two years earlier,
the schools did not meet until October 28, 1901. The Mississippi Rebels were returning from
playing Alabama in Tuscaloosa, and stopped in Starkville for a game with the A&M Aggies. The
inaugural meeting was contested on the south end of campus, on a field used until recently for
practice by the Famous Maroon Band. The Aggies, who had played only seven previous football
games, scored the first points in school history that day and shut out the visitors 17-0.

Thus began a rivalry that has only gotten fiercer with 100-plus years of seasoning. Ole Miss
currently holds a 60-40-6 advantage, their margin largely built in the quarter-century between
World War Il and Vietnam. The series has been interrupted only twice, with no games from
1912-14 and in 1943.

However, there were two meetings in one season, in 1918, with A&M winning both: 34-0 at
Starkville and 13-0 at Oxford.

But the game did not acquire its distinctive symbol, and thus the unique title, until 1927.
It came about after Mississippi broke a 14-game losing streak to A&M on Nov. 25, 1926, in
Starkville. Celebrating Rebel fans took the field to tear down the goal posts, angry Aggies at-
tempted to protect them, and a general melee ensued. Hoping to prevent similar episodes in
future years, both schools agreed that the winner of the annual game would take possession of
a trophy.

The next year's game debuted a regulation-size, gold-plated football mounted on a pedestal
where the outcome of each year’s game would be recorded. Because the trophy was shaped as
the standard, more rounded ball of the day, it eventually came to be called the “Golden Egg.”
Today it is awarded immediately following every Battle for the Golden Egg, and proudly paraded
on-field by the victors.

The series’ commonly used title “Egg Bowl” was hatched in the 1970s when a newspaper
sports editor wanted a shorter, distinctive name for the big game than “Battle for the Golden
Egg”. It seemed natural to call the annual MSU-UM meeting a “bowl” game and to title it after
the prize.

The Battle for the Golden Egg has been played on 10 different fields in seven different cit-
ies, but since 1922 has been contested only on the respective campuses or in the state capital
of Jackson. There have been 35 games played in Starkville, 33 in Oxford, and 30 in Jackson.
The Jackson mark includes a run of 18 consecutive years, from 1973-90, at Mississippi Veteran’s
Memorial Stadium.

The series returned to campus in 1991, in Starkville, with host MSU taking a 24-9 win.

Mississippi State leads the series 10-9 since the return to on-campus games 19 years ago.
