The
program addressed how the transition will impact non-cable/satellite
viewers and showcased the federal voucher program for converter
boxes. The station also answered questions taken directly from its
blog at winh.com. A shorter version was repeated as part of
WTNH's 5 PM News the following night.

On Monday, March 24, 2008 at 6 PM, WTNH aired a newscast
package with its Chief Capital Correspondent on the Digital TV
changeover.
