The award was established by Jan Nathan, founder of IBPA Independent Book Publishers Association (formerly 

PMA), twenty-one years ago. The fi rst Benjamin Franklin Awards were awarded in 1987 and they are now announced each year at IBPA’s Publishing University, 

just prior to BookExpo America.

It was founded in 1876 by Melvil Dewey (familiar as the inventor 

of the Dewey decimal system). It reports news about the library world, emphasizing public libraries, and offers 

feature articles about aspects of professional practice.

Every year Library Journal chooses a handful of books that they believe are the best in their respective category. 

For more than 20 years, the Garden Writers Association has conducted an annual awards program. Originally the 

Quill & Trowel Awards, the program expanded into the current GWA Media Awards. Throughout its evolution, the 

GWA Awards program has maintained its primary goal of providing public recognition for excellence in 

gardening-related communications in all media.

The Next Generation Indie Book Awards (the “Indie Book Awards”) is the most rewarding and exciting book awards program for 

independent publishers and authors worldwide.

The Indie Book Awards was established to recognize and honor the most exceptional independently published books in 70 different 

categories, for the year, and is presented by Independent Book Publishing Professionals Group.

The Mom’s Choice Awards® is known for establishing the 

benchmark of excellence in family-friendly media, products 

and services. This annual competition recognizes authors, 

inventors, companies, parents and others for their efforts in 

creating quality family-friendly media products and services.
