ATLANTIC, NORTHEAST, SOUTHEAST; WESTERN CONFERENCE: CENTRAL, NORTHWEST, PACIFIC). THE NUMBER OF TEAMS QUALIFYING FOR THE 2012 STANLEY 
CUP PLAYOFFS REMAINS AT 16. FIRST-ROUND PLAYOFF BERTHS WERE AWARDED TO THE FIRST-PLACE TEAM IN EACH DIVISION, AS WELL AS TO THE NEXT FIVE BEST 
TEAMS (BASED ON REGULAR-SEASON POINT TOTALS IN EACH CONFERENCE). THE THREE DIVISION WINNERS IN EACH CONFERENCE WERE SEEDED FIRST THROUGH 
THIRD (IN ORDER OF POINTS) AND THE NEXT FIVE BEST TEAMS (IN ORDER OF POINTS) WERE SEEDED FOURTH THROUGH EIGHTH. IN EACH CONFERENCE, THE TEAM 
SEEDED #1 WILL PLAY THE TEAM SEEDED #8; #2 VS. #7; #3 VS. #6 AND #4 VS. #5 IN THE CONFERENCE QUARTER-FINAL ROUND. HOME-ICE IN THE CONFERENCE 
QUARTER-FINALS WAS GRANTED TO THOSE TEAMS SEEDED FIRST THROUGH FOURTH IN EACH CONFERENCE. IN THE CONFERENCE SEMIFINALS AND CONFERENCE 
FINALS, TEAMS WILL BE RESEEDED ACCORDING TO THE SAME CRITERIA AS THE CONFERENCE QUARTER-FINALS (DIVISION LEADERS WILL BE SEEDED FIRST AND 
GRANTED HOME-ICE ADVANTAGE WHILE THE REMAINING TEAMS WILL BE SEEDED IN ORDER OF REGULAR-SEASON POINTS). 
HOME-ICE ADVANTAGE IN THE STANLEY CUP FINAL WILL BE DETERMINED BY POINTS. ALL SERIES REMAIN BEST-OF-SEVEN. 
 

TIE-BREAKING PROCEDURE 
IN THE EVENT TWO OR MORE CLUBS WERE TIED IN POINTS AT THE CONCLUSION OF THE REGULAR SEASON, THE STANDING OF THE CLUBS IN EACH CONFERENCE 
WAS DETERMINED IN THE FOLLOWING ORDER: 
1. THE GREATER NUMBER OF GAMES WON EXCLUDING GAMES WON IN THE SHOOTOUT. 
2. THE GREATER NUMBER OF POINTS EARNED IN GAMES BETWEEN THE TIED CLUBS. IF TWO CLUBS WERE TIED, AND DID NOT PLAY AN EQUAL NUMBER OF 
HOME GAMES AGAINST EACH OTHER, POINTS EARNED IN THE FIRST GAME PLAYED IN THE CITY THAT HAD THE EXTRA GAME WERE NOT INCLUDED. IF MORE THAN 
TWO CLUBS WERE TIED, THE HIGHER PERCENTAGE OF AVAILABLE POINTS EARNED IN GAMES AMONG THOSE CLUBS (AND NOT INCLUDING ANY “ODD” GAMES) 
WERE USED TO DETERMINE THE STANDING. 
3. THE GREATER DIFFERENTIAL BETWEEN GOALS FOR AND AGAINST FOR THE ENTIRE REGULAR SEASON.

IF CONFERENCE SEMIFINAL SERIES END EARLY: START DATES FOR THE CONFERENCE FINALS MAY BE MOVED UP DEPENDING ON A NUMBER OF FACTORS, 
INCLUDING BUILDING AVAILABILITY AND TRAVEL SCHEDULES. 
 

STANLEY CUP FINAL (SERIES O) 
THE EASTERN CONFERENCE AND WESTERN CONFERENCE CHAMPIONS WILL MEET IN THE STANLEY CUP FINAL SERIES. HOME ICE WILL BE DETERMINED BY THE 
GREATER NUMBER OF REGULAR-SEASON POINTS, SUBJECT TO THE TIE-BREAKING PROCEDURES OUTLINED PREVIOUSLY. GAMES WILL BE PLAYED ON A 2-2-1-1-1 
BASIS.

In his 25th NHL season as Devils’ president/CEO/general manager…Assumed role of head coach, April 2, 2007 through 
post-season…Also served as coach from December 19, 2005 through end of 2006 playoffs;  led club to 32-14-4=68pt (.680) 
mark and first-place finish…Served as CEO of New Jersey Nets for two-plus seasons from 2001-02 until sale of the team in 
2004;  franchise made consecutive NBA Finals’ appearances following the 2002 and 2003 seasons…Inducted into Hockey 
Hall of Fame in the Builder Category, November 9, 2009…Has created lasting impact with dynamic, disciplined, progressive

New Jersey Returns to Playoffs  
 The Devils qualified for the Stanley Cup Playoffs following a 5-0 win March 31 at Carolina. New Jersey 
clinched a playoff berth for the 14th time in the last 15 seasons and 20th time in the last 22. With a 1-0 shootout 
victory Mar. 15 vs. Colorado, the club was assured of a .500-plus winning percentage for the 20th time in 21 
seasons. With a 4-1 win Mar. 11 vs. Philadelphia, New Jersey reached the 40-win mark for the 16th time in the last 
18 full seasons. New Jersey reached the 100-point mark for the 13th time in its history with a 2-1 win at Detroit on 
April 5.  
 
Devils Set Penalty-Killing Record 

The Devils allowed a league-low & team record 27 power play goals, with an NHL modern era record 89.6 
percentage (previously, Dallas, 89.3%, 1999-00). The team record for fewest power play goals allowed/best penalty-
killing mark over a full NHL season was previously 28-235, 88.1 percent in 1996-97. The NHL modern era record 
for fewest power play goals allowed is 26 (Chicago, 1973-74). 
 
Shorthanded story 

The Devils scored a shorthanded goal in a franchise-record four consecutive games January 6-11. The franchise’s 
previous record of three games was accomplished three times (including Colorado), last time March 24-28, 1992. 

March 29 vs. Tampa Bay, the team scored its league-leading 15th shorthanded goal of the season, tying its most 
since 1991-92 and after scoring just five all last year. The franchise record for shorthanded goals in a single-season 
is 18, set in 1987-88. On February 2 vs. Montreal, New Jersey allowed its NHL-leading 13th shorthanded goal 
(franchise record, 19, '92-93). 
 
Brodeur records NHL-record 14th 30-win season 

With a 2-1 victory Apr. 5 at Detroit, G Martin Brodeur improved to 30-21-4, reaching the 30-win mark for an 
NHL-record 14th time surpassing P. Roy (Mtl. &Col.). 
 
New Year's contributions 

LW Ilya Kovalchuk, C Patrik Elias and LW Zach Parise are among the NHL's leading scorers since the start 
of 2012. Kovalchuk (25g-28a-53pts) is third, behind E. Malkin (66) and S. Stamkos (54) for the league scoring lead 
since Jan. 1. Elias (13-31-44) is tied for 10th and Parise (18-21-39) is tied for 20th. 
 
Kovalchuk hat trick notes 
 LW Ilya Kovalchuk recorded his second hat trick of the season on March 8 vs. NY Islanders, becoming the first 
Devil to do so since Patrik Elias in 2001-02. Elias, John MacLean ('88-89) and Kirk Muller ('87-88) are the only 
Devils to record three hat tricks in a single season.  It was also the 13th hat trick of Kovalchuk's career, tying Marian 
Gaborik for the third most among active players. Only Teemu Selanne (22) and Jaromir Jagr (14) have more. 
 
Parise passes Driver; reaches 400pts 

LW Zach Parise recorded an assist April 7 vs. Ottawa and now has 194g-216a-410pts in his seven-year NHL 
career.  With two assists March 8 at NY Islanders, he reached 400 career points and passed Bruce Driver (83-316-
399) for ninth place on the club's all-time scoring list.  Aaron Broten (147-283-430) and Scott Stevens (93-337-430) 
are tied for seventh place. 
 
Parise records fifth 30-goal season 

On March 25 at Pittsburgh, LW Zach Parise recorded his 30th goal of the season to become just the second 
player in team history to record five 30-goal campaigns. John MacLean posted five 30-goal seasons over a seven-
year span from 1988-89 to 1993-94. Parise reached the mark during five of the last six seasons, including a career-
high 45 goals in 2008-09. 
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Henrique takes place among Devils' top rookies 

With an assist April 7 vs. Ottawa, C Adam Henrique finished with 16g-35a-51pts, and passed Pat Verbeek (20-
27-47, '83-84) for fourth place on the Devils’ all-time rookie scoring list.  He was just four points shy of Kirk Muller 
(17-37-54, '84-85) for third. Scott Gomez holds the team's all-time rookie scoring record with 19-51-70pts in 1999-
00. 
 
Ironman streak 

When Travis Zajac's 401 consecutive games-played streak came to an end on opening night, David Clarkson 
became the Devils' new ironman, and had played in 181 straight through March 31 at Carolina.  Mark Fayne is the 
Devils’ current ironman, having now played in 113 straight games since February 3, 2011. 
 
Kovalchuk named Second Star 

LW Ilya Kovalchuk was named the NHL’s Second Star of the Week for the period ending March 11. He joined 
Phi.’s Ilya Bryzgalov (no. 1) and StL.’s Jaroslav Halak (no. 3) as honorees. 

Kovalchuk led all skaters with five goals and nine points as the Devils won four consecutive games. He had 1g-
1a-2pts March 6 against the NY Rangers, recorded his 13th career hat trick March 8 vs. the NY Islanders, collected 
an assist on the game-winning goal March 10 at the NY Islanders and closed the week with 1g-2a-3pts March 11 vs. 
Philadelphia. 

 
Kovy’s game-deciding goals
