(World Championships, World Cups, Grand Prix) with the standings of the first three places at all 
events followed by several classifications which are listed either by the number of titles or medals by 
swimmer or National Federation. 
 
It should be made clear that these standings only have a historical aim and not any sporting 
significance. Indeed, the comparison between the achievements of swimmers of different generations 
is always unfair for several reasons:  
 

1. The period of time with different calendars  
2. The evolution of the programme.
