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HOGS ADVANCE TO SUPER REGIONAL FOR SECOND STRAIGHT YEAR

For the fourth time in program history and second-consecutive season, the
Arkansas baseball team advanced to the NCAA Super Regionals. It marked
the first time in school history that the Razorbacks have been to the Super
Regionals in back-to-back years. Arkansas was selected to host a regional for
the fifth time in its history. The Razorbacks defeated Grambling State in the
opening game of the regional and then took two of three games from Washing-
ton State to advance to the Super Regional and a date with top-ranked Arizona
State. In the opener against Grambling State, the Razorbacks set a new single-
game school record with nine home runs. Brett Eibner belted three home runs
in the contest, while Collin Kuhn, James McCann and Andy Wilkins each added
two round-trippers. A split in the next two games against Washington State
set up a winner-take-all regional championship game against the Cougars. Ar-
kansas was able to get a 7-2 win behind a strong starting pitching performance
from TJ Forrest and a balanced offensive attack that produced 12 hits. In the
Tempe Super Regional against top-seeded Arizona State, the Hogs took the
nation’s top team to the wire in a pair of extra-inning games. In the opener, Ar-
kansas let a ninth-inning lead slip away before the Sun Devils won the game in
the 12th inning. It appeared that game two would be decided in regulation, but
Eibner made sure that wasn't the case as he launched a game-tying, two-run
homer in the bottom of the ninth. DJ Baxendale kept the Hogs close, tossing
6.1 innings and giving up just one unearned run. ASU plated two runs in the top
of the 12th to claim the 7-5 win and advance to the College World Series.

RAZORBACKS WELL REPRESENTED ON ALL-REGIONAL TEAM

As might be expected, after winning the Fayetteville Regional, the Hogs were
well represented on the All-Regional team .
with six players making the team. Collin
Kuhn was named the regional’s Most Out-
standing Player after hitting .412 with
four homers and seven RBI. Kuhn also
posted a .545 on-base percentage over
the four games. Brett Eibner (.417, 3 HR,
8 RBI), James McCann (.438, 3 HR, 5
RBI) and Andy Wilkins (.294, 2 HR, 6 RBI)
also earned All-Regional honors from the
plate. On the mound, TJ Forrest picked
up All-Regional accolades, starting two
games and recording a 1-0 record with
a 4.50 ERA in 10 innings pitched. Drew
Smyly was also named to the All-Regional
team, appearing in two games, with one
start, and having a 1-0 record with a 2.79
ERA.

Collin Kuhn was named the Fay-
etteville Regional Most Outstanding
Player after hitting .412 with four
homers and seven RBI.

COX, EIBNER NAMED ALL-AMERICANS

Zack Cox and Brett Eibner parlayed their strong seasons into a plethora of
postseason awards following the 2010 season. Cox, a sophomore infielder
from Louisville, Ky., finished the 2010 season with a school-record .429
batting average to go along with nine home runs and 48 RBI. He earned All-
American honors from the National College Baseball Writers Association, the
American Baseball Coaches Association, Yahoo! Sports and Ping!Baseball. Cox
was also named a semifinalist for the Dick Howser Trophy and Golden Spikes
Award. Eibner, a junior outfielder/right handed pitcher, hit a team-leading 22
home runs, the second highest total in program history, while also posting a
.333 hatting average with a team-best 71 RBI. On the mound, Eibner was
3-5 with a 4.34 ERA in 15 appearances, including 11 starts. Eibner picked
up All-American recognition from the ABCA and Ping!Baseball. He was also a
semifinalist for the John Olerud Two-Way Player of the Year award.

Zack Cox was named an All-American by several organizations following the 2010 sea-
son and was also a semifinalist for the Howser Trophy and the Golden Spikes Award.

THREE HOGS EARN ALL-SEC HONORS

Zack Cox, Brett Eibner and Drew Smyly each received All-Southeastern Con-
ference honors following the 2010 regular season. Cox was named to the first
team, while Eibner and Smyly were second-team selections. Cox became the
13th player in school history to earn first team All-SEC honors, while the three
picks for the All-SEC team marked the first time since 2007 that multiple Ra-
zorbacks have been recognized.

RAZORBACKS EXCEL IN THE CLASSROOM

Not only did the Arkansas baseball team have a strong year on the field, but
it also excelled in the classroom. Zack Cox was named to the Capital One
Academic All-American team, earning the honor for the first time in his career.
Cox, Geoffrey Davenport, Scott Limbocker, James McCann, Sam Murphy and
Jordan Pratt each received SEC Academic Honor Roll accolades, while Garrett
Methvin was named to the SEC Freshman Academic Honor Roll.

ARKANSAS FINISHES SECOND NATIONALLY IN ATTENDANCE

The Razorbacks finished second in the country in attendance for the third con-
secutive year as a school-record 292,734 fans bought a ticket to see the Hogs
play at Baum Stadium in 2010. The Razorbacks finished second in hoth total
home attendance and average home attendance. The Hogs averaged 7,704
fans over the 38 games played at Baum Stadium in 2010. The total attendance
figure of 292,734 set a school record, easily besting the previous mark of
266,270 fans set during the 2007 season. Arkansas has finished in the top
five nationally in attendance each of the last six years, including ranking sec-
ond in the country in five of the last six seasons. The Razorbacks led the nation
in attendance following the 2007 season, averaging a then-NCAA record of
8,069 fans a game.

For the third straight season, Arkansas finished second nationally in both total and
average attendance.

EIBNER, WILKINS RANK IN TOP 10 IN CAREER HOME RUNS

James McCann was recognized for his work in the community as he was named
to the 2010 SEC Community Service Team. McCann, a catcher from Santa
Barbara, Calif., is an active participant in Arkansas’ Book Hogs and Sweat
Hogs outreach programs. McCann and the Razorback baseball team have also
adopted children the past couple of years during the holiday season and raised
money to provide essential needs and gifts. Along with his work in the commu-
nity, McCann is also a member of the University of Arkansas’ Student-Athlete
Advisory Committee. On the field, McCann played in 59 games, with 58 starts,
and hit .286 with nine homers and 34 RBI.

KUHN SETS SINGLE-SEASON HBP RECORD

Collin Kuhn set a school record by being hit by 25 pitches during the 2010
season. The majority of those came early in the season as he was hit 20 times
in the first 37 games of the year. Kuhn broke the previous record of 22 HBP
set in 1999 by Joe Jester. Entering his redshirt junior season, Kuhn is in good
position to set the career hit by pitch record, needing to be hit just 16 times to
break Jack Welsh’s record of 52.

SMYLY ECLIPSES 100 STRIKEQUTS IN 2010

Arkansas southpaw Drew Smyly became the ninth pitcher in program history
to record more than 100 strikeouts in a single season. Smyly finished the year
with 114 punchouts, which ranks fifth in school history. The Little Rock, Ark.,
native was the most effective pitcher on the mound for the Hogs during the
2010 season, finishing the year with a 9-1 record and a 2.80 ERA in 18 ap-
pearances, including 14 starts. Smyly earned second team All-SEC accolades,
while also being named to the All-South Region team by the American Baseball
Coaches Association.

Drew Smyly finished the 2010 season with 114 strikeouts, placing him fifth in school
annals. He was named to the All-SEC second team.

Brett Eibner and Andy Wilkins closed their collegiate careers ranking in the
top 10 in home runs in Arkansas history. Eibner and Wilkins each hit 42 home
runs over their three seasons at Arkansas, placing them in a tie for third in
program history. Each player produced prodigious power numbers during the
2010 season. Eibner led the Hogs with 22 round-trippers and 71 RBI. The 22
home runs was tied for the second-highest total in a single season in school
history. Eibner also tied the school’s single-game record of three home runs
on two different occassions last year. Wilkins was third on the team with 15
homers and second with 69 RBI. Wilkins also left Arkansas tied for eighth in
school annals with 165 career RBI.

EIGHT RAZORBACKS TAKEN IN 2010 MLB DRAFT

Arkansas was well represented in the 2010 Major League Baseball draft with
eight players being selected. The eight players taken marked a tie for the third
most Razorback players selected in a single draft. Zack Cox was the first Hog
off the board, becoming the school’s sixth
first-round draft pick and third in the last
four years. Cox was drafted by the St.
Louis Cardinals with the 25th pick of the
draft. A pair of Razorbacks were taken
in the draft’s second round. Kansas City
selected Brett Eibner with the 54th over-
all pick, while Drew Smyly was taken by
the Detroit Tigers with the 68th overall
pick. Andy Wilkins was selected by the
Chicago White Sox in the fifth round with
the 158th pick. Mike Bolsinger and Collin
Kuhn were each taken in the 15th round
with Bolsinger being drafted by the Arizo-
na Diamondbacks and Kuhn by the Tigers.
Jordan Pratt was also selected by the
Tigers in the 16th round, while Jeremy
Heatley was the Florida Marlins’ pick in
the 22nd round.

McCann helped Cotuit to the 2010 Cape Cod
League championship and Baxendale was named the Yarmouth-Dennis Pitcher
of the Year after finishing second in the Cape Cod League with nine saves.
Geoffrey Davenport and Sam Murphy each played for the Mat-Su Miners of the
Alaska League. Three Razorbacks played their summer ball in the Northwoods
League. Collin Kuhn played for the Green Bay Bullfrogs, Jacob Morris played
for the Eau Claire Express and Matt Reynolds was a member of the St. Cloud
River Bats. Arkansas had four players in the Texas Collegiate League. Zack
Hall, Ben Hays and Zac Russell were teammates for the North Texas Copper-
heads, while Garrett Methvin saw time for the East Texas Pump Jacks.
