I n the winter of
1813, Andrew

ga at all hazard and
risk, lead them out.” To me,
this simple statement explains
the responsibility all leaders
bear—a responsibility to care for
subordinates and complete the
mission—but a responsibility that
makes its highest demands of the
leader in charge.

Since 1775, Marine leaders have accepted
this extraordinary responsibility. From the
sergeant squad leader to the Commandant,
our history as Marines compels us to accept
the burden of leadership and strive at all costs
to protect our Marines from harm.

This is the legacy of the Marine Corps.
Whether we serve with a deployed unit
or at home, active or reserve, young or old,
currently serving or veteran, we feel a duty to
our fellow Marines. For example, Timothy
T. Day served our Corps from 1959 to 1962,
and through the lessons of leadership as
an officer of Marines, he built a successful
business in the private sector. His recent gift
of $12 million to the Marine Corps Heritage
Foundation supports the legacy of the US
Marine Corps. His gift will allow us to
continue to tell our story to future generations
of Americans, a story that emphasizes honor,
courage, and commitment,

Many do not realize that the National
Museum of the Marine Corps is not yet
complete. Our 2013 fundraising efforts
will continue to focus on being able to tell
the stories of today’s Marines. Mr. Day’s
recent contribution was the lead gift toward
construction of new galleries that will tell
the stories of Marines who have served since
1975. The galleries will include exhibits on
our Marine history in Beirut, Desert Shield

and Desert Storm, Somalia, and more than
a decade of combat in Iraq and Afghanistan.
The donation will also fund the creation of
the Timothy T. Day Overlook in Semper
Fidelis Memorial Park, creating an inviting
view of the Museum, Chapel, and Park for
visitors. Your support, large or small, and
dedication to the Foundation’s cause will
help us achieve our goal: to preserve and
promulgate the history, traditions, and culture
of the United States Marine Corps.

Here are notable accomplishments since our
last update:

Thanks to the loyalty of our donors, the
Foundation successfully raised $10.08 million
in new gifts and pledges during 2011 versus
a goal of $9.8 million. This year's goals are
aggressive once again, with a target of $11
million to be raised toward our overall $64
million goal.

Our 2012 Awards Program was
a huge success, receiving nearly
triple the number of submissions

than in years past.

The number of visitors to the National
Museum has reached 3 million since its
November 2006 opening. Next year will
be a busy year with 60 weddings and
receptions, 10 reunions, 10 corporate events,
40 retirement ceremonies, and three OCS
commissionings already booked.

Through academic year 2011-2012,
161,000 school-aged children have visited
the facility as part of organized school tour
groups led by an educator. Through the
educational programs including Teacher in
Residence, Teaching Trunks, Geography
Awareness “Afternoon at the Museum,”
Family Days, Chesty’s Puppet Theater, and
Scouting programs, the Museum's Education
Department provided opportunities for
students and teachers to learn about
United States history as seen through
the eyes of Marines.

Thanks to Chuck and Rita Scianna’s most
generous donation, we have added Chesty’s
Corner and Chesty’s Dock activity/exhibit
areas, which marked a major milestone for the
education team as we expanded our galleries
for our youngest visitors. These additions
have been a great success and are much visited
parts of the Museum.

Semper Fidelis Memorial Park has added
26 monuments along the pathways with
more to come. We hope you share in our
excitement of the new Lieutenant General
Lewis B.“Chesty” Puller monument dedicated
this past November at the Puller Overlook.
This Ovetlook is the most prominent site
within the Park and provides a spectacular
view down to the National Museum of the
Marine Corps. Artist and Marine Terry Jones
of Jones Sculpture, Inc., created the eight-foot
bronze figure and monument. It is sure to be
a much-visited site in the Park, We thank the
Marine Corps League for sponsoring
this monument.

Our 2012 Awards Program was a huge
success, receiving nearly triple the number
of submissions than in years past. We hope
for just as many if not more for the 2013
program. Submissions will be accepted from

September 15,2012, to January 7, 2013.

The National Museum of the Marine
Corps Virtual Tour has been updated with
the addition of the Defending the New
Republic, Global Expeditionary Force, and
World War I Galleries, as well as new docent
interviews. Now everyone around the world
can visit the Museum by going to www.

For 2013, the Foundation will continue to
pursue the accomplishment of our mission

Center Parkway and widening of Route 1

to support an additional entrance to the
Heritage Center. This new entrance will
enhance the visitor experience with views of
the now completed Semper Fidelis Memorial
Park, the Semper Fidelis Memorial Chapel,
and a stop at the Timothy T. Day Overlook.

" Thanks to the Sgt Reckless Memorial
Fund, next summer we will be placing a
monument honoring the Marine Corps’
well-known Korean warhorse. A member

of the Recoilless Rifle Platoon in the 5th
Marine Regiments Anti-Tank Company, Sgt
Reckless was trained to carry the heavy loads
and, on command, to lie down quickly when
under enemy fire. He became an integral part
of the platoon.

" With the help of a generous gift from
Lockheed Martin, we continue to develop
plans for a giant screen theater inside the
museum and the production of a spectacular
Marine-themed film thanks to the
generosity of the Boeing Company.

" We are raising funds to complete the
Museum with the addition of the following
new galleries: From Beirut to the Attacks of
9/11, 1976-2001; Global War on Terror;
Sports Hall of Fame; a combat art gallery and
an education hub creating two classrooms;
and an activity area inside the Museum.

These classrooms will be able to host
school groups and lectures in order to educate
visitors about the Corps. The new galleries
will include artifacts such as an F/A-18 and
M198 Howitzer “Damn Yankee” from Desert
Storm, a AH-1W Helo and Dragoneye
UAV from Operation Iraqi Freedom, and an
MRAP from Iraq 2005.

he National Museum of the Marine Corps continues to press

toward achieving accreditation

by the American Association of

Museums and completing the exhibit designs for the Final Phase of
construction. Each of these major projects could consume staff time,
given the work involved in daily operations 364 days per year. To offset
the delta between mission goals and resource availability, the Museum
relies on a cadre of highly motivated collegiate interns.

This year the Marine Corps Heritage
Foundation graciously provided $44,000 in
stipends for 17 interns who worked a total
of 5,517 hours. Put another way, the interns
were able to augment Museum staff by two
and a half man-years. The following provides
a glimpse into the intern projects in their
own words.

Stephanie Washburn is a graduate
student in the Applied History Master’s
Program at George Mason University.

As an intern with the curatorial branch in the
general section at NMMC, | gained valuable
experience with museums and public history.

| learned the process of how donations are
researched and brought before the Collections
Committee before being accessioned into the
collection. The process includes researching the
donations, sometimes with help from the General
Alfred M. Gray Research Center archives or
utilizing the documents on ancestry.com to track
a Marine’s career through muster rolls before
writing up an Acquisition Recommendation form
that is presented to the other curators

and the registrars and the artifact is voted

into the collection.

The most nerve-wracking part of the
internship was cataloging and photographing the
artifacts within the general collection because
| had no previous experience with cataloging.

However, after cataloging artifact after artifact
from sweetheart jewelry to a 1907 saddlebag, |
began to be more comfortable with the process
and more confident in my cataloging abilities. As
| begin my Master’s Program in Applied History at
George Mason University, | will be able to use this
internship to better understand my class material
and gain experience within public history.

Laura McKee is a Master of Arts
candidate in the Museum Studies program
at The Johns Hopkins University:

is the sixth museum at which | have had the
pleasure and honor of interning in the area of
collections management. During each of these
prior internships | learned about one or more
different aspects of the crucial museum practice
of collections management, of which there are
Very many.

This summer, as a curatorial services intern
at the NMMC, | learned how to handle, document,
and re-house a wide array of interesting and
challenging artifacts from the General Collection,
including musical instruments, uniforms,
medals, jewelry, currency, commemorative
and presentational objects, military ephemera,
personal effects, statuary, and even a Vietnamese
grave marker. My most demanding project was
cataloguing the 246-item matchbook collection

created by William Lemly. | also enjoyed assisting
with artifact research and with gathering various
types of data on potential artifacts to be displayed
during the upcoming A Tribute In Silver exhibition.
In addition, | learned a great deal about modern
archival materials and proper methods of
conservation. These experiences were critical to
my training because | hope to be able to offer
potential employers the skills and experience
to work as a registrar or collections manager
for any type of collection and to do so with total
confidence and competence.

If I continue my internship through the Fall,
I would like to take advantage of the opportunity
to develop an Artifact Cataloguing Worksheet
to standardize the steps that are involved in
documenting objects in the General Collection.
Another invaluable project would be learning
how to compose an Acquisition Recommendation
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Form. These tasks would both enhance my
professional knowledge and allow me to

continue assisting the NMMC with its collections

management and registrarial needs.

Jessica Eustace graduated from Mary
Washington University with a Bachelor of
Arts degree in Historic Preservation and a
minor in Museum Studies in May 2012,

This summer | was an intern with the Education
Department of the National Museum of the
Marine Corps. I've volunteered with multiple
institutions that were museum or public related,
but this was the first time | actually got to work
with a large museum’s education department.
This was one of the major reasons | was really
excited to be working at the museum!

The experience at NMMC was amazing and
so rewarding for me. | learned so much about
museum education departments and museums
in general. It was also a great way to apply
everything | have learned when | was in college.
The main project | worked on this summer was

developing and finalizing the Semper Fun History

Camp schedule and activities. We utilized a lot
of activities the Museum has done for family
days, but | also created a number of things for
the children to do as well. Some of my favorite
projects for the camp were the trench warfare
game and the Civil War surgeon kit.

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State of Marine Corps
History, Updated

DIRECTOR OF MARINE CORPS HISTORY

his past year has been one of progress and purpose for the

Marine Corps History Division. Since last October, the Division
has partially recovered from the USMC-wide personnel hiring freeze
and we were able to hire a new Reference Branch Head, Colonel
Peter Ferraro, USMC (Ret.). A native of Long Island, New York,
Colonel Ferraro recently retired as the Head of the USMC Enlisted
Assignments Branch here at Quantico, Virginia. An infantry officer by
trade, Colonel Ferraro had previous assignments in Afghanistan and
with the NATO staff in Brussels, Belgium. He also previously served
as the Marine Officer Instructor at Notre Dame University and the
Battalion Inspector-Instructor/Commanding Officer, 3rd Battalion,

23rd Marines, in New Orleans, LA.

The History Division certainly has been
lucky to land someone of Pete’s caliber
and skill. He has already hit the ground
running and is working on plans to digitize
the Division’s vast but highly vulnerable
paper reference files collection. If successful
and the Division is able to find funding for
this project, the entire collection of over
86,000 paper records will be digitized and
at some point available for use by scholars
wotldwide. At present, each file is in its
original paper form with some records
beginning to deteriorate due to the acidity
in the paper itself. Moreover, making an
electronic file of the records will ensure that
they are not subjected to a catastrophic loss
such as a major fire or flood. These records
represent the ‘corporate memory” of the
Marine Corps and are used by the Division’s
reference historians to answer requests for
historical information hundreds of times
every month,

The Division said goodbye to Ms,
Cynthia Meyer, who left in May so that she
could transfer with her husband and family

to Madison, Wisconsin. Fortunately, the
Division was allowed to hire Ms, Cassandra
Bennett to be the new Executive Assistant to
the Director and Chief of Administration.
Ms. Bennett is a former Marine Sergeant
with an occupational specialty in the field of
administration. During her Marine Corps
career, she worked in various personnel
management billets with the 3rd Marine
Division on Okinawa and at Parris Island.
Her most recent assignment was on the staff
of the Enlisted Assignments Branch right
here at Quantico, Virginia. She had been a
full-time civilian for only one year prior to
joining the History Division.

The Division’s editing and design shop
has been quite busy as well. We have long
anticipated that our source of publication
dollars will be affected by coming budget
drawdowns. Accordingly, I have directed the
editorial staff to research the “best practices”
for shifting our future publications from a
more expensive, paper-centric format to one
that is predominantly electronic. With the
advent of the Amazon’s Kindle and Apple’s

iPad, ebooks and ejournals have proliferated
throughout the publishing world. While our
intent is not to do away with paper copies
entirely, we are rapidly approaching the point
due to rising print costs where we will need
to embrace electronic publication in order to
remain in business. I have personally tried
the Kindle and the iPad and found both
easy to use. I have asked Editing and Design
to come up with a phased approach to this
issue with the goal of publishing 80 percent
of all our material in electronic form within
the next three years. As it stands right now,
80 percent of every historical publication
that the History Division has produced
since 1919 has been digitized and placed for
easy access on the USMC History Division’s
website at www.history.usme.mil. Click on
publications.

"The Division also has continued to
produce some noteworthy books this past
year. One particular book, 100 Years of
Marine Corps Aviation, was the culmination
of three years of collaboration with the
KRATOS Corporation. Ms. Roxanne
Kaufmann, an employee of KRATOS, was
the lead author on this extensive project; but
she was assisted by numerous members of
the History Division staff and the project
was delivered on budget and on time.

Two other books of note, former History
Division employee and USMCR Colonel




Nate Lowrey’s From the Sea: US Marines

in Afghanistan, 2001-2002, and Major
David Kummer’s Fort Fisher Battle Study
(the American Civil War) remain in high
demand. Dr. Nick Schlosser is completing
work on the battle of Al Qaim (Iraq) and
Mr. Paul Westermeyer has completed his
work on producing for the first time a
comprehensive history of Operation Desert
Shield/Storm. Both the Schlosser and
Westermeyer products will be in print right
after the first of the year.

"The Division intends to launch our
inaugural Vietnam War commemorative
histories starting in December 2012. The
first out of the gate will be Colonel George
Hofmann’s history on the Marine Corps
in Vietnam, 1962-1965. Dr. Tom Baughn
will complete his architectural history of
the Commandant’s House by December
as well. This book covers the selection
of the location for the Commandant’s
quarters by President Thomas Jefferson
and Commandant of the Marine Corps
Lieutenant Colonel William Ward Burrows
to the present day occupants, General and
Mrs. James F. Amos. Dr. Baughn was given
rare access to the quarters by Mrs. Amos
and he was able to incorporate a lot of the
material uncovered during the most recent
renovations to the Commandant’s quarters
completed just a year ago. Major Kummer
is writing a similar history on the historic
quarters of the Commanding General,
Marine Forces Reserve, in New Orleans,
Louisiana. Known as the LeBeuf Plantation
house, this well-known landmark, built in
the 1840s, is located approximately two
miles from the west bank location of the
Battle of New Orleans battlefield site.

The house and the Marine Corps have deep
roots in New Orleans and this particular
history will be the first ever done on this
particular site.

The plans to build the new Brigadier
General Edwin Simmons Wing at the
Gray Research Center have shifted slightly,
but groundbreaking is now anticipated for
early 2013. We do know that the military
construction has been fully approved and

funded so now it is only a matter of time
before the actual construction will begin.
However, it will be the History Division’s
third physical relocation in nine years.
We hope this will be our last move for

a long time to come. Relocations are never
fun or easy.

The Division’s smallest branch, Field
History, took a significant budgetary hit this
past year. Due to funding, the branch has
been reduced from five full-time reservists
on active duty to one full-time and one part-
time reservist available to conduct interviews
while deployed. What this has caused us to
have to do is to cease sending historians into
theater and instead wait for the deployed
units to return to their CONUS locations.
So far this operational change has not
caused any negative consequences regarding
our collection efforts. We just need to be
aware of the deployment schedule of various
operational units — especially as to the date
they return from the theater.

In sum, I remain very pleased with the
progress of the Division during the past year.
As Director I was honored to be the guest
speaker at this year’s Guadalcanal Veterans
Association dinner and I recently returned
from London where I presented a paper and
chaired a panel on the Marines in the War of
1812.1 was not able to convince the British
or the Canadians at the conference that the
United States won that particular conflict,
but was more successful in stating that we
did not lose it either.

The Division budget will be our biggest
challenge in the coming fiscal year and into
the future as the Marine Corps transitions
from a wartime footing to one we might be
more familiar with prior to 9/11. There
will be greater emphasis on what Marines
are doing in the Pacific and with the
growing USMC presence in Australia,
Guam, and other Southeast Asia locations,
we will soon see that the Marine Corps
is starting to return to its traditional
amphibious role and mission with
greater emphasis on duty in the Far East.
Accordingly, History Division will also
refocus its efforts there as well. %

he Heritage Foundation’s financial support of the intern program

is vitally important to the History Division; during the summer,
even with leave periods and professional conferences, much important
work is completed. To quantify this statement, in calendar year 2011,
interns worked a total of 4,230.2 hours and through 27 July 2012,
3,115.5 hours. The Foundation paid these interns a total of $65,331

in stipends to support their efforts.

Interns make important contributions
in Reference Branch, Oral History, and
Histories Branch. In Reference Branch,
Emily Martin, who has worked with us
since the summer of 2010, cleaned out the
biographical files and created an inventory
list, Reference Branch has files on over
15,338 Marines, famous and infamous;
now that the files are sorted, organized,
and duplicates removed, they are ready for
digitization. Completing this job in late June,
Emily has moved on to the subject files and
is working her magic there. Concurrently,
Miss Carlyn Woodward scanned and
annotated the 1968 Vietnam photograph
files. After completing that project, she is
creating further biographic files based on
older microfiche. Reference’s third intern, Mr.
Aakash Ramsey, worked on the researching
and verifying of command and unit activities,
assisting the Unit Historian with the Lineage
and Honors program. He also created
slides for the Director in preparation for a
meeting with Navy historians discussing the
Guadalcanal campaign.

Oral History has two interns working
on similar projects. Several years ago,
the History Division discovered that the
Library of Congress had original World
War II combat recordings taken on the
front lines, at times during combat. Camille

Rachel Webb worked with the Division
last summer and briefly over Christmas
break. She is assisting the Director with
the War of 1812 project and an updated
biography of General John A. Lejeune.
Zayna Bizri, a doctoral candidate at George
Mason, is assisting Nick Schlosser with his
examination of the General Wallace Greene
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papers and an update to the 3rd MARDIV
pampbhlet, last done in 1983.

Brian Sperling is assisting historian
Paul Westermeyer on a wide scope of
projects, from scanning photographs from
the First Gulf War to extensive research
on Afghanistan and the 22nd MEU. Chris
Ubrik is helping Tom Baughn on an updated
history of the Commandant’s house.

Kamerin Lauren, the 2012 Henry
I. Shaw Fellow, was assigned to write a
short history on the Marine Corps Family
Readiness Programs, working closely with
Mrs. Zandi Krulak and Mrs. Janel Howell.
The Shaw Fellowship is funded each year

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Educational Programming
and the Teacher in Residence Program

he National Capital Region is rich in American history and the
values of the many military and veteran families who call the area

their home. Yet there are few, if any, organizations positioned to deliver

this cultural heritage to the region’s children in ways that can directly
support their academic achievement. There is a tremendous unmet
need for support of teachers who must fulfill state-mandated teaching
requirements in ways that keep lesson plans refreshed and exciting,

a need that the National Museum of the Marine Corps’ (NMMC)
educational programming addresses.

In 2008, with the support of generous
private donations, the Foundation launched
a Teacher in Residence (TIR) program at
the NMMC in partnership with Prince
William County Schools. One full-time
teacher is annually assigned to the Museum
to develop programs in conjunction with
the Museum’s education staff. The Marine
Corps Heritage Foundation pays the
teacher’s salary and benefits. The TIR is

a classroom teacher who serves as liaison
between the Museum and area educators,
holding teacher workshops to enhance

local teachers’ understanding of the Marine
Corps’ place in US History and showcase
the Museum as a resource. In addition to
hosting visiting school groups, the TIR also
takes on special projects related to education,
such as Geography Awareness Week and
National History Day.

Since inception the program benefited
from the experience and enthusiasm of
three outstanding high school teachers:
Aaron Book, Dr. Barbara Daniels, and Jim
Hunniford. For the 2012-2013 school year,
a US History teacher from Benton Middle
School, Manassas, Virginia, Dan Clendaniel,
will be serving as Teacher in Residence.

One full-time teacher is annually
assigned to the Museum to develop
programs in conjunction with the
Museum’s education staff.

The National Museum of the Marine
Corps offers a full range of educational
programs designed to enhance the Museum
experience for a diverse range of visitors
from all backgrounds, to target special needs
of local communities and to work directly
with local school districts to promote
academic achievement. The following is
an overview of the Museum’s education
programs offered and numbers served

during 2011,

Formal Programs

" The Teacher in Residence program
served over 42,000 students and teachers
from throughout the region.

MARINE CORPS HERITAGE FOUNDATION

" The traveling “Teaching Trunk” program,
featuring stand-alone instructional modules
with replicas of artifacts and archival
materials for “hands-on” learning, is targeted
to schools throughout the region on subjects
ranging from the Colonial Era to the Cold
War. They served over 2,000 K-12 students
in 2011,

" Geography Awareness, "Afternoon at the
Museum,” an after-school geography event at
the Museum, served over 450 students with
activities presented by ten geography-related
organizations including GeoEye and the
National Geographic Society.

Informal Programs

" Family Days, monthly programs serving
the local community with special events

at the Museum, were conducted with
themes including historical topics (Quill
Pen Writing, Civil War Candle Making,
Iwo Jima Topographic Map Making),
community themes (Appreciation of

the Military Child Day), and holidays
(Halloween and Christmas). Approximately
3,000 people were served in 2011.

" Chesty’s Puppet Theater, named after
Chesty Puller, the most decorated US
Marine in history, is the main component
of the education program presented annually
at Marine Week. Visiting a different

city each year and reaching children at
community centers and local museums,
the program stars “Chesty,” the Museum’s
mascot, Marines in period uniforms, and
historical games in addition to the puppet
show. In 2012, 675 of Cleveland’s children
enjoyed the show!
