NCAA News & Notes

Xavier Made The Sweet 16 In The West Regional
The No. 6 seed Xavier Musketeers advanced to the Sweet 16 round of the NCAA 
West Regional before losing 68-60 to No. 2 seed Arizona at the Staples Center in 
Los Angeles, Calif.  The Musketeers made it to the Sweet 16 after victories over 
Mississippi (75-67) and Georgia State (75-67) in Jacksonville, Fla.  Xavier made 
its seventh trip to the Regional Semifinals overall and the third since 2010.  The 
Muketeers were also a No. 6 seed in the BIG EAST Tournament.  They reached 
the finals before losing to regular-season champion Villanova (69-52).

Eight Were Ranked
Eight of the 10 BIG EAST teams were ranked at some point during the season.  In 
the final polls, Villanova was No. 2 in the Associated Press poll and No. 9 in the 
USA Today poll.  Georgetown was No. 22 in the AP poll and Xavier was No. 22 in 
the USA Today poll.  Butler finished 24th in AP and 23rd in USA Today.  Provi-
dence received votes in both polls.

BIG EAST Landed Six In The Big Dance
Six of 10 BIG EAST schools received NCAA bids, led by No. 1 seed Villanova.  
Georgetown was a No. 4 seed in the South Regional.  Butler, Providence and 
Xavier were No. 6 seeds.  The Bulldogs were in the Midwest Regional.  The Friars 
were in the East Regional.  The Musketeers were in the West Regional, but began 
in Jacksonville, Fla.  St. John’s was the No. 9 seed in the South Regional.

Villanova: Regular-Season Champs, Tourney Champs, No. 1 NCAA Seed
Villanova won its second straight BIG EAST regular-season crown with its second 
straight 16-2 league record.  This year, the Wildcats also won the BIG EAST Tour-
nament title, taking Xavier 69-52 in the title game.  Villanova ended the regular 
season winning 12 games in a row plus three tournament games.  They are the 
first team in BIG EAST history to win 15 games in a row against league foes in the 
same season.  VU finished the season with a 33-3 overall record.

BIG EAST Excelled In Non-Conference Play
BIG EAST Teams put together an oustanding record against non-conference 
competition with many wins coming against quality competition.  The league 
compiled a combined 94-30 (.758) in the regular season. 

Butler’s Barlow Won CLASS Award, Two Others Were Finalists
Butler guard Alex Barlow was named winner of the 2014-15 Senior CLASS Award® 
and two other BIG EAST players were among the 10 finalists, D’Angelo Harrison of 
St. John’s and Matt Stainbrook of Xavier.  No other conference had three finalists.  
An acronym for Celebrating Loyalty and Achievement for Staying in School, the 
senior CLASS award focuses on the total student-athlete and encourages stu-
dents to use their athletic platforms to make a positive impact as leaders in their 
communities.  Barlow won the BIG EAST Basketball Scholar-Athlete award for the 
past two seasons and was named a second-team Academic All-American.  A team 
captain, he earned a scholarship after walking on to the team as a freshman.  He 
also won the 2014-15 BIG EAST Sportsmanship Award.  Barlow also contributes 
to several local community initiatives.  

Two From The BIG EAST Nominated for NABC Community Service Award
Creighton senior guard Austin Chatman and Xavier senior center Matt Stainbrook 
were nominated to the 2015 Allstate National Basketball Coaches (NABC) Good 
Works Team. This community service award recognizes a distinguished group of 
student-athletes who have demonstrated a commitment to enriching the lives of 
others and contributing to the greater good in their communities.  

BIG EAST Schools Are NCAA Tournament Hosts
The NCAA announced that the BIG EAST and St. John’s will co-host the 2017 
East Regional of the NCAA Championship at Madison Square Garden.  The BIG 
EAST and St. John’s hosted the NCAA East Regional at MSG last March.  For the 
2015 NCAA Championship, Creighton hosted Second and Third Round games at 
the CenturyLink Center.  The Bluejays also will host the 2018 Midwest Regional.  
Providence will host 2016 First and Second Rounds and Marquette will do the 
same in 2017.
