Department is preparing to launch
“A Sacred Trust: Identifying, Doc-
umenting, Preserving, and Inter-
preting African American Church
History in Washington, DC,” a
long-term program to identify,
collect and preserve documents
and objects on African American
church history and traditions in
Washington, D.C.

The project will first target
eight Christian Methodist Episco-
pal churches in the District and
suburbs. The project will be ex-
panded later to bring in other de-
nominations. The goals are to
examine the evolution of worship
traditions within denominations
and to compare religious tradi-
tions across denominations. The
Museum also seeks to assist
churches in recognizing the im-
portance of saving and managing
their materials and in establishing
their own preservation, archives
and in-house museum programs.
The Research Department staff
will develop a comprehensive list
of holders of religious materials
within the local CME churches
including the materials held by
central church administrations, in-
dividual members, andchurch clubs;
and will begin a preliminary de-

scription of archives and objects
found at the target churches.

The Library of Congress
has acquired the papers of Amer-
ican composer Charles Mingus,
the most important acquisition of
a manuscript collection related to
jazz in the library’s history. The
collection consists of original
music manuscripts, arrangers’
scores, instrumental parts, tape
recordings, photographs, the
manuscript of his autobiography
Beneath the Underdog, and other
memorabilia from his career.
